TWELVE MONTHS OP CfllSIS.
A  year ago to-day the National 

Bank of Uruguay suspended the 
conversion o f its notes, thereby 
bringing upon us in all its force the 
crisis the premonitory symptoms of 
which had already been felt, and 
which had been prepared by the 
excessive speculation and financial 
immorality o f the two or three 
preceeding years.

Twelve months have elapsed since 
that sinister event,twelve sad months 
ot general depression, hardship and 
trial, and the crisis still continues. 
How much longer it will last, how 
much longer we must wait to see the 
business o f the Republic return to 
its normal activity and prosperity, 
we confess ourselves entirely unable 
to foresee.

That the situation is not so des­
perate as it was, we cheerlully admit, 
but we are hardly prepared to say 
that matters have yet taken that 
decisive upward turn which signifies 
the conquest o f the crisis. At great 
sacrifices Government has enabled 
the Bank to return to conversion 
since the 1st instant, bat as we 
said recently, that is only one f actor 
out o f many necessary, and perhaps 
not the most important. Apart 
from that there is certainly a more 
hopeful feeling about, money is not 
quite so scarce and there is perhaps 
a little less absolute want ot confi­
dence. But retail trade, which is a 
great touchstone o f the situation, is 
almost as dull as ever and enterprise 
remains at a standstill. The terrible 
Argentine muddle continues to tell 
against us, and although our situa­
tion is simplicity itself compared to 
theirs, we are bound to suffer for the 
sins and discredit of our big 
neighbours.

Although the crisis took a short 
enough time in developing, we think 
it best not to expect any sudden or 
violeut cure. When it does come, 
the improvement will probably be 
quiet and slow, and perhaps for that 
very reason, all the surer. In fact, 
we would prefer it so. We have had 
enough o f «booms» and inflation,and 
our experience o f them has been 
anything but agreeable. W e would 
now prefer something more solid 
and lasting, even i f  less glittering 
and showy.

Twelve months o f crisis have 
passed, and let us hope we may 
never see their like again, but that 
the improvement and hopeful feeling 
to which we have referred, slight as 
they may be, are the forerunners of 
tho return to prosperity which must 
come sooner or later.

Parliament.
Iu the Chamber ot Senators, on 

Friday, Sr. Magariuos was named to 
join the Committee o f Legislation 
for the consideration o f  Sr. Carve’s

Bill for the reform o f the Civil 
Marriage Law.

After some discussion, the Bill for 
liquidating a claim made by the 
widow o f Col. Fernandez Echenique 
for arrears o f pay due to her hus­
band,was approved in general and in 
detail, as also a Bill granting a 
pension ot §30 a month to tho widow 
and children o f Juan Maria Saenz, 
ex-inspector o f police o f the capital. 
The second discussion o f both Bills 
was supressed.

The sitting then terminated.
Tho W . E. E. Entertainment.

After an interval o f  two months, 
tho second entertainment o f  the 
Winter Evening Entertainment 
Society was given at the San Felipe 
Theatre on Friday evening, before 
an audience which, if  not so crowd­
ed as we would have liked to have 
seen, at all events included many re­
presentative English and American 
families, a number o f officers and 
men from the warships in port, and 
many native friends. The first part 
consisted o f an exhibition o f Anim­
ated Wax Figures by Professor 
Cera (Mr. G. Lloyd Davies) 'and his 
comical assistant (Mr. Macadam). This 
exhibition was divided into three 
groups o f figures representing well- 
known subjects, the figures beiug 
represented by various lady and 
gentlemen amateurs. The figures, 
appropriatedy dressed and painted, 
were remarkably well got up, and 
looked exceedingly life— we mean 
max—like, and when wound up went 
through the various motions in a 
jerky mechanical manner that prov­
ed very amusing. Amongst the most 
successful we may mention the 
Bachelor and future Bride, the 
Ruffian disarnmed by a smile (the 
ruffian very appropriately re­
presented by Juan Moreira) 
and the Man Monkey, the letter 
bearing a strong resemblance to 
some of the «mashers» who haunt 
calle Sarandi. The concluding group 
representing Britannia and Uruguay 
triumphing over Father Time was 
also very good. Each group was 
introduced by the showman with an 
appropriate address, in which were 
introduced several amusing local 
hits. The figures were so well made 
up as to baffle any attempt at iden­
tification and were represented by 
Mrs. W . Jones, Mrs. Reid,Miss Fisher 
Miss Jones, Miss A. L. Jones, Miss 
Lawrie, Miss Scott, and Messrs. Fox, 
Francis, C. Jones, W. Jones, T. D. 
Lawrie, E. Lawrie and Reid. Great 
credit is due to all of these for the 
pains they muust have been at in 
rehearsing their attitudes and for 
their endurance iu maintaining then- 
trying positions whilst on show. This 
part o f the entertainment was rather 
damped by the long, but we presume 
unavoidable, waits between the 
exhibition o f the groups, when a 
little music would have been very 
acceptable.

The second part consisted o f a 
short but amusing farce, «The Ob­
stinate Family,» which was smartly 
played by all concerned. Mrs. 
Lloyd Davies, as was expected, 
proved a most captivating and 
saucy housemaid, Lucy, although the 
part was hardly long enough for the 
display o f much talent. Miss A. L. 
Jones was very graceful and winn­
ing as Jessy Harford, and is a 
decided acquisition to amateur 
ranks, whom we hope to see again 
during the season. Another acqui­
sition was Mrs. Mahnats, who 
made a great bit as Mrs. Harwood 
Although past her first youth, this 
lady has au imposing presence, at 
once genial and portly, and she 
knew how to eombiue tender 
maternal love for her daughter with 
appropriate sternness to her son-in- 
law. Her engaging curls and her 
«Cinderella» feot were equally 
admired, whilst her management of 
her bonnet and her mode of sitting 
down will doubtless set the fashion 
for some time to come. She was 
certainly one o f the hits o f the farce. 
Much comment was aroused by the. 
remarkable likeness o f this lady to 
one ofourmostpopular amateur actors,, 
to whom, we believe, she is a near 
relation, participating in the dramatic 
talent o f the family. Mr. W. Jones 
proved a comical butler, Mr. Davies 
an admirable bridegroom aud Mr. J. 
Reid a genial father-in-law. Altoge­
ther the farce was very well 
played.

The two parts were opened by 
pianoforte solos by Miss Hawkins, 
but, owing to the position o f tho in­
strument or some other cause, it 
seemed to us that this lad)* did 
not do justice to her well-known 
abilities as a pianist. During the 
intervals o f the first part Mr. G. Still 
played on the violin Beriot’s «Scdues 
de Ballet,» his rendering o f which is 
sufficiently woll known to require no 
criticism, and Mr. Denstone gave a 
a rather amusing recitation «Ferdi- 
dinando and Elvira».

The credit o f the entertainment is 
due to the efforts of Mr. and Mrs. G.

SUNDRIES.
-Senator Carve is in a great 

hurry to push his Bill for the reform 
o f civil marriage, which is decidedly 
not wanted here, and which wo trust 
the Chambers will show their good 
sense by rejecting Apropos o f this 
we quote the following, with hearty 
approval, from tho tí. A. Herald — 
«The Standard, quoting the figures 
that have been published respecting 
the number o f marriages celebrated 
during the first five months o f this 
year, viz. 2109, necessarily cele­
brated at the Civil Registries, but of 
which only 1248 were afterwards 
celebrated in churches, says: «These 
figures show that the Civil Marriage 
Law is undermining the moral tone 
ot tho people, as wo predicted it 
would, when it was enacted.» Here 
is a pretty specimen o f bigotry! 
People are immoral because knowing 
that they are legally married, they 
think it unnecessary to go through 
the form o f a religious ceremony. 
Would the Standard contend that 
every cohabitation sanctioned by a 
marriage celebrated in a church is 
moral ? Because Miss May’s mar­
riage to Mr. December is celebrated 
by an Archbishop is the union neces­
sarily a moral one ? Are not youug 
girls absolutely sold to worn-out roués 
and hoary old sensualists for title, 
social position or wealth ? Are such 
unions made moral by the benedic­
tion o f  a priest ? Is there no morality 
except among Christiaus ? Are all 
Cnristian marriages moral ?Was not 
marriage instituted before Ckurchte? 
Was the City ot Buenos Aires a 
moral city prior to the passing o f the 
Civil Marriage law ? Is there a more 
immoral City in free-thinking Eu­
rope or America than in this well 
churched and well-priested City o f 
Buenos Aires »

—A  telegram from London in­
forms us that the House o f Lord has 
approved Balfour’s Irish Land 
Purchase Bill, already passed by 
the Commons. The Emperor and 
Empress o f Germany have arrived iu 
Amsterdam on a visit to tho Queen 
Regent Emma. They were due 
at Windsor yesterday aiternoon on 
a visit to Queen Victoria

— Owing to insufficient attendance 
the meeting o f «Cinderella» subs­
cribers was not held on Friday 
afternoon, but stands transferred to 
to-morrow (Monday) afternoon, at 
5 30 p.m. at Calle Sarandi 126, when 
it is hoped that all who can will 
attend in order that a representative 
Committee may be elected.

— The programme at the Politea- 
ma this evening consists o f the first 
two acts o f the «Beggar Student» 
and «Niña Pancha,» the latter amus­
ing piece beiug given in Spanish. 
The visit o f the Tomba Comany will 
be prolonged for another week.

— Yesterday’s Siglo has au article 
on the dignificaron o f the military 
oareer. Tho only way to dignify 
the mi'itary career here is to reform 
the present brutalities of the military 
Code and teach the officers to treat 
their men like human beings.

— It is still reported that negotiat­
ions for the extension o f the Brazil­
ian loan are proceeding very favour­
ably, though the affair does not seem 
to have been settled so quickly as 
was at first expected. Official circles 
are sileut rrgardiug details.

— Many of our read ?rs will regret 
to hear o f the death o f Mr. Henry 
Cadmus,for so many years connected 
with the wool market in Buenos 
Aires, and also well known in business 
circles iu this city. His death oc- 
cured in London on the 30th June. 
About two years ago he left the 
Plate to enjoy a well-earned fortune 
and rest at home, but he had still 
valuable properties here, and many 
expected to see him back again this 
year.

— The next Presidential «tea» 
takes place to-morrow. These re­
ceptions arouse considerable in­
terest and pave the way to the for­
mation o f many political combina­
tions and the smoothing over of 
many political emmities.

—The direction o f Public Works 
is entrusted with drawing up the 
statement o f repairs necessary to the 
Government House, and they will 
then be subjected to public tender.

— At request of the Oriental auth­
orities there has just been arrested in 
Buenos Aires a man named René 
Rigor, who, in ootnpany with another 
named Grawert or Gravort, is accus­
ed o f having swindled JuauC. Ar­
rien out o f §18,000, a year ago.

— The post office authorities are 
occupied .in burning some 3500 
dead letters which have been 
accumulating iuce 1833. Tkoy 
are all opened first to see if there is 
anything o f value in them.

— There will be a race meeting 
with an important and interesting 
programme, at the Montevideo Hip­
podrome, this afternoon. Judging 
trom betting at the auctions, the 
favourites are Apolo, Coronel or 
Hellena, Kleber, Troya, Donnina aud 
Tangarupá.

— A small fire broke out just be­
fore daybreak yesterday in the alma­
cén at the corner o f Salsipuodes and 
Palmar. The Fire brigade, who 
have had an easy time of late, soon 
extinguished it. Damages about 
§1000. The place was iusured in 
the «Mercantile» for §4000.

— There were registered yesterday 
six new 'eqses and two deaths from 
small pox, also two cases o f dip- 
theria.

BUENOS AIRES
-  The adjourned meetingfof share­

holders of the National Bank was 
held on Wednesday, when 38 share­
holders, representing 17,600 shares, 
were present. Tire report ef tho 
Audit Committee was approved, 
excepting as regards the part relat­
ing to the great operations executed 
by the Bank under the pressure o f 
the Minister o f Finauce, which was 
referred to a Committeeo o f four 
directors: Sres. Salaverria. Lucio Lo­
pez, Devoto and Pearsou.

— A committee o f revision named 
by the Miuisterof Finadce has reduc­
ed the estimates for the expenditure 
o f 1891 to §59,000,000 and estimates 
the Revenue at §35,000,000 gold and 
§16,500,000 m/n.

— The Committee o f Cédula 
holders held a meeting on Friday 
afternoon in order to adopt energetio 
measures to repress the abuses that 
are being committed by the public 
powers o f the Province by sanction­
ing absurd and unconstitutional 
laws relating to the Cédulas, the 
effect o f which is to produce a great 
fall in the price of cédulas, to the 
prejudice o f the holders, although 
che security for the same is perfectly 
good.

— At a meeting o f tradesmen in 
Chivilcoy, which was attended by 
the manager and a director of the 
Bank of Rome and by Sr. Perazzo, 
it was resolved that a branch o f the 
bauk should be established in that 
town, and the persons preseutagreed 
to subscribe for 2000 shares of 
$50 each.

— Ou Wednesday evening, Major 
Barritt, o f  the Salvation Army, deli­
vered a lecture in the large room of 
the English Literary Society upon 
the social work which is being ac­
complished by the Army in vai-ious 
parts o f the world and especially in 
this Republic.

Several memhera made remarks 
upon various points o f tho lecture, 
all, with ono exception, expressing 
approval ot the movement aud of 
the manner iu which is conducted in 
City by Major Barritt. Tho excep­
tion was tho ipeeok ofjMr. Atherton, 
who upon the faith oft he assertions of 
the highly moral audtrukful editor o f 
Truth denounced the Army and all 
its works, declaring the organisation 
be unchristian aud bellicose, and Ge­
neral Booth and his family to be self- 
seekers who rendered no proper ac­
count o f the money received from 
their credulous supporters. He also 
blamed the Comittee ot tho E, L. S. 
for allowing religious question to be 
discussed This last accusation makes 
ujakes us think that Mr. Atherton 
attended the lecture prepared to 
make a speech for the truth is that 
Major Barritt oavofully abstained 
li'Oiq saying a word about religion. 
The Major made a triumphant reply 
to General Booth’s accuser by stating 
that the Army accounts are audited 
by a first-class firm of London ae-

couutants, and that a balance sheet 
has been sent annually to tho Times 
ever since the Army was created.

There was largo attendance in­
cluding several ladies, some of 
whom belong to the Army.—B.A.

LONDON NOTES
THURSDAY, JUNE 4.

In the House o f Commons yes­
terday the Scoth Police Burghs Bill 
and the Scotch Local Authorities 
Loans Bill passed through Commit­
tee.

Sir Regiuald Hanson was yester­
day returned to Parliament for the 
City o f London without opposition, 
in succession to the late Sir R. 
Fowler.

Mr. A. J. Balfour, Chief Secretary 
for Ireland, was present at ameeting o f 
the ladies Liberal Unionist Associat­
ion in St. George’s Hall yesterday, 
and in the course o f a speech de­
nounced the attitude o f the Noncon­
formists o f England in regard to the 
Irish question. He characterised 
that attitude as the darkest in their 
history, for Nonconformists had sa­
crificed, to the mere expediency o f 
party, principles with which they had 
for generations been identified.

The Prince and Princess o f Wales, 
with the Duke o f Clarence aud the 
Princesses Victoria aud Maud, visited 
the Royal Military Tournament in 
the Agricultural Hall yesterday.

There is a strong indication that 
unless a favourable answer is return­
ed to the formulated demands o f 
the men, through their Union, a ge­
neral omnibus strike will take place 
in London ou Saturday at midnight. 
A  crowded aud demonstrative meet­
ing o f tho Western District ’bus and 
tram employes was held early this 
morning, and resolutions pledging 
support to the projected movement 
were enthusiastically adopted.

Millevoye, Deputy, to Mr. Labou- 
ohere, M.P., on the subject o f au 
alleged undertaking by Great Britain 
to defend Italian interests has been 
published. M. Millevoye says that 
Prince Napoleon summoned him to 
San Remo at the end o f Jaunary, 
1890, aud informed him that he had 
just had a conversation with King 
Humbert; who said that he had 
nothing to fear for the security o f 
the Italian coasts, for he had receiv­
ed from the Cabinet o f St. James a 
formal assurance that the British 
fleet would unite with his to shield 
Italy against any naval attack.

the most important is P&ysandú 
which differs in uo respect from a 
dozen Argentine towr.s similarly 
situated. Salto is absolutely without 
interest Florida boasts a monument 
in commemoration o f the declaration 
o f tho independence o f the republic, 
proclaimed in that town on Angust 
*25,1825. Santa Lucia, much tr-juent- 
ed in summer by people from Mon-^e- 
video, is surrounded by pretty 
country, and has a picturesque plaza 
and a large church with elaborate 
stucco columns and Corinth >an ca­
pitals supporting a tympanum. As a 
rule, the Uruguayan provincial town 
is a vast agglomeration o f rectilinear 
unpaved streets and stucco houses, 
having no particular character, but 
presenting a less neglected and 
untidy aspect than similar towns in 
tho Argentine. The whole Band» 
Oriental and its inhabitantsstrikeone 
os being more refiued, more amiable, 
and more gentle than the land and 
people o f the sister republic. Never­
theless, in the country everything is 
very primitive, ad one is astounded 
at the rough way in which many of 
the rich estancierosYive on theirestates 
in tho simplest and most comfortless 
houses. These men own leagues and 
leagues o f land, and they live like 
the patriarchs o f old, with two or 
three generations o f children under 
the same roof and eating at the same 
table, in the old-rashioned creole 
way. Such men, as may well be im­
agined, are not progressive; they 
continue their pastoral industry in an 
indolent, apathetic manner , ieaving 
to nature almost everything except 
the operation o f selling and receiv­
ing the money: and, above all, they 
cannot be persuaded to subdivide 
their lauds and let them out for 
furming. Uruguay is being kept 
back chiefly by the conservativeness 
o f the creole landholders, who possess 
immense estates that are inadequately 
developed. The law o f inheritance 
and the obligatory subdivision 
o f property amongst the the heirs 
will modify this state o f affairs in the 
course o f time, and these vast 
holdings will be gradually broken 
up and developed in detail. The 
process, however, will necessarily be 
slow,and meanwhile, as the state 
owns no lands, the increase o f im­
migration can only be slow in 
proportion.

Owing to tho want o f land belong­
ing to the state, official immigration 
would seem to be superfluous in the 
republic o f Uruguay’; nevertheless a 
new law, promulgated in June, 1890, 
devoted lorty-five articles to the 
details o f this question. Amongst 
the chiel articles o f the law are che 
following: The consular agents o f the 
republic shall give information in 
their various posts both to intrud­
ing immigrants ami to the home go­
vernment, and make out an ual re­
ports on all matters connected with 
tho subject of emigration nd im­
migration. The General Assembly 
o f tho republic shall fix annually a 
sum for paying third-class passages 
for immigrants from Europe, which 
passages shall bo repaid by he im­
migrant by means o f quarterly in­
stalments, with an annual interest 
o f six per cent, within two years and 
a halt alter his arrival. Colonization 
enterprises and private individuals 
may obtain from the Dirección de 
Inmigración y  Agricultura the ad­
vance o f passage money for persons 
whom they may designate, against a 
vale drawn up in the conditions o f 
repayment above mentioned. The 
law prohibits the importation o f 
beggars, cripples, aged men, except 
when they form part o f a family, 
Asiatics, Africans, gypsies, Hungar­
ians, and Bohemians. With (hose 
exceptions all kinds o f agricultural 
and day laborers and artisans are 
demanded. The consular agent« of 
the republic are ordered to make 
continuous propaganda in favor o f 
immigration, «rectifying erroneous 
versions that are contrary to 
the credit o f Uruguay as a 
country for immigration, making 
known its geographical, econom­
ical, and social conditions, the gene­
ral advantages it offers to the im­
migrant, and the special favors that 
it assures for his passage, board and 
lodgiug during the first eight days 
after his arrival, and for securing 
him an immediate and lucrative 
engagement in the country.»

In tho main this new law is the 
reproduction of the Argentine law 
concerning assisted immigration. 
Its promises, however, are more 
fallacious than those of the Argen­
tino law, inasmuch as the Argentine 
government possesses still vast ex­
panses o f unoccupied territory and 
various official colonies in tho Chaco, 
whore it can send the new-comers to 
engage in a hard struggle against 
mosquitoes and fever. In the re­
public o f Uruguay, on the other 
hand, unless the government should 
determina to expropriate cer ain 
lands for tho pnrposes o f coloniza­
tion— a measures which is scarcely 
probable— employment can be givon 
only to immigrants in a limited 
degree, according to the demands o f 
the labor market and o f private 
colonization enterprises. As tor the 
special favors o f board and Jgiog 
dining the first eight ’U i a .er

turned out o f tho Hotel de^lm - 
migracion to starve or beg f c  the 
streets o f the capital. In spite o f the 
promises and info mation o f the 
consular agents of Uruguay, the 
republic’s offers o f assisted passages 
and lucrative engagements are ful' o f  
snaras and disappointments and for 
the reasons above briefly indicated the 
healthy and rational current o f im­
migration mnst be slow and gradual. 
If the Orientals were otherwise than 
they are, things might be different, 
and the transformation o f the re­
public rapid. In other hands, Uru­
guay, with its splendid soil, fine 
climate, and facilities ot navigation,1 
might become one o f the greatest 
food-producing countries o f the 
world. But in Spanish-American 
republics it is vain to look for active 
patriotism, co-operative energy, 
and public spirit. Whatever pro­
gress is accomplished in any and all 
ol them has been realized mainly by 
foreigners, not with the help of, but 
in spite o f the administration, and 
in spite of the conservative apathy 
o f the creole population. At present 
we have seen the density o f the po­
pulation o f the whole territory of 
Uruguay is 3.46 inhabitants to the 
squares kilometre, and fhe total is less 
than 700,(XX). If Uruguay were as 
thickly populated as France.it would 
contain a population o f  13,000,000, 
and if  the inhabitants were packed 
as closely as they are in the east of 
Belgium, its population would attain 
35,000,000. These figures show of 
wliat development the country is sus­
ceptible.
