Holy Trinity Church.
The funeral service held in this 

Church on Sunday morning in me­
mory o f H  R. H. the late Duke o f 
Clarence, attracted an unusually 
large attendance of British residents, 
though we can hardly say the church 
was crowded. Η. M. representative, 
Mr. A. Greonfell, acting British 
Consul, and the staff o f  the Legatiou 
were present in official costume, 
but the regrettable absence o f  

British man o f  war prevented 
the Navy being represented or there 
being any guard o f  honor. The large 
majority o f residents present were 
dressed in mourning or at least in 
black. The Chancel o f  the Church 
and altar piece were appropriately 
draped in black. Several selections 
from the impressive burial service 
were incorporated with the nsual 
morning service from which the 
Te Deum was omitted. In addition 
to funeral hymns, the anthem «0  
Savionr o f  the W orld» was admir­
ably sung by the choir, and Mr. 
Henry Marshallsang« When ourheads 
are bowed with woe* from «Christ 
and His Soldiers,» the march from 
tbe same being played as an offerto­
ry-voluntary. The funeral march 
from Handel’s «Samson* was played 
as an opening voluntary and that 
from «Saul* at the close, the organist 
Mr. Davies giving both with admir­
able effect In the course o f  the 
sermon the Revd. Mr. Chamberlain 
made some touching allusions to the 
sad occasion celebrated. Altogether 
the service was most impressive and 
will not be readily forgotten by the 
many present.

Cricket.
Banks versus Club.

This match was played on Sunday 
afternoon in fine but rather hot 
weather, before a good attendance of 
visitors.

C o n te m p o r a r y  O p in io n .

Respecting the conviotion and 
punishment o f Mr. Smithers, which 
we commented on as a worthy 
example to the River Plate, we note

with pleasure the follow ing coin­
cident remarks o f  native con­
temporaries.—

«It is a pity that proceedings o f 
this character are not to be seen in 
Sonth America, where it is only the 
petty tbieves who are sent to prison* 
— La Baron.

«Onr readers will find recorded in 
the telegrams the sentence passed in 
the case against the ex-manager o f 
the English Bank. W hilst lament­
ing the unfortunate situation to 
which bis own bad courses have 
brought Mr. Smithers, we find in this 
case an example worthy o f  imitation. 
I f  justice were in our country that 
which it should be in every well or­
ganised nation, we would not have 
witnessed certain scandals that have 
taken place here and which still re­
main in impunity.»— Telégrafo Ma­
rítimo.

« -------- —  What an example if it
were only imitated amongst us! How 
many proud heads would fall in tbe 
net o f justice i f  the laws were only 
applied here with the rigor and 
inflexibility which characterise 
English magisterial severity! Un­
fortunately it is true that our 
tribunals find themselves obliged to 
lower the majesty o f  the law before 
certain social considerations which 
affeot even public order.»— La Epoca.

Suuday’s Races.
An exceptionally interesting and 

important progtamme, combined 
with splendid weather, attracted to 
Maroñas, last Sunday, the largest 
gathering that has been witnessed 
for some months, including a great 
number o f  ladies o f  leading families. 
The results were as follows.—

1. Premio Camors. 1000 metres. 
Six started. Sapbo, the favourite, 
won in good form after a close race. 
Ecartó and India dead beat for 
second. Sport, winner $7.36; for 
places, Sapho $3.13, Ecarté$2.71, 
India $3.

2. Premio Montevideo. 1750 metres. 
Six started. Express, carrying only 
37 kilos, won easily. Generala 2. 
Nihil Desperandum 3. Sport, winner 
$6.67; for places, Express $4.16, 
Generala $6.30.

3. Gran Premio Internacional. 
3000 metres. Prizes -¿*1000 and 
jFIOO. The starters were Camors, 
Athos II and Satanella (Argentine), 
Guerrillero, Financiera and Charrúa 
(Oriental). Betting was heavy on 
Camors, though Gaerillero also had 
plenty o f  backers, and Finan­
ciera was rather liked. After 
five false starts, they got away 
fairly together, Financiera taking 
the lead at a rapid pace. A  light 
touoh o f  the whip from the jockey 
Rigoletto soon sent Camors ahead, 
however, and although both Finan­
ciera and Guerrillero made frantic 
efforts to pass him, he kept ahead 
without much difficulty and romped 
in in glorious form without having 
ever been hard pushed. Suoh run­
ning has rarely i f  ever been seen on 
this race-course. Guerrillero made 
a gallant struggle for second 
place, but gave way towards 
the dose, being passed by F i­
nanciera 2 and Athos 3. Time, 
3m. 14 8/β· Sport, winner $3.34; for 
places, Camors $3.00, Financiera 
$3.96.

4. Premio B . Aires. 1200 metres. 
Tunante, Vanguardia andTumbetari 
started, arriving in the order named. 
Sport $9.00.

6 Premio Guerrillero. 1400 metres 
F ive started. Colibrí 1, Ecarté 2, 
Harmony 3. Sport $7.61.

6. Premio Financiera. 1760 me­
tres. (Consolation). Nihil Desperan­
dum 1. Solitario 2, Generala 3, Tan- 
garupá 0. Sport $8.49.

Betting was heavy during the 
day. $34,038 was staked in the Sport 
on the course, and as much in 
the oity agencies, apart from private 
bets.

Many complaints were made 
about the deficient general arrange­
ments, the difficulty in getting 
tickets, and the great anpunctuality 
in starting, the last race being run in 
the dusk instead o f  at 6 p. m.

Financial.
Practically we' remained yester­

day in the old state o f doubt res­
pecting tbe financial schemes and 
the expeoted telegrams which 
are to settle (more or less) 
the whole business. It was very ge­
nerally asserted that the telegrams, 
or at least some telegrams, had 
arrived, but nothing was made 
publio as to their contents nor 
was any convocation issued (up 
to a late hour o f the afternoon) for 
the Representatives to resume the 
interrupted debate. This would 
seem as i f  the final telegrams bad 
not come after all. The Nación, on 
Sunday morning, promised to give 
the expected news in bulletin, but 
the bulletin never appeared.

The general report was that the 
difficulty respecting the Presidency 
o f  the new Bank would be solved by 
tbe appointment o f Dr. Ellaari for 
a term of five years. This appoint­
ment would not be unsatisfactory, 
but would leave unsettled the real 
point at issue, whether or not the 
Government ehonld usurp the 
right o f  naming the President.

The absence o f  the definite news 
which was so «infallibly* promised 
for Saturday last has again had a 
bad effect, and tbe general publio 
is getting very sick o f being per­
petually kept on the tenter-hooks o f 
expectation and o f  being cajoled

with falee promises and fictitious 
announcements.

Port Festivities.
Yesterday, being the day set apart 

for the celebration o f  the freeing of 
the Port from the heavy dues which 
had so nearly killed it, the vessels in 
the harbour and the streets and 
houses in the vicinity were exception­
ally gay with bunting and flaga 
o f  all nations and all colours, 
presenting an exceedingly bright 
appearance. A ll the shipping 
agencies and most of the business 
houses closed at an early hour of 
the afternoon, whilst the report o f 
the frequent rocket expressed, in the 
style most dear to the River Plate, 
the joy  o f  the residents. Before 3 p. 
m. an enormous crowd had gathered 
on the moles to witness the promised 
regatta, whilst the water was alive 
with gaily decorated craft o f all 
kinds, heavily laden with passengers. 
Of the boat-races and other festivi­
ties and celebrations, we will give 
an account in our next, as they con­
cluded too late for today’s issue.

SUNDRIES.
— Subscribers who wish to 

withdraw their subscription to this 
paper would greatly oblige us by 
informing us o f  the fact in a'business- 
like manner, at the office, at the 
beginning o f  the month, instead o f 
leaving us to fiud it out indirectly by 
their refusing to pay the collector at 
the end o f  the month, thereby receiv­
ing the paper for four or five weeks 
without paying for it. W e would 
also ask them to be good enough to 
g ive notice to the office, not to the 
repatiidores or collectors, thereby 
avoiding disputes. To show that we 
have good reason tor making 
this simple request we may mention 
the case o f a subscriber of long 
standing, (never mind the name) 
who notified ns, four days ago or 
od  January 21, that he wished to 
discontinue the paper from December 
1, and consequently refused to pay the 
receipt for December, thereby receiv­
ing the paper for seven weeks without 
paying for it. This subscriber was 
a man o f  business, and we wonder 
what he would have thought i f  one 
o f his customers had treated him in 
the same fashion and received goods 
from him for seven weeks and then 
refused to pay for them. It is certainly 
strange how some people think that 
ordinary business principles need not 
be applied to newspapers or adver­
tisements.

— The B. A. Standard very justly 
calls attention to the manifest dete­
rioration in the service o f  papers and 
letters from England. For instance, 
until to-day’s mail arrived, the 
latest Loudon papers to hand were 
those o f  Deo. 19, leaving us exactly 
36 days without English papers. 
Seeing that tbe voyage to Europe 
only takes 18 days, and to Southamp­
ton 22 or 24, this is manifestly ab­
surd. Tbe Standard points out with 
considerable truth that, despite the 
euormously increased number of 
steamers, the mail service, especially 
for newspapers, is practically worse 
than it was 30 years ago, when only 
one English and one French steamer 
arrived monthly, but when such a 
gap as this never occurred. We 
think that the fault may partly be 
attributed to tbe stupid babit the 
Royal Mail and Pacifio Companies 
have contracted of despatching their 
mails both ways on nearly the same 
day, with a fornight’s lapse between, 
instead o f  taking alternate weeks. 
The newsagents and P. 0 . at home 
may also be blamed for their old- 
fashioned methods o f despatch and 
for not availing themselves more of 
the subsidiary French and Spanish 
mails. Anyhow, the service is palp­
ably unsatisfactory and requires both 
explanation and remedy.

— A  B. A. contemporary records 
the exhibition o f  the first thrashing 
machine constructed in the Argen­
tine Republic. Horsewhips, bamboo 
canes and fists are going out o f 
fashion, we presume, though we have 
known them do sterling service in 
that line.

— The officers (excepting the 
Captain, paymaster and paymaster’s 
clerk) ana crew o f  the U. S. Talla­
poosa leave B. Aires in the German 
steamer Darmstadt for Bremen, 
where they will take a steamer for 
New York:

— Plucky Mr. Cleary appears to 
be nothing daunted by tbe wreck of 
his Operetta Company in the «John 
Elder,* for he has telegraphed to 
Buenos Aires that he will perform 
there on Feb. 15. The Company come 
down by the «Liguria* and may be 
sure o f  a doubly warm welcome 
alter their misadvectures. It must 
not be presumed, however, because 
their wardrobes have been wrecked, 
that they are going to appear 
without costumes. Decency forbid !

— «Uruguay is as badly off as Ar­
gentina in politics. Tbe Government 
has not the respect and confidence of 
any one, not even o f itself, and the

people are about ready to go back to 
such a system o f  government as 
La torre gave them.»—B. A. Herald.

— Sunday’s Siglo has a masterly 
artiole on tbe finauoial situation and 
Ihe doubt still overhanging theexecu- 
tion o f  the Government sohemes. 
Examining the probability or pos­
sibility o f  the Republio returning to 
a period o f solvency, it comments in 
no dubious terms on the entire 
neglect whioh is still being shown o f 
economy as a curative principle, and 
winds up by saying,— « I f  we are not 
able even to carry oat the London 
arrangement (the Conversion sóbeme) 
it will be not because we cannot 
but because we will not make 
a single effort tor the future 
and the shame o f the country, 
showing energy only with regard 
to our legitimate creditors, 
but entirely lacking it with regard to 
parasites and leeches.» This is very 
true and admirably expressed. The 
Republio reduces the claims o f  its 
just creditors but not those o f the 
unjust ones.

— Commandant Bagnasco, arrested 
and sent to the Cerro fortress about 
three weeks ago for revolutionary 
language, was released on Saturday 
by order o f  the President.

— Oh the Post Office ! The «Bri­
tannia* arrived early yesterday 
morning, bat never a letter or paper 
did we receive all the afternoon. At 
five o’clock we gave up sending as 
useless. The R. M. S. «Trent* will 
not be hero until Wednesday morn­
ing.

- The Nación says that yes­
terday’s festivities «express the spe­
cial thanks o f  the maritime popula­
tion for what the Publio Powers 
have done in favour of navigation.» 
True, but not entirely so. The 
population is so little accustomed 
to favours from the Public Powers 
that it eannot help expressing lively 
gratitude when it receives any. The 
Powers now being thanked with such 
effusion for lightening the dues are 
the same Powers that were responsi­
ble in the first instance for imposing 
them,and the gratitude we feel maybe 
justly likened to that o f a man in the 
power o f  banditti when they cease 
robbing him, though o f course it 
would not do to say so.

— On Sunday morning, a girl 
named Gregoria Ruiz.servant in the 
house of Sr. Icar, Yaguaron 72, had 
a narrow escape from being burnt 
to death, her bedclothes and dra­
pery catching fire from a lighted 
candle. She was severely burnt 
before the flames could be extin­
guished.

— According to the Dia we are 
threatened with a strike o f the 
milkmen, as protest against the arbi­
trary manner in wliich they are being 
treated by the Municipality. Canned 
milk will then be at a premium.

— On Saturday another o f the 
passeugers o f the «Diamantino» 
died i a quarantine iu Flores Island 
from beri-beri, making the third 
death from this disease. A  fourth 
is proceeding unsatisfactorily. It is 
noted as curious that the three 
victims were three criminals being 
taken from Corumbá to Rio Janeiro 
for punishment.

BUENOS AIRES
— The storm last Thursday morn­

ing did considerable damage in the 
North o f  the Province o f Buenos 
Aires. In many places roots, the 
upper portions o f  the windmills for 
drawing water aud even wooden 
houses were blown away. At San 
Isidro the trees suffered very much. 
At Campana the damage done is 
estimated by the postmaster at 
$200,000 without reckoning the 
injury to ceroitls deposited in «gal­
pones» and the maize crops. The 
postmaster at Bragado says that the 
telegraph lines were considerably 
damaged and that immense injury 
was done to houses aud to the crops. 
There were also mauy persons 
injured.

— The Provincial Senate conclud­
ed on Thursday the consideration of 
the budget On the motion o f  the 
Minister o f Finance the Senate voted 
a new tax o f five cents on every rail­
way ticket issued in the province and 
of two on every Rural Tramway 
ticket! The excuse is that the pro­
vincial police render services to the 
Railways. The Senate passed the 
bill suspending till May 1st the im­
position o f  fines by the Hypothecary 
Bak on debtors in arrear. A  clause 
was added to the budget making tbe 
pensions granted by the Provincial 
and Hypothecary Bank payable out 
o f  general revenue.

— Governor General Benavides 
of R io Negro proposes that a 
National haras shall be established 
on the island ot Choele-Choel, an 
area o f 24 square leagues. It would 
cost $200,000 including tbepurohase 
o f  4000 mares and stallions. He 
says that in two years it would 
supply 2000 mules and horses for 
the army.

— The Inspector o f National 
Revenue has denounced frauds on cbe 
Custom House committed by au 
important commercial house to the 
amount o f  $80,000.

—A t the works of Mr. Philip 
Schwarz we had the satisfaction o f 
inspecting the first steam thrashing 
machine ever built in Soutii Amer­
ica. Judging from the excellent

work done by this machine, and its 
solid, substantial appearance, we 
should say that there is every chance 
o f  its being the forerunner of many 
more in tbe near fature. "When it is 
considered that in the last four years 
400 thrashing maohines and engines 
have been sold in the Province of 
Santa Fe alone, giving an average 
annual expenditure o f  .^70,000, for 
thrashing machinery alone,it becomes 
very evident that, sooner or later, 
the manufacture o f agricultural 
implements will assume great 
importance here. The machine 
in question is one o f the 
largest size, 12 horse power, 6 l/t 
feet wide. The frame is thoroughly 
sound, well seasoned tipa, whioh is 
said to replace to advantage the best 
English oak, whilst special care has 
been taken to employ throughoutouly 
the best materials and workmanship, 
and the result is a thoroughly reli­
able machine, which would be a credit 
to any works iu any part o f tho world. 
It is capable o f thrashing and clean­
ing the wheat o f 15 squares of land 
in a day, whioh at 26 fanegas per 
square gives the large total of 375 
fanegas. Don Felipe Schwarz is o f 
opinion that the machines can be 
produced here at less cost than those 
imported; but o f  course the first one 
was more expensive than will be the 
case later on.

— Mr. Ernest Piaggio, the popular 
steamship agent and capitalist, has 
an electrio launch at his beautiful 
island in front o f  the Tigre Navy 
Yard. It runs, nicely and is the 
piooneer electric craft in these 
waters.

— A deoree has been issued declar­
ing that all the private banks in the 
Republic, whether oarried on with 
foreign capital or national capital, 
and whether their boards o f direc­
tors are in this Republio or not, are 
liable to pay the tax o f  10 °/0 on 
their profits. The Banks should 
refuse to pay the tax on the ground 
that the tax is uuooustitutional, and 
should carry a test case to the 
Supreme Court.

— The following are the charges 
made against the Governor o f Men­
doza by the Legislature:—That he 
dismissed the sub-delegates and 
receivers ot revenue the Judge of 
Commerce and the Fiscal Agent, 
that he violated his oath of impar­
tiality in the exeroise ot his func­
tions, that he intervened in the 
Municipal Government, that he ex­
ercised pressure on the Chamber of 
Deputies to prevent its mooting.

— Sr. Uriburu left for Mendoza on 
Friday in a special train. He took 
with him two secretaries, Dr. Julio 
Botet and Sr. Mariano de Vedia, who 
are secretaries o f the Central Com­
mittees o f the National Civio Union 
and National Party respectively. Lt. 
General Campos is uuable to go to 
Mendoza, in command of the army o f 
100 meu, as he is suffering from 
influenza.

— A  company has been formed in 
Rosario to construct a large produce 
market, with elevators on the Amer­
ican system, on 18 hejtareas o f 
ground.

— Four persons were killed and 
six were injured at Zarate during the 
storm. The chimney, 65 metres in 
height, o f the «Argentina» paper 
factory was destroyed, but the works 
will not be stopped as the Company 
has recently constructed another 
chimney. The Criolla saladero, the 
brickworks o f  Martinez and Co. 
and Busoari’s saddlery were destroy­
ed. The hotels «LesArtesanos» «Res­
taurant Central,» «Globo» and «La 
Argentina» were much damaged; 
the stables ot the last mentioned 
hotel were destroyed and 15 horses 
were killed. Colonel Sarmiento’s 
house and several other houses were 
destroyed, as well as a large portion 
ot the Artillery barracks. Messrs. 
Martelli’s barracas and machinery 
store and Capa’s warehouse contain­
ing 3000 bags o f  maize and Pec- 
cione’s warehouse full o f bags o f 
wheat aud linseed were destroyed, 
Large numbers o f trees were torn up 
by the roots and an immense area o f 
maize was destroyed.— B. A. Heraldi

There is nothing to be ex­
pected of these mon in the way o f 
reform or devotion to principle, and 
whatever hope we entertain most be 
ia tho generations whioh are to



succeed them on the stage of 
action. The young men or Argentina 
are its only hope. From their ranks 
must come those who are to be the 
guides and leaders o f  the people in 
their march towarde freedom within 
the law, and obedience under just 
and impartial laws. It is from the 
young men that must come those 
who will join issue with the vulgar 
and corrupt notion that office is a 
mine o f  spoils, a place where favours 
are to be (lone for friends, and 
enemies are to be punished, and 
will proclaim the doctrine that 
public office is a public trust, that 
righteousness exaltetb a nation and 
corruption is a reproach to any 
people, that politics is a sacred trust 
and the means by which a free 
people can work out its destiny 
among the nations o f  the earth. 
These the cries no party holds and 
no prominent public men announce 
or illaetrato by deeds. There is no 
sign that the young men o f  to-day 
recognise these facts, see their 
opportunity or have any desire to 
meet and free them, but in the com­
ing crusade against corruption, 
venality, self-seeking and aggression 
the advancing host will be composed
o f  young m»Mi.__________

RUSSIAN PREPARATIONS.
B. A. Standard.

The telegrams which we publish 
this morning from St. Petersburg 
ehew that the Czar is making hasty 
preparations for war. He is impell­
ed to this course by one o f two 
reasons; either that he wishes to turn 
away attention from the ravages o f 
famine in his dominions, or that he 
anticipates some sudden attack from 
Germany on account of his recent 
alliance with France.

But, bo his motive what it may, 
the next Russian war is likely to 
prove as fatal to his dynasty as the 
Franco-German campaign was to 
the house o f Bonaparte in 1871.

The empire o f the White Czar is 
an anachronism, a scandal to 
Europe, in the closing years o f the 
19th. century. The lash o f the 
Cossack is the formula o f  govern­
ment. This may answer in ordinary 
times, but wheu a great calamity 
occurs, like the present lamine, the 
people are abandoned to their own 
resources and allowed to die in 
thousands and tens o f  thousands.

The accounts that reach us are of 
the most heart-rending description. 
Yet this is the moment chosen to 
direct all the energies of the Govern­
ment to warlike preparation.

Instead o f Mr. Giers seizing all the 
State railways for the purpose of con­
veying food to those districts where 
famine is sweeping o ff the popula­
tion. he has convened the managers 
o f the various lines to arrange for 
the transport or gnns,military stores 
and the like.

We think that we can already seo 
the hand writing on the wall that the 
eihpire is taken away from the 
Orloffs. No man with a spark o f 
humanity will regret it, The Emper­
or Nicholas flogged the nuns of 
Minsk; his son banished Catholic 
bishops to Siberia, and bis grand­
son’s reign is remarkable for whole­
sale massacres o f  Jews.

The world is tired o f such a line 
o f  despots. ____________

THE GENIUS OF APPRECIA­
TION.

There are men and women who 
have a genius for drawing the very 
best out o f all their associates. A 
sensitive nature feels unconsciously 
the personal atmosphere ot another, 
and the cynio or a satirist shuts up 
such a nature as completely as the 
cold or the night closes a sensitive 
flower. In the presence o f  a cynio 
or & satirist a sensitive person is 
dumb and helpless. Iu a gonial and 
appreciative atmosphere, however, 
fluoh a nature opens as freely as the 
flower that was closed opens at the 
touch o f the sun. Tbero can bo no 
happier function in life than to so 
aot upon people that they think their 
best, speau their best, and do their 
best, os there can be nothing more 
unfortunate than to silence, paralyse 
and discourago others. This faculty 
o f evoking the best in another is in 
its way as rare a kind of genius as 
the genius o f expression. It has 
happened moro than onco in the 
history o f  art that a turbulent, eagor, 
and dumb spirit, struggling with 
itself, has suddenly become clarified 
and found expression through the 
hope, faith, and love of one ol theso 
appreciative natures; and so apprecia­
tion has become the mother of crea­
tion. To possessthis quality o f appre­
ciation one must haven certain purity 
and elevation ot naturo. It is im­
possible to awakon the ideal iu 
others unloss we first possess it in 
ourselves; impossible to make others 
believe in the best and highest 
things unless wo ourselves believe 
in thoso things. Unconscious 
influence is, after all, the greatest 
and most subtle form o f expression. 
To inspire others when we are not 
conscious o f it, by the mere expres­
sion of ourselvos, has an element o f 
the divine in it. It is the ovorflow of 
a high nature, which, by its mere 
contact with lesser natures, inspires, 
builds, aud enlarges. Nothing was 
more beautiful in Mr. Emerson’s 
ob&raoter than the respect which 
ho paid to overy human 
being. It seemed os i f  he 
always expected to receive from 
everyone he met some new message 
o f  life, something which should lay 
him under perpetual obligation. 
He treated everyone not only with 
courtesy, but with the profound 
respect wbioh one would record to 
the messengers ot a king. It was 
very inspiring to others, this sort of 
attention ; but it was pre-eminently 
beantiful in the man himself, and 
was the lasting evidence to the

TO CLEAN A DIRTY ENGINE.
Dissolve a pound o f  concentrated 

ly · in about two gallons o f water, and

with a mop saturate the engine with 
the liquid— being careful that it does 
not get into the oil holes o f  the 
journals and bearings. After the lye 
has eaten all the grease and gum 
from surfaces, clean perfectly by 
scraping and brushing, a id  apply 
after the iron is dry and free 
from grease a thin coat o f  lead 
paint. And after this is tho­
roughly «*et,» paint the iron a 
deep black, and varnish h e a v ily - 
colouring, striping, or decorating 
according to taste can be done 
afterward. Then the greater part of 
the works can be easily and quickly 
cleaned with a dusting brush or cloth 
and escaped oil can be mopped off 
thoroughly with but little trouble.

M ENTAL'W OKKAND PHYSICAL 
EXERCISE.

Mr. Ritchie’s assertion at a recent 
meeting o f  the Victoria Park Cricket 
Association, that the national game 
still occupies in its season a place of 
due prominence in the minds o f our 
busiest legislators, is one that 
neither be nor his hearers have need 
to be ashamed of. Supported by  the 
existence of an annual match 
between the Lords aud Commons, 
besides innumerable facts o f  less 
pretension which tell the same tale, 
it speaks well even for the mental 
quality o f those who guide the 
councils o f this country. Tne sound 
mind has no reliable connection 
with any but the healthy 
body. Under ordinary conditions, no 
mere closet ihinker, no mere debater, 
can long remain master o f his full 
power o f thought or o f expression. 
Soonerorlater hemnsttendto exhibit 
in himself what we maydescribe as a 
nervoas specialism to become over­
strained and oversensitive. The 
political representative, it must be 
remembered, is a man of affairs. As 
such he has no loss need of plain and 
practical common sense than of 
sagacity, acumen, and skill in argu­
ment As such, also, he is at all 
times open to the access of number­
less worries. He is particularly 
liable to digestive derangements 
from this cause and from the want of 
regular bodily exertion. Natarally 
and rightly, therefore, he seeks aud 
finds in physical exercise and in all 
that pertains thereto the menus of 
reaching a sounder and a simpler life 
than that allowed him in his daily 
roundofduty. We may depend upon it 
that the man who thus mingles in 
his daily method the conditions 
needful for mental aud for physical 
development will prove iu the end 
the fitter for all those offices which 
bring him into daily contact with the 
ways, the wills, and the needs of his 
fellow-men in every class. Iu this 
ho is not peculiar. What is true in 
his case applies to that ot busy men 
iu any calling which does not itself 
entail a heavy drain upon physical 
strength. Mental workers o f overy 
variety cannot do better than follow 
thesamerule, aiid,after a well-known 
suggestion o f Abornethy, seek in 
muscular work a relief which will 
usually be fouud from menial irrita­
tion and overstrain. A  due regard 
for age and for moderation, of 
coarse, must bo understood.— Lancet.

SIGNALLING A T  SEA.
Mr. Kelway Los introduced an 

exceedingly simple system of 
signalling at night. A board is 
provided with incandescent lamps 
arranged so that different sets form 
different letters. If the letter N is 
wanted, for instance, a key is pressed 
which lights all the lamps wbioh go 
to form this letter, and so on. The 
machine can be worked like a 
type-writer.Signallingby this means 
corresponds with the use o f the black­
board iu the daytime, but is, o f 
course, much more rapid, and at the 
same timo more easily followed. It 
is, o f course, incomparably more 
rapid than any system o f  flash sig­
nalling, and is easy to read. As 
nearly all large ships are now pro­
vided with the electric light, it is 
likely that this system will soon come 
into general use.—Industries.

A  CURIOUS"STEAMER.
A  steamer whioh can be propelled 

on land by means o f its own engine 
has just been constructed at the 
Ljuuggreu Engineering Works at 
Knstiansstad; in Sweden. It is 
intended for the traffic on two lakes 
close to Boras, which, however, are 
separated by a strip o f  land. Rails 
have been laid between the two 
lakes. The steamer, which has been 
christened very appropriately 
Svanen (the Swan) can run itself 
across from one lake to the other. At 
a trial trip, if one may oall it so, at 
the works, tho vessel fulfilled the 
tests very well. The engine is ten 
horse-power, and the Svanen can 
accommodate some sixty p isjo igors., 
—Scientific American.

INFLUENCE OF SURROUND­
INGS IN PRODUCING INSANITY.

To quote the words 
ot the author «W e are what 
we aro in miud aud body, to a 
groat extent, as organio results of 
our forefathers; but that wo are no 
longer naked savages is somo evi­
dence that progress and development 
in tho individual aud the raoe m iy 
take placo as tho ro-ult o f  changing 
surrounding*.* There can bo no ;n o
opinions a« to the encouragement to 
be be got from such a view. A  loo 
great insistence upon heredity 
as the deiermiuiug cause o f 
insanity must land ns in a 
hopeless pessimism as regards 
treatment; whereas a recognition o f 
the influence o f surroundings is the
