BANKING REORGANISATION.
The Banking Bills are now law of 

the land, having received the seal o f  
the Executive ou Thursday evening. 
The next thing is to see the capital 
for the new Bank deposited, ana the 
Bank open its doors. This will be 
the test of the whole scheme, it was 
for this that the credit and good 
faith o f the Republic were wilfully 
sacrificed in the euforcement o f  the 
conversion scheme, and i f  this fails, 
alll the reconstruction of the finances 
over which there has been so much 
trouble, will collapse like a house o f 
cards, and our last state will be 
worse than the first

The market has received the 
promulgation o f the Banking Bills 
with profound indifference, one 
might almost say contempt. Their 
stock of faith in Government 
measures is entirely exhausted; they 
have been deceived so often that_ 
now they believe in nothing until 
they see it; and they w ill not 
believe in the new Bank until they 
see its doors open, and the. golc^— 
solid, ringing metal, not paper 
values— shining behind its connters. 
For this attitude Gpvernment alone 
is to blame, for it has been and in 
great measure still is the prime 
factor o f  distrust and doubt.

In securing the administrative 
liquidation ot the National Bank, 
Government has attained one end 
towards which all its energies have 
long been covertly directed, namely, 
the final huehing up of the many 
scandals connected with that institu­
tion, scandals perpetrated and con­
summated whilst it was under Go­
vernmental intervention, we might 
almost add on account o f  that inter­
vention. Once that the Bank books 
and records pass into Government 
hands, we may be quite sare that, 
the truth, the inconvenient truth, 
will never be allowed to escape,except 
by some such imperfect revelation 
as that which was made a fortnight 
ago. The exceptional moral code of 
the R iver Plate once more asserts 
itself, and the guilty parties are 
neither to be traced, exposed nor 
punished. On the inconvenience and 
impropriety o f  this we have already 
dwelt, and oar ideas on this head 
remain unchanged.

With regard to the new Bank 
o f Emission, which after all 
forms the most important part 
of the Bill, everything is in 
the future. The only thing certain 
is that no faith oan be reposed in the 
Government announcements made 
concerning it. Nine months ago we 
were told that negotiations were on 
the eve o f  being settled which would 
come into immediate effect. The nine 
months have elapsed before the 
negotiations have taken legal form, 
they yet remain to be finally settled, 
and the Bank is still further allowed 
six months before opening. After 
such an experience as this, all want o f 
faith in its substantiality is intellig­
ible and excusable. Besides, the mar­
ket is still without positive know­
ledge as to the syndicate with whom 
Government is treating for the new 
Bank. It has only made certain 
guesses, probably accurate, but 
lacking official confirmation. And 
we think it may be added that it 
hae not been entirely prepossessed 
with regard to the persons guessed 
at. The illicit connection of the new 
Bank— or rather o f  the syndicate— 
with the conversion scheme and the 
iniquitous means taken to enforce it, 
is alone one source o f distrust. 
Consequently the market is waiting 
for further knowledge to form a 
more definite opinion.

It must also be remembered 
that the alienation o f local capital, 
for which Government again is 
much to blame, is another great 
drawback. Although the said local 
capital might ouly form a small 
proportion, a fourth or eighth part, 
o f  the whole capital of the bank, it 
would have been worth all the rest 
in the sympathy, oreditand influence 
it would have given the Bank, and 
the foolish obstinacy o f  Govern­
ment in alienating this capital by 
maintaining its highly undesirable 
influence in the Bank, cannot be too 
strongly condemned.

Supposing the Bank to be estab­
lished, its power for good will be 
entirely dependent on the credit it 
obtains, and t his credit will depend 
in turn, not on the vaporous pro­
testations of Government organs, 
noi even on the weight o f  privileges 
and official influence with which it 
will be endowed, but on its proper 
intrinsic merits, on the fulfllment o f 
the promises o f solid capital made by 
the syndicate and on the confidence

CENTRALISATION OF CHARITY.
«For the poor always ye  have with you»

The extra claims brought on the 
benevolence o f the English-speak­
ing community by the crisis and 
distress o f  last year, and which are 
most likely to recur this year, served 
to illustrate the fact that, however 
much the good- will and charity of 
the cQComunity, their efforts fell short 
in efficiency for want o f proper 
organisaticm and centralisation.

This aúq various other circum­
stances jhaye.pade it not only desir­
able but necessary that at the 
pfesept moment sop e  serious at­
tempt should bo made to supply this 
defect, apd endow the community 
with sorpe recognised association 
which shall take under its charge 
the dispensation or administration 
o t  its principal charities, and, by 
centralising the work, give more ef­
ficient results with a less strain on 
the feyu_persons available or willjng¡ 
for active participation in this work. 

J t  «Would also put an end to much o f 
the indiscriminate charity which 
is oftep productive o f as mnch harm 
as good.

A  circular, wbieh we regret we 
have no room to reproduce, has 
already been issued partly dealing 
with this topic, and the proposals 
made therein will be discussed at a 
pubjio meeting called for Tuesday 
afternoon next.

These uroposals, thoagh undeni­
ably good in their way, seem to 
us to be defioient in one most 
important thing— they make little 
or no provision for thojo who, 
after all, have the first claim 
on our sympathies,, namely, the re­
sident poor. Whilst relieving the 
stranger at our gates, the passer-by, 
we should not forget the resident 
within the gates. And this, it seems 
to us, has beeu the tendency iu the 
past, and still remains the tendency 
in the future.

From various causes unnecessary 
to detail the Sailor’s Home has not 
been entirely a success in the 
past, it has only partially fulfil­
led the objects and hopes with 
whioh it was started, and it is 
seriously to be doubted i f  the results 
have justified the expenses o f its 
maintenance, remembering that the 
money devoted to this purpose is 
thereby diverted from other charit­
able purposes nearer our doors. Still, 
the institution has merits which 
cannot be overlooked, and, with a 
littje variation in the programme, 
may be made more beneficial in the 
future.

The Night Shelter, as worked last 
year,was also open to many objections, 
and although it undoubtedly al- 
forded much useful relief, it 
was not the kind ot relief or charity 
which bad first claim on our com­
munity. Still, there is no reason 
that it should not be continned in a 
modified form, and as a branch of 
the general charities o f the com­
munity.

W hat is really wanted, then, is 
not the extension or augmentation 
o f  these two charities to the exclusion 
o f  all others— for in truth they have 
already received more than tpeir fair 
proportion o f attention— but the for­
mation o f  a general or united charit­
able association, which shall take 
these under its charge as secondary 
objects, but which shall also attend 
to the other and in many instances 
prior olaims on the benevolence o f 
the community.

W e cannot say i f  the latter is the 
intention o f  the provisional Com­
mittee issuing the circular referred 
to, but we think that i f  they 
would frame their proposals in this 
spirit, they would have a far 
broader and more genuine claim on 
the sympathies and pockets of 
the community. W e have no 
objection at all to their efforts on 
behalf o f the Sailors’ Home and the 
Night Shelter, on the contrary, we 
consider the idea most praiseworthy; 
we only wish to point out the 
danger they run in monopolising 
charity and subscriptions into a 
channel, which, however estimable, 
certainly omits those who have the 
first claim, and which is by  no 
means broad enough to meet many 
cases that are likely to occur.

We do not make these remarks 
in a spirit of opposition, for there 
is no one more anxious to see the 
charities o f  the community properly 
organised, in fact we have long ago 
made suggestions to that effect. But 
now that the organisation is beiug 
discussed, we wish to see it conduct­
ed on a broad plan which is not like­
ly  give rise to future trouble on ac­
count ot one-sidedness, ommissions 
or defects, and which will have a

THE BANKING BILLS.
The seal o f  the Executive was 

put to the Banking Bills on Thurs­
day evening, and they were forth­
with promulgated and are now law.

As Chapters I  and III, relating to 
the liquidation o f  the National Bank 
and the establishment o f a new 
Bank o f  Emission, have undergone 
several modifications since their first 
publication, we now give them 
again in their final form. W e do 
not think it necessary, however, to 
repeat Chapter II relating to the 
National Mortgage Bank to be 
founded ou the bus<* of the Mortgage 
Section o f  the old National Bauk, or 
Chapter IV  containing temporary 
dispositions relative to the Public 
Debt service; etc., both o f which 
remain practically unaltered.—  

Chapter 1.
Art. 1.— la  conformity with the 

disposition of Art. 1, par. 6, of the 
Law ot March 23, 1865, and Dase 9 
of the Law o f May 24, 1887, whioh 
authorised the creation o f  the Na­
tional Bank, the said Bank is hereby 
declared in definite liquidation.

Art. 2.— On the promulgation of 
the present Law, the Directorate of 
the National Bank shall convoke a 
General Meeting o f  shareholders to 
deliberate on the following forms of 
liquidation.—

1. Absolute transference to the 
State of the assets and liabilities 
o f  the Bank, the shareholders 
receiving as property the nsw 
Mortgage Bank as organised iu 
Chap. 2. o f  this law.
2. Judicial liquidation o f  the 

Bank.
Art. 3.— In case that the meeting 

of shareholders select tbe alternative 
expressed in par. 1 o f  the preceding 
article, the Mortgage Section shall 
be refouuded in the new Mortgage 
Bank, and the liquidation ot the 
Commercial Section shall be carried 
out administratively, for whioh effect 
it is granted a moratorium o f three 
years. This liquidation shall be ef­
fected by a Liquidating Committee 
composed o f  five members appointed 
by the Executive Power with acoorcl 
o f the Senate or o f  the Permanent 
Committee in its recess.

The said Committee shall have 
full powers to mortgage, sell, and 
compound, and to realize all other 
acts and arrangements conducive to 
the liquidatiou.

The President o f this Committee, 
appointed by the E.P., shall have an 
aunual salary o f §6000, and each 
member shall have §3000.

The liquidation of the Depart­
mental Branches o f the National 
Bank shall be effected by means of 
their present managements, or o f the 
Departmental Administration of Re­
venue, as the E. P. may dispose iu 
accord with the Liquidating Com­
mittee.

Art. 4 .—The Liquidating Com­
mittee o f  the Commercial section 
shall issue certificates t6 bearer for 
all tbe simple or compound debts of 
the Bank, excepting those corres­
ponding to the Estate or its de­
pendencies.

These certificates shall be received 
at par in payment o f all the credits 
o f  the Commercial Section, and o f  all 
the property realised on account of 
the liquidation.

In the sale or mortgage in any 
form of the properties and other 
assets o f  the Bank, and until the 
Bank shall have completely redeem­
ed its note issue, the Bauk shall bo 
obliged to receive its notes for their 
face value; and in case that it may be 
more convenient to effect these 
operations in gold, the gold thus re­
ceived shall be immediately assign­
ed to the redemption o f the notes iu 
circulation.

Exceptiugarrangements ofanother 
nature authorised by this law further 
on, the certificates proceeding from 
tbe judicial deposits constituted 
before July 21, 1891, shall be issuod 
on judicial order for cheir delivery 
and this proceeding shall be endors­
ed upon them it the creditors so 
exact it.

In case that the E.P, is not able 
to arrange for the immediate 
payment o f  these deposits, as 
mentioned in Art. 52 o f  this Law, 
the certificates delivered for them 
shall be received on a par with tho 
notes in payment for properties of 
the Bank.

Art. 5.—The Commercial Section 
iu liquidation shall take iu charge 
the drawn Cédulas and Mortgage 
Certificates and the coupons due up 
to December 31,1891, inclusive, and 
shall pay them in the same specie in 
which the Mortgage Section has 
effected its collections by order of 
the Law o f July 8,1890.

Art. 6.— The Liquidating Com­
mittee shall publish monthly the 
balance of the liquidation and shall 
give account to the Ministry of F i­
nance ot the dificulties it may meet 
in the discharge of its task, subject 
to the resolution o f the Executive 
Power.

Art. 7.— The Fiscal Committee 
shall discontinue its functions, 
delivering its records, the emission 
withdrawn and the values deposited 
to the Liquidating Committee o f the 
National Bank.

This Liquidating Committee shall 
destroy by fire, in presence of the 
Accountant General of the Nation 
and o f the Scrivener o f  G ov­
ernment and Finance,all the emission 
and material o f  emission which tbe 
Fiscal Committee may have in its 
power at the promulgation o f the 
present law, and shall do the same 
with the emission which may be 
redeemed thereafter

It shall deal in the same manner

with 18,600 shares o f  the National 
Bank at present in its coffers.

Art- 8.— Without prejudice to that 
which is agreed iu the contract ot 
March 2, 1891, with the Bank o f 
Popular Credit of R io Janeiro to 
guarantee the loan made to the 
National Bank, the Law o f Deo. 19, 
1890, which authorised the emission 
o f 16 millions of Publio Debt of 
6 e/0 interest and 1 ° /0 amortization 
is hereby derogated. The bonds of the 
said Debt shall be destroyed in the 
form prescribed in the preceding 
article.

Tho Law of the same date for tbe 
reorganisation of the Commercial 
Section o f the National Bauk is 
equally derogated, excepting the dis­
positions o f  Art. 24, which shall oou- 
tinue in force until further legislative 
disposition.

SUNDRIES.
— Don Domingo Ayarragaray has 

addressed a letter, which has been 
published, to the Directors o f the 
National Bank, asking them to assist 
in a formal investigation into his 
procedure during the 30 days during 
while be manipulated tbe «Special 
Account, iu conuecti m with which 
such serious charges have been 
brought against him; allowing tbe 
Bank books and records tobeexamiu- 
ed for that purpose. He asserts that 
during the 30 days when he 
manipulated that account «by re­
solution of the Directorate and by 
authority o f Government» the oper­
ations he effected were completely 
correct, and the accounts he render­
ed received the approval o f  the 
Directorate and have never been 
reproached until now.

— A decree has been issued from 
the Ministry o f Foreign Affairs, 
recognising Mr. J. F. Hufnagle as 
Commercial Agent o f the United 
States in Paysandú.

—The Committee o f proprietors 
of the threatened houses in Calle 
Santa Teresa have forwarded a 
formal protest, drawn up by their 
advocates Drs. Freitas aud Alonso, 
against the notices o f dislodgment 
served on their tenants, with whom 
many of them have long-standing 
contracts in virtue of the previous 
police disposition which obliged 
them to establish themselves in that 
quarter.

-  The secretary o f  the Society for 
the Protection o f  Animals recently 
applied to the Chief o f Police to 
impose the minimum fine of $4 
ou the Norte Tramway for ill 
treatment o f their horses, as a 
warning. The Chief o f Police pass­
ed a note to the Minister of Go­
vernment asking his advice in 
view o f  the fact that the said 
Sooiety had no power to impose 
fines. The Minister replied «Return 
the note to the Chief o f Police, 
replying that the Ministry is not 
disposed to listen to claims of this 
description aud publish.» This 
unmannerly answer, contrary to the 
dictates of humanity and to tbe 
direct dispositions o f the law, has 
naturally caused the severest com­
ment.

— Sr. Bauza has b ’ eu Minister of 
Government for just a month, but 
already nearly every act o f his has 
been, when not absurd and unintel­
ligible as in the case o f the Carnival 
decree, offensive and arbitrary, and 
be has already been subjected to the 
severest criticism ou every side. 
This is not what we had a right to 
expect from a person o f Sr. Bauza’s 
distinction. Let us Lope he will not 
continue as he has beguu, or he will 
become an element o f serious trouble 
in the ministry.

— There having been no quorum 
in response to the first convocation 
lor general meeting o f members of 
the Albion Football Club, the meet­
ing is adjourned until to-morruw 
(Monday) evening at 8  p.m. at Rin­
con 31.

— Owing to the rain, there was 
neither cricket nor polo on Friday. 
This afternoon, however, there will 
bo a pick up cricket match, aud also 
a game at polo at 3 p.m.

— The Executive has passed a 
Message to the Chambers asking 
Legislative sanction for adhesion 
to the terms of tbe Postal Conven­
tion of Vienna.

— The winter bathing season in 
the Gounoulhou Baths will com­
mence on April 1, the heating ap­
paratus being now in working order.

— The Tribuna announces that the 
Special Committee of Engineers has 
given preference to the port scheme 
presented by the engineer Sr.Rigoni, 
which will accordingly be recom­
mended to the Chambers.

— The important question o f the 
naturalisation o f foreigners is com­
ing to the front. Two or three of 
our native contemporaries have 
been discussiug it o f  late, and it said 
that a number o f Deputies intend to 
bring forward a bill dealing with it. 
W e hope to say something on this 
head in a day or two.

— There will bo a rather interest­
ing race meeting at Marona9 to-day, 
weather permitting. The following 
are named as favorites, Progreso, 
Express, Orlando, Stud Oriental and 
Solitario. Bettiug has been limited.

— On Thursday evening the well- 
known attorney Sr. B. Garcia 
Zuniga was attacked in the street 
by a mau named Pedro Rizardioi, 
against whom he had once made an 
accusation o f theft. After some 
angry words had passed, Rieurdini 
took out a large knife with whioh be 
wounded Sr. Zuniga in tbe tace 
inflicting a severe cut extending 
from the base o f the nose to the ear. 
He wae quickly arrested. This 
occurred in C&lle Sarandi.

— The death has taken place in 
Buenos Aires o f  the Sra. Margarita 
Buxareo de Clbils, widow o f Fede­
rico Cibils, well known on both sides 
o f  the River Plate.

— Mr. John White has «denounc­
ed» to the proper authorities a nnuo 
o f silver and mercury which he has 
discovered in the district o f Garzuu,

BUENOS AIRES

— The Government has ordered 
that the salaries of the Railway 
Interventora shall be paid by the 
Treasury and that the sums paid shall 
be deducted from the guaranteed 
interest payable to the respective 
Companies.Certainly, the Companies 
ought uot to pay the salaries direct, 
for this gives scope for blackmailing 
and corruption.

— Δ  deputation of wholesale 
grocers had an interview with the 
Tntendant, aud suggested that the 
analysis o f articles o f food ought to 
be limited to what is sold for 
consumption in the City. The retail 
grocers also sent a deputation to the 
Intendant to ask that the analysis 
may not be applied to articles which 
they bad in stock prior to the date 
o f the ordinance. It appears that 
both requests will be granted.

— At a meeting in the saloons o f 
the Spanish Club held on Wednes­
day night, a general committee was 
named for directing the proceedings 
for celebrating the fourth centenary 
o f the discovery o f  America. The 
President o f theRepublio was named 
honorary president o f  the committee 
and the Italian, Spanish and Portu­
guese Ministers, honorary vice-pre­
sidents. An Executive Committee 
was eleoted with Dr. Rafael Calzada 
as Chairman.

— Dr. Eduardo Basavilbaso has 
declined to accept the Ministry o f 
Finance.

— The Municipal Committee of 
Hygiene has reported favourably 
ou the Inteudan’t proposal for an 
ordinance prohibiting the milking 
o f  cows in the streets.

— The «Brunswiok» Company, in 
order to get the statutes o f the Com­
pany approved by the Government, 
had to deposit §6000 in the National 
or some other Bank. The deposit 
was made in the National Bank, tho 
statutes were approved, and the 
Company want to have the depo.it 
returned, as an obligatory judicial 
deposit, but the Solicitor to tho 
Treasury says that it was a «volunt­
ary» deposit inasmuch as tho money 
might have been paid into any other 
bank.

—The decree appointing Dr. José 
M. Ramon M^jia as president o f thi 
Board o f Health has appeared. His 
intention is to give the Board tho 
strict character o f  adviser o f tho
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Government in sanitary matters, 
and his first effort will be to improve 
the organizaiion o f  the department, 
bo  as to avoid the errors ana conflicts 
which hitherto have so often occur­
red.

— In April, 1887, a German nam­
ed Metzlaff, cook o f  the ship Alerte, 
was wounded by the police com­
missary o f Colastiné, Jose Vichini, 
and died shortly afterwards. A 
prosecution was commenced and 
Vichini was suspended, but in a 
short time was restored to his post, 
which he still holds in spite o f  the 
repeated vigorous complain s o f  the 
German Minister to the National 
Governmentand numerouslettersand 
telegrams from the Government to the 
Governor o f  Santa Fo requiring him 
to  bring the criminal to justice. The 
Minister has now sent a strong note 
to the Governor which is equivalent 
to a threat o f National intervention.

— A  decree has been issned for 
the amalgamation of the three 
departments o f  Lands and Colonies, 
Immigration and Agriculture, into a 
pew department bearing the name 
o f  «Board of Lands, Immigration 
and Agriculture,* divided into three 
sections, each with a separate chief 
dependent upon the General Board.

— The chances that Dr. Saenz 
Peña will be President are fading, 
and, i f  there be final failure, what a 
lot o f gush and flattery will have 
been lavished od  him for nothing ! 
— B. A. Herald.

LONDON NOTES
MONDAY, FEBRUARY 22.

Under the presidency o f Lord 
Oxenbridge, a conference, attended 
by  nearly two hundred gentlemen—  
Progressive candidates for the 
London County Council and delegates 
from  Liberal and Radical clubs in 
the metropolis— was hold on Satur­
day, at the National Liberal Club, 
to consider how to secure a victory 
at tho coming County Council 
election. Resolutions were passed 
expressing approval o f  the policy of 
the Progressive party, and promis­
ing every help to candidates support­
ing their programme. For the 
purpose o f  tho election a special 
fund was opened.

W e regret to learn that Princess 
Victoria Patricia, youuger daughter 
o f  the Duke and Duchess o f  Con­
naught, is lying seriously ill at 
Portsmouth with pneumonia, follow­
ing bronchitis. Happily tho disease 
is taking its normal course.

During the early hours o f Satur­
day morning a snow storm o f  excep­
tional severity swept over the west 
and ecuth-west of Ireland. The mail 
train running between Dublin and 
Cork was snowed up within a few 
miles o f the latter city, and on many 
o f  the passenger linos in the South 
Western Countries train traffio was 
for hours practically impossible. 
Busiuoss generally was interrupted. 
O ff the coast cases o f  wreck with 
loss of life occurred. The storm was 
felt also in the south-west of 
England. In the neighbourhood of 
Dartmoor especially railway pas- 
eenger traffic was greatly delayed by 
snow. A t Penzance the coast has 
been strewn with wreckage, causing 
grave fear o f casualties to shipping.

Mr. Oscar Wilde’s new play, «Lady 
Windermoro's Fan,» was produced 
with considerable success at the St. 
Jamos’s Theatre on Saturday eve- 
xdng, the social satire provided by 
the author, together with admirable 
acting, more than overcoming the 
ill-construction o f the piece.

In an address at St. Jamos’s Hall 
yesterday afternoon the Rev. Hugh 
Price Hughes sketched an elaborate 
programme for tho improvement of 
tho conditions o f lifo in London. His 
subject had special reference to the 
pending County Council election, 
and will bo continued next Sunday 
Mr. Hughes generally endorsed the 
policy of tho Progressives.

Although M. Carnot has held 
consultations with several o f the 
ex-Ministers, he has not yet entrust­
ed to any one the formation o f  a 
new Cabinet. Among political men, 
M. de Froycinet is regarded as being 
thebest man for tho portlolio of War, 
while it is improbablo that any 
other than M. Ribot will be charged 
with the conduct of Foreign Affairs.

The Egyptian public accounts 
published show a surpius o f  over 
r^E.1,000,000. Of this, however 
.£300,000 represents tho economy 
effocted by last year’s Conversion; 
and this sum, pending tho consent of 
France, cannot bo applied by the 
Government. Tho reserve fund now 
amounts to -£E.2,800,000.

The frost and snow interfered with 
club football on Saturday, but the 
groater matches woro successfully 
got through. Scotland beat Ireland 
by  a try to nothiug, after a good 
game at Edinburgh, while at Leeds 
tho Yorkshire team, as the chatn-

Íñon county, mot the Rest of Eng- 
and, whom they defeated by two 

trios to nothing. Under Association 
rules the English Cup tie at Sun­
derland ended in tho home club beat­
ing Stoke by lour goals to none.

The match between Lord Shef­
field's team and a representativo 
eleven of Now South Wales was con­
tinued on Saturday. The English­
men, who on Friday had lost fivo 
wickets for 271 runs, woro finally 
disposed o f for a total of 414 runs 
A t the close of tho day's play, tho 
Coloni&ls had lost two wickets lor 
58 runs.

Judgment was given on Saturday

in the Court o f  Appeal by the Mas­
ter o f  the Rolls, Lords Justices Fry 
and Lopes concurring, in the case 
o f  the Aquarium Company against 
Mr. Parkinson. The action arose 
from words spoken by defendant, in 
his capacity o f  County Councillor, 
o f  a marionette show given on the 
premises o f the plaintiff company. 
The Muster o f  the Rolls upheld the 
judgment o f  Mr. Justice Hawkins, 
that a County Councillor, as such, 
had no absolute immunity for words 
spoken by him, but acquitted Mr. 
Parkinson ot having ut ered an 
intentional falsehood. The verdict 
for 2501. damages against Mr. Par­
kinson therefore stands.

The Lord Chief Justice and a 
special jury commenced tho hearing 
o f an action in which Mr. Charles 
Lowe, forinely the Berlin corres­
pondent o f The Times, sued Mr. John 
W alter, managing proprietor o f  that 
paper, to recover 10001. damages for 
breach of contract and wrongful 
dismissal. Mr. Lowe contended that 
he was entitled to twelve months’ 
notice, whereas he had been dismiss­
ed from bis post by a six months’ 
notice. He called evidence to sup­
port bis case, which bad not been 
concluded at the adjournment.

Judgment was given in the 
Queen’s Bench Division in the case 
in which tho British South Africa 
Company and the Companhia de 
Mosambique are the parties. The 
Court came to the conclusion that 
the action must be dismissed so far 
as the question o f  title to land in 
South Africa is concerned. As to the 
alleged assaults, the trial could 
proceed, and the questions would 
be whether the acts were committed 
and whether they were unlawful 
according to the law o f the land in 
which they were said to have taken 
place.

A t Coleraine, on Saturday, Mrs. 
Montagu, who is charged with 
haviug caused the death o f  her 
daughter, a child o f  three, under 
shocking circumstances, was brought 
up in custody, when the magisterial 
inquiry was opened. The accused, 
who made no statement when arrest­
ed, was remanded, bail being again 
allowed.

TUESDAY, FEBRUARY, 23. 
The House o f  Lords, at a short 

sitting yesterday, passed the East 
India Officers BiÜ and the Evidence 
in Criminal Cases Bill through Com­
mittee, and read tho Indian Councils 
Bill a third time.

In the Commons, Mr. Chaplin ex­
plained tho provisions o f  the Small 
Holdings Bill. It was proposed to 
empower the Public W orks Loan 
Commissioners to lend money at a 
rate o f interest not exceeding 3 1/8 
per cent, to County Councils to 
acquire land for small holdings, but 
the amount borrowed in one year 
must not be more than could be 
covered by a penny rate. Compul­
sion in the acquisition o f land 
must not, however, bo resorted 
to unless the object cannot be attain­
ed without it. The purchase must be 
completed in a month from the time 
of sale, and a fourth o f the purchase- 
money must be paid down at once. 
Several conditions are attacked— 
among others that the holdings must 
bo cultivated by the owners, and 
that not more than one dwelling- 
house may be erected on a holding 
o f an annual value not exceeding 
251. without the consent o f  the 
County Council. Sir William Har- 
court regretted the absence ot com­
pulsion, contended that there must 
be local bodies to cairy out the Bill, 
and thought that the limitation as 
to dwellings would cause misehiet. 
Ocher members having spoken, the 
Bill was brought in and read a first 
time. Mr. Jackson moved for leave 
to bring in a Bill to Improve Nation­
al Education in Ireland. The matter 
was under disoussion at midnight, 
when the debate stood adjourned 

A  largo and enthusiastic Liberal 
mooting— one o f  the series organiz­
ed in view o f  tho orth-coming ge­
neral election by the London Liberal 
and Radical Union— took place last 
night at the Victoria Baths, Prook- 
ham. Mr. Edwin Jones, L. C. 0., 
presided, and the principal speaker 
was Mr. Campbell Bannerman, M.P; 
who caused considerable amusement 
by sketching a Queen’s Speech 
which would have been a perfectly 
frank and honest statement o f the 
position o f the Government and its 
allies. I f  it had been intended to 
prosecute tho present session to the 
end, and to make it an active and a 
fruitful session, why, ho inquired, 
was not Parliament summoned 
earlier ? He asked whether any great 
measure that was intended to be 
passed had ever been introduced in 
tho manner that Mr.Balfour introduc­
ed the Irish Local Government Bill, 
the principles and provisions o f 
which he proceeded to criticise and 
condemn. Tho concluding portion of 
Mr. Campbell Baanermau’s speech 
dealt with London questions.

Speaking at Fulham last night, 
Η Sexton, Μ. P., pxpressed theMr.

opinion that if Mr. Gladstone were 
returned to power it would bo poss­
ible to bring the Home Rule question 
to a settlement which would last for 
over aud be satisfactory to both 
nations. Mr. John Dillon, who 
followed, deeply regretted the split 
in tho Irish party, and mrintaiued 
that peace could and ought to be 
made.

All doubt 89 to the possibility o f  a 
contest iu the Chortsey Division of 
Surrey has beeu dispelled by the 
adoption o f Mr. Lawreuoe J. Baker 
as Liberal candidate. Tho campaign 
will be a short ouo, as the issue o f  
the writ was last night ordered by 
the House o f  Commons. Mr. C. H. 
Combéis theConservatibecandidate 
The writ for South Derby has also 
been issued.

Tiie Home Secretary yesterday 
received u deputation o f  Metropoli­
tan vestrymen, who urged that the 
cab radius should be extended from 
four to five miles from CLaring-oross. 
Mr. Matthews, in promising to give 
tho subjoot attention, eaid that the

cabdrivers and proprietors must also 
be considered, but he would endea­
vour to devise a fair scheme.

It was resolved at a conference at 
the London Chamber o f  Commerce 
yesterday, on the subject o f  the 
telephone service, tc seek an inter­
view with the Postmaster-General 
with the object of impressing upon 
him that the Government should 
bring in a General Powers Bill to 
afford facilities for the development 
o f  the telephone in London witb an 
inter-town service all over the 
country.

By special permit of the Board o f 
Agriculture the Islington Cattle 
Market was yesterday opened for 
business for the first time since the 
8th insfc. The animals dealt in had to 
be slaughtered within the Couotry 
o f  London.

Details of a most extraordinary 
attempt to rob a train on the New 
York Central Railroad are given in 
a telegram from that city. The 
conductor o f the train on going to 
the express car found its contents 
being rifled by a masked man, who 
at once pointed a revolver at him. 
The official nevertheless was able to 
give the signal to go ahead at fall 
speed; but on the arrival o f tue train 
at Rochester, it seemed that the 
robber had escaped. On being recog­
nised on the platform, however, he 
jumped on an engine and started 
down the line, but was overtaken by 
the officials, who lolloved him on 
another engine on a second line of 
rails, and he was subsequently 
captured.

The match between Lord Shef­
field’s team and a representative 
eleven of New South Wales was 
oontinued yesterday at Sydney. The 
first innings o f the Colonials, who 
when play ceased on Saturday had 
made 58 runs for two wickets, ter­
minated for 244 runs, as compared 
with the 414 scored by the English­
men.

Blanche did pot say a word. She
