THE “SPECIAL ACCOUNT" 
SCANDAL.

Sr. Domingo Ayarragaray has 
published another letter relative to 
his connection with the notorious 
«Sptcial Account» of the National 
Bank. Its great length prevents us 
from reproducing it, but in great 
measure it seems to clear him from 
the serius imputations which would 
rest upon him according to the do­
cuments from the Directorate and 
lrom Sr. J. A. Varela, which we 
translated last week, It  would ap­
pear from this that Sr. Ayarragaray 
acted thoughout in good faith accord­
ing to instruction from Government

lioials.
The interested parties desirous of 

hushing np this shameful scandal 
and of screening the guilty persons, 
are partially attaining their end by 
indirect means. Publio interest in 
the affair is as stroug as ever, but 
even those most concerned find it 
difficult to follow the course of 
the mass of correspondence that 
has lately been published on the 
subject, the charges, counter-charges, 
defenses, replies, and the «rectifica- 
tions»more worthy the name o f mys­
tifications. The ordidary mind gets 
bewildered in the maze of these, 
some of which may be true, some of 
which are palpably false and mislead­
ing. Throughout all of them the 
same tendency is apparent, namely, 
to shift the responsibility to some 
other party. Every one whose name 
has been mentioned in conneotion 
with the dirty business hastens to 
show that not he is to blame but 
some one else. A little more of 
this and we will be asked to believe 
that the only really guilty parties 
are the bank porter and the office cat 
recently deceased. This would be 
the redudio ab absurdum, yet it is 
haidly more ridiculous than the 
present situation.

Through all this confusion there 
shine out the striking facts that 
Government funds were employ­
ed in wild speculation in Na­
tional Bank shares under the 
manipulation of the Bank Direc­
tors and other agents appointed 
by Government, and that by some 
means or other the nefarious business 
was made to end in a loss o f over 
two million dollars foi which the 
unfortunate shareholders were 
stack». This is the plain statement 

o f the case which nothing has yet 
shaken. When we come to t ie  
question of who is responsible for 
this criminal iniquity, then begins 
the confusion. Probably more 
than one had a share in it, 
bat we w ill not undertake to 
compromise ouselves by fixing on 
any names as yet. In fact we can 
quite understand tbe difficulty in 
briuging home the blame. Naturally 
persons implicated in so grossly 
¡regular a business would not com­
promise themselves by written 
documents. The written documents, 
the accouuts aad government orders, 
the correspondence, connected wi¡b 
tbe affair, some o f which have been 
published,are apparently correct and 
regular. But the verbal instructions, 
o f which there seem to have 
been not a few, have vanish­
ed into thin air. I t  is so easy 
to give verbal instructions and then, 
when the result turns out badly, to 
deny them. That is what has prob­
ably been done in this case.

The scapegoat so far, is Don Do­
mingo Ayarragaray, but for our 
part, though we cannot acquit him 
o f iojudiciousuess, we would be 
sorry to pronounce on his guilt. We 
think he is ODly being made victim 
for other and higher persons, as he 
was originally made their tool. 
Whatever the profits o f the business, 
there is nothing to show tbnt he 
benefited by them. Besides, he was 
only connected with tho affair in its 
inception, before it had assumed its 
present black aspect. As he has 
plainly shown, when he withdrew 
bis «manipulation» there was a 
handsome profit to the good, and,

however irregular the bnsiaess.there 
was no ruiuous loss to anyone. It 
was after he had left the Bank, and 
when the «boom» collapsed that the 
loss occurred.

We fully agree with the most 
ardent partisans of silence that 
ail this oross-fire o f newspaper pub­
lications and correspondence serves 
no parpóse, for it is never final. It 
leads to no positive conclusion, but 
only leaves the matter more bewilder­
ing and more complicated than 
before. And it probably shelters 
the guilty parties and incriminates 
the innocent These scandals have 
now reached a stage where some­
thing more satisfactory than this is 
requisite. What is wanted is a strict 
and impartial investigation, in 
which the really guilty party, 
whether President or porter, shall 
stand convicted. W e say that is 
what is wanted, without expecting 
for a moment that it will be got. We 
are in the River Plate, not in Europe, 
and the peculiar moral code of the 
E iver Plate does not admit o f such 
investigations except when the party 
in power can employ them as a 
political weapon against its 
enemies out of power. It  would be 
contrary to all Iliver Plate pre­
cedent to undertake such an 
investigation when it might 
end unfavourably for the «authori­
ties.» The discontented and de­
frauded shareholders, the foreign re­
sidents with their absurd European 
ideas, the investors in Europe long­
ing to see the E iver Plate for once 
conform to what they consider 
honesty, may clamour at this—well, 
let them clamour, the minority hold 
the reins ot power and have no in­
tention o f immolating themselves 
on the altars of other peoples’ preju­
dices. Government has secured the 
administrative, liquidation of the 
National Bank for the express 
purpose of stopping all investigation. 
One more blot on the credit of the 
country matters little amongst so 
many. And, besides, Government 
goes out o f power in a couple of 
years, and then its successors may 
bear the bi^unt. Let us eat, drink, 
and be merry for to-morrow we 
die.

Parliament.
In tbe Chamber o f Senators, on 

Monday, several minor matters were 
attended to. The Bill according 
pensions to the widows of police em­
ployees and firemen killed or injur­
ed in the exeoation o f their duty, 
was approved in general without de­
bate. ft was also approvod in the 
first reading with a slight modifica­
tion proposed by Sr. Montero.

The Bill, from the other Chamber, 
for tbe Unification of the Internal 
Debts, was approved in general with­
out debate. The first discussion iu 
detail followed immediately. The 
firstnine articles were approved with­
out remark. Sr. Costa took objec­
tion to article 10 on the ground that 
sufficient compensation was not of- 
fored the Indemnisation Debt. This 
artiole was still in discussion when 
the hour sounded and tbe sitting 
came to an end.

The Entertainment Society.
Tbe general meeting for the dis­

cussion o f the proposed new rules 
for the reorganisation of the Winter 
Evening Entertainment Society 
under the above name, was held at 
tbe Waterworks office on Monday 
evening with a good attendance. E. 
Satow Esq., British Minister, took 
the chair, and there were present 
Messrs. Guillemard, Francis, Den- 
stone, Stanham, H. Marshall, Wingate 
and Grassie of the Committee, 
Messrs. P. Marshal, Davies, Eeid, 
McMaster, Dart, Leng; E. Cooper, E. 
Jones, Lucy, B. Eobinson, Harvey,
C. Jones, J. Towers, Mrs. and Miss 
Cooper, Miss Jones and Mrs. Eo­
binson.

Tbe proposed new rules were put 
to the vote one by one, and were 
mostly accepted with little or no 
debate. Eule No. 3 tieating o f the 
eleotion of a Special Committee of 
three for tho application of the 
charitable fund was eliminated, being 
considered no longer necessary. 
The principal discussion arose over 
the question of subscription and of 
tbe privileges to be accorded to 
members. Messrs. Guillermard and 
Davies proposed that the subscrip­
tion should be abolished entirely. 
This was strongly opposed by 
Messrs. Stanham, Denstone and 
others, and on being put to the vots 
was negatived by a large majority.
Δ  compromise was then proposed by 
Mr. Eobinson, and accepted, to the 
effect that tbe subscription should be 
§2 a year for gentlemen and free for 
ladies, and that there should be ro 
reduction in the price of tickets to 
members, but that the latter should 
have preference over non-members 
in the allotment of seats at entertain­
ments. The rul“8 being disposed o f a 
vote of thanks was acclaimed to the 
sub-committee who had framed 
them (Messrs. Stanham, Francis 
and Denstone.)

As under the new rules the Com­
mittee was enlarged to twelve, it 
was then unanimously resolved, on
the proposition of the Chairman!

that the present Committee should 
remain in office with the addition 
o f Messrs. Dart, O. Secones and G. 
Schwartz to complete their number. 
The proceedings, which had been 
very harmonious, then closed with 
voles of thanks to Mr. Satow for 
presiding and to Mr. Galwey for the 
use of the room.

We may add that a considerable 
number o f members uuder tho new 
rules were booked the same evening.' 
A ll persons desirous o f joining 
(whether willing to take part in en­
tertainments or not) should send 
their names in to Mr. S. Francis at 
the English Club. The new rules, 
in their approved form, will shortly 
be in print and at the disposal o f in­
terested persons.

Tho Old English Cemetery.
The following communication has 

been addressed from the Ministry of 
Government to the President o f the 
Municipal Board. W e think the 
resolution it conveys is a very 
plausibleone.—

«The plot of land known as the 
(old) English Cemetery is destined 
by law as the site of a national 
buildiDg, but whilst the proposed 
work is not carried out, the laud 
remains unoccupied without lending 
any service to the city. Meauwhile, 
the military garrison corps have no 
locality suitable for their doctrinal 
exercises, and the same may be said 
o f the market-fairs which at present 
obstruct oue o f the principal avenues 
o f the capital on the days permitted 
to their traffic. To facilitate the 
convenience of both ot these and to 
contribute to tho health and ornament 
of the town, Government authorises 
the Municipal Board to take down 
the walls of the English Cemetery, 
leveling the land throughout, and 
endowing it with the necessary con­
ditions for the provisional destiny 
given it.—F. BauzA.» 

λττι 3UNDRIES.
— Whoever is the next President 

of the Argentine Republio, it is quite 
certain that he will not be elected by 
the people.

—The conspiracy which is unset­
tling Buenos Aires just now, may or 
may not have been serious and 
dangerous, but there is little room 
for doubt that Government is mak­
ing it an excuse for controlling the 
elections and robbing a large 
portion of the people o f their votes. 
This isdishonest and unconstitution­
al but it is strictly according to 
River Plate precedent, where evou 
the pretence of honesty iu matters 
electoral is unknown.

—Our Buenos Aires contempora­
ries, the Herald and Standard, re­
ceived yesterday, made less o f the 
conspiracy than we expected. Prob­
ably the excitement over the affair 
got magnified in its transmission 
by telegraph, the electric wire hav­
ing a peculiar influence on news 
ot this description. They also care­
fully refrain from comment, doubtless 
out of deference to the state of seigo, 
one of the first article of which is 
repression of liberty o f the press. The 
Argentine Government dreads criti­
cism just now, and with good reason.

—Tbe reorganisation of the 
Entertainment Society having been 
secured, and a fresh start being giveu 
it with an access of new members, 
tbe first task of tho Committee, 
after electing officers, will be to 
sketch out a programme tor the fast 
approaching season. I f  tbe present 
terrible depression coutiuue the task 
of organising entertainments will be 
harder than ever. Moreover, some 
valuable elements of assistance will 
be lost in the coming season, by 
departure. Let us hope that some 
new elements may be discovered to 
take their place.

— The Superior Tribunal of Jus­
tice has appointed Dr. Pedro E. 
Garzón to take charge of the Judge- 
ship of Commerce o f the 1st Turn, 
for the present.

— Sr. Leopoldo Reyes, a well- 
known Oriental who very recently 
went to reside in Rio Janeiro, has 
fallen a victim to the yellow fever, 
which has a predilection for new 
arrivals.

— The Representative Committee 
of Cédula and Certificate holders has 
issued a leugthy circular to those 
holders advising them to accept the 
recently promulgated law for the 
establishment of the National Mort­
gage Bank on the basis o f the 
mortgage section of the National 
Bank.

— Sr. Francisco Gatti, tbe dis­
tinguished blind pianist who bas 
already given great satisfaction in 
private audiences, will give a 
classical concert this evening in tho 
Casino Italiano, alongside the Solis 
Theatre. He will play selections 
from Beethoven, Rubinstein, Chopin 
and Lizt. Professors Masi, Mazzuchi 
and De Mita will play two classical 
trios. Sr. Rius will sing two ballads 
and Sr. Aguilar will play on the 
mandolin. The programme is a most 
attractive one co lovers o f good 
music. The admission is only §1.

—The Message respecting the 
arrangement of tbe municipal Loan 
has been forwarded to to the Cham­
bers with a copy o f the ad referetulum 
contract. As the terms of the arran­
gement have very recently been 
published iu our columns, we do not 
think it necessary to translate these 
documents.

—The Nación, in its article o f yes­
terday commences by saying that 
«the favourable reaction has com­

menced to be felt.* We thank our 
contemporary for this important 
item o f news, no indications of 
whioh had previously reached us. 
We also congratulate it on its vivid 
imagination, which should enable it 
to take high rank in works of fiction.

— The accountant Sr. Dario SarA- 
chaga has entered an action for libel 
against the Siglo on account of im­
putations made by that paper in 
respect to his connection with the 
scaudals in the Judge-ship o f the 2nd 
turn. This is the second libel case 
agaiust the Siglo in connection with 
the same affair.

. — A Shopkeeper, having a stormy 
discussion with his better half, put 
the shutters up and affixed the 
following notice. «Closed during 
altercations.*

— Yesterday’s Haeon quotes an 
instance of the present murderous 
police dispositions forbidding assist­
ance to persons ill or wounded in the 
streets. On Monday evening, in 
calle Vasquez, a man was attacked 
with a violent vomiting o f blood. 
Some neighbours took him toan 
adjacent chemist's shop, but the 
chemist would not attend to him tor 
fear of the police, who now came up 
and claimed their victim. Iustead 
of sending post-haste for the nearest 
doctor, as humanity would diotate, 
the poor sufferer was kept waiting 
an hour and a quarter until a police 
doctor arrived, who naturally found 
him nearly dead from exhaustion, 
whereas he might easily have been 
relieved at the first.And this pretends 
to be a civilised oountry^

T J  BUENO S AIRES
—Judge Garay has sentenced the 

City of Buenos Ayres Tramways 
Company to pay Sr: Bartholomew 
Ferro the sum of $3000 as indemnity 
for breaking his log iu August 1889. 
The plaintiff claimed $30.000 da­
mages, but his LorJship has thought 
it right to cat this amouut dowu to 
the figure mentioued. The defendants 
have, moreover, to pay the costs, 
which are no small matter.

— D. Eugerio Bossi has com­
menced an action against the 
Great Central South American Rail­
way Company to recover $3,286,000 
mju for works of construction made 
by him as concessionary, and for 
damages for non-fulfilment of 
contract. Sr. Demian Cabrera is 
acting for Sr. Bossi.

— The numbers o f the volunteer 
corps are decreasing. Everyday uni­
forms are returned and in some cases 
tho uniforms have disappeared alto­
gether with their wearers.

—The police have strict orders to 
arrest auy person in military uniform 
who takes part in any political de­
monstration aud any oue who utters 
a threatening cry agaiust tho au­
thorities, political parties or private 
individuals.

The Conspiracy.
— The B. A. Herald of Suuday 

gives the following accountof events 
connected with tbe conspiracy.—

For some months past the Chief ot 
Police o f the Capital has kuown, and 
in due course he informed tho Gov­
ernment, that the Radicals were 
conspiring against public order, and 
on several occasious it was thought 
that the moment for ao'ion had ar­
rived, but as they apparently sus­
pended their operations it was re­
solved to wait for a suitable op­
portunity to obtain indusputnble 
proofs of the conspiracy. Tho leaders 
of the Radical party had ceasod to 
use tbe Post Office for the transmis­
sion o f correspondence betweeu the 
Central Committee and tho provin­
cial committees, and they employed 
for the purpose special messeugers 
who carried letter, circulars and 
other documents. Theso messengers 
were watched by police detectives 
who followed them in all their jour· 
nies. A t the end o f March, one of 
these messengers was despatched 
with important documents, including 
a letter from Dr. Alem, to the chief 
of the Radical party iu one ot the 
provinces. Shortly before the train 
started this messenger was iu a café 
taking a parting glass with some 
friends, and the detective whose duty 
it was to watch him was sitting 
near him. A  discussion arose about 
political affairs aud the messenger 
inoautiously declared that in a short 
time there would bo a complete 
change in the state of thingsand that 
he was the bearer of orders relat­
ing to the intended movement 
in the provinces. Soon afterwards he 
left tbe cafe to go to the station but 
the detective followed him, arrested 
him and took biin to tho Police 
Department, and being searched, a 
letter from Dr. Alem was found in 
his possession. He was then closely 
questioned and finally disclosed all 
chat lie knew about the conspiracy. 
The information thus obtained was 
confirmed by tbe statements made 
by Sres. Lopez Colombres and Acuna 
who had also been arrested, the 
former being the agsnt o f the cons­
piracy in Santiago and the latter in 
Catainarca, and who had compromis- 
ingdocuments in theirpossession'L’he 
intended movement was not to be a 
revolution but an attack against 
certain persons and newspaper of­
fices. About 500 meo, belonging 
chiefly to Socialist societies at the 
Beca, were to be stationed in bouses 
convenient for dominating the 
central «comisarias,» in order to 
prevent the police from leaving while 
tbe attack was made by other groups 
upon the houses of Drs Pellegrini

and Saenz Peña aud Generals 
Mitre, Roca, Levalle and others 
who were to be captured. At tbe 
same time some subaltern of­
ficers in the camp (about 15 iu nmn . 
her) who had joined in the con 
spiracy were to cause a disturbance 
thore so as to prevent the movement 
of troops in tho City. The principal 
men ol the Government having been 
captured, Dr. Alem was to bo pro­
claimed dictator, and the distribu­
tion of public offices had been tally 
arranged. The provinces wero to 
aid the movement and arrangements 
bad been made for a simultaneous 
rising in various places. Tho day 
had not been finally fixed but it was 
to be between tho 10th aud loth of 
April. In the meantime, the Go­
vernment had taken all n ec ta ry  
precautions, the Officers compromis­
ed were to be shot at tha first move- 
ment, the batalions were to march 
on the Capital at a given signal and 
the houses intended to be attacked 
wore in a condition to iesist an 
attack until assistance arrived. The 
Government even knew what, took

f'lace at a recent meeting »t Dr 
rigoyon’s, when, it is said, he was 

induced to promise to take an aotivo 
pare m tho movement and to aid it 
With money.

This was the state o f affairs on 
* riday night when a Cabinet Council 
was held iu Dr. Pellegriui’s house 
which lasted from 10 p.m. to 3 n.m. 
The most important question for dis­
cussion was whether Cheoonspiralors 
should at once be arrested or whether 
they should be allowed to make their 
movement. With the exception of 
one Minister, all preferred the formar 
course, aud it was resolved to doclare 
tho whole of tho Republic in a state 
of siege, and a decree c0 thac olfeofc 
was drawn up and signed by the 
President and by Drs. Zapata, Zo- 
ballos, Balestra aud General Levalle. 
The decree recites that the Govern­
ment had for some time had know­
ledge o f a plot for a subversive 
movement in this Capital and in 
various provinces; chat for this 
purpose endeavours had been made 
to suborn officers of tho army 
aud leading citizens, and to use the 
explosive materials which Wero being 
distributed all over the Republic: 
that the Government has obtained 
written proofs of this conspiracy, 
the object o f whioh was to involve 
the whole Republio in scenes o f 
blood, to upset the existing author­
ities aud to substitute for them a 
diotature arising out ofacrimo aud 
anarchy; lastly, that it is the duty of 
the Government to prevent the 
accomplishment o f these designs and 
to use all the powers granted to it 
by tho Constitution in cases of 
.internal commotion endangeriug the 
exercise of the Constitution or the 
authorities created by it.

Orders wore then given for tho 
arrest o f the leaders o f tho revolution 
iu the Capital, viz. Drs. Alem, Lilie- 
dal, Barroetaveño, Joaquin Castella­
nos, Martin Torino, Adolfo Saldias 
and Guillermo Leguizaroon, and 
Sres. Rufino Pastor, Olindo Castro 
(proprietor o f the Fronton Btionos 
Aires, whioh has been closed), Miguel 
A. Pa z and Diego Fernandez Spiro 
(leader of the Radical party iu Bol- 
grauo) aud Colonel Julio Figueroa. 
They were all, we believe, arrested 
aud taken on board ships of the 
squadron, no communications with 
them being allowed. Orders wore 
also telegraphed to Mendoza, Cór­
doba, Santiago and Catainarca for 
the arrest of various persons, 
searches for documents and seizure 
o f arms. The telegraph offices 
wore taken possession of by Go­
vernment telegraphists, but be­
tween 5 and 6 o’clock the in­
tervention was raised, tele­
grams, however, are still subjeot to 
inspection. The Argentine news­
paper offices were guarded by police 
and no bulletins were allowed to be 
issued after the early morning. Don 
Quijote was not allowed to be issued, 
all the issue being sequestrated. Dr. 
Alem’s house was strongly guarded 
by police as also was Dr. Liliedal’s, 
and both were searched for do­
cuments relating to the plot. Dr. 
Bernardo Irogoyen left the City on 
Friday for his estancia «La  Choza,» 
in the department of General Ro­
driguez. It is stated that he has been 
ordered to remain there as a prisoner 
on parole. It is also stated that 
orders have been issued for the 
arrest of Dr. Hipólito Irigoyeu 
and Colonel Irigoyen. Major 
Day has left Mendoza for 
Chile, after resigning the Ministry 
ol Finance. Dr. Juan Posse, ex- 
Governor of Tucuman, was arrested 
in Dr. Vicente Gallo’s house. A ll the 
Provincial Governors have t'i 
graphed their adhesion to the Go­
vernment. In Santiago, Sr. Castañeda 
Vegas to whom Dr. Alem’s lotter was 
addressed, has been arrested. Many 
other persons have been arrested. 
The publication of the Aigentino and 
Slid America has been suspended 
altoge her. Tho City remained per­
fectly tranquil yesterday, and the 
price of gold was not alfec ed by 
the startling news of the day.

Sr. Miguel A. Paez was arrested 
at Quilmes. The Central Club o f the 
Radical party, in Callo Cangallo, 
was occupied by tho police, and all 
the papers found there were taken 
to tbe Police Department

—The Standard of the same date 
speaks as follows. —

The discovery of the Radical plot
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to upset the Government was no 
surprise to the market this morning, : 
and the decree of state of siege, j 
proclaimed by the Government, was 
greeted as a great relief. A lready 
yesterday, as gold rose, some parties | 
were watched buying large amounts; 
the inference was that something j 
was brewing, and had the Govern­
ment allowed the conspiracy to go | 
on gold to-day would have been at 
$60 *o the ounce. The whole market 
applauds the energy o f the Govern­
ment at this juncture, although there 
are a few who maintain that it 
would have been moro wholesome 
to allow the plot to ripen and then 
smother it in blood. When the nows 
spread that a state o f siege had 
been proclaimed all over the 
Republic, the proportions of the con­
spiracy were considerably exaggerat­
ed, and a slight impression was made 
upon the gold market. It was known 
that Alem and all the leading Radi­
cals had been arrested and sent 
aboard the Argentina in the Darsona 
Sud; it was also known that the chief 
Radical Club was occupied by the 
police force, but panicmongers spread 
the report that there was great fer­
ment in the army, owing to the 
arrest ot a score ot subordinate ol- 
ficers, and that a mutiny was im­
minent. These rumois, however, 
were soon discountenanced, and 
the market, as might be expect­
ed. began to fall, as the state 
o f siege is a guarantee o f se­
curity to life and property. Thus 
the operations o f the wiseacres, who 
bought on the strength of superior 
informations last night, are a losing 
business to-day. A ll the noon pa­
pers and bulletins announced that 
the Government had resolved to 
close the Bolsa. I t  may have been 
the intention o f the Government to 
suspend Bolsa operations, but the 
President of the Camara Sindical, 
Don Prancisoo Uriburu, allowed the 
ring to begin operations. Affairs 
went on merrily until a quarter to 
one, when a telephone message 
came from the Government 
House asking the price of gold 
— a broker answered 70—the frac­
tion abovo $56. No sooner was 
the news known in the Government 
House than an order arriven to close 
the Bolsa. Minister Hansen came 
on’Change a few minutes later and 
ordered the resumption o f business, 
as the order o f suspension was a 
mistake. The resumption o f business 
at the ring was greeted with loud 
cheers, especially as the market was 
in a bearish mood and the decreo of 
state o f siege was a signal for a fall 
in  the gold premium.

Latest.
The telegrams received yesterday 

show no advauce. Monday night 
passed o f o lí quietly in Buenos 
Aires; though a lew persons were 
arrested for uttering cries against 
the government. A  false report was 
spread that government has ordered 
the urrest ot Judge Tediu. The 
publication of the oppositions papers 
is stilr interdicted. Numerous arrests 
continue to be made iu the pro­
vinces. The radicals have detennin 
ed to abstain from voting iu 
nexs Sunday’s election. They 
have succeeded iu surreptitiously 
circulating some bulletins giving 
their version o f affairs, and severely 
attacking the procedure ot Govern­
ment. Tno police have searched the 
radical and LJpion Cívica clubs, iu 
come cases confiscating arms louud 
there, but not to any great number. 
The declaration ol tno political pri- 
floners on board the «Argentina» nas 
been taken, and they are uo longer 
«incomunicado.» It is said that tne 
principals will be banished to Mon­
tevideo. The city remains tranquil 
but anxious.

The London County Counoil elec­
tion has resulted in an overwhelming 
Progressive viotory. The retarus lor 
ten o f the 118 seats will not be de­
clared till to-day, but o f the 108 
others, the Progressives have secur­
ed 81, and the Reactionists ouly ‘27. 
"Whatever the result of the polls to 
be announced to-day, the Progres­
sives will have a majority of more 
than two to one, even apart from the 
Aldermen, of whom there are 19. 
On the old Council the Progressives 
held only 69 seats.

The South Derbyshire election has 
ended in a great success for the L i­
beral party, Mr. Evaus Broad having 
been returned by a majority of 1,250 
in tho place ot the lute Mr. Wardle, 
who had represented the eonstituen- 
cy in the Liberal interest since 1885.

Mr. Dalziel (Liberal) and Mr. Cox 
(Conservative) were nominated on 
Saturday for tho Kirkcaldy Burghs. 
A lter the arbitration of Mr. Barry, 
M J*., all the other candidatos with­
drew.

A  Correspondent, telegraphing 
from Manchester, says that local 
Opinion with reference to the comiug 
stoppage at thecolliories is generally 
averse to the men, who are consider­
ed to have acted selfishly. The 
poorer classes in Lancashire and 
Yorkshire are now, in consequence 
o f the cieat adv.u; . ■ iii| ii> 
enable to get any coal at all. The 
Federation authorities continuo lo 
defend their action on the ground 
that tho rúe in prices and con-· quern 
panic are quite unnecesary, and the 
result j f  ignoranceou the part of tno 
public. A fresh ballot is to be t..k«n 
o f the Durham mioers, and by 
means of this and cénalo offers of .» 
compromise which have been mid 
to the masters, it is hoped that a 
stoppage may bo averted.

Concern is felt in Washington in 
eonsequoaco o f Lord Salisbury's

proposal regarding the Behring Sea 
question. I t  is believed that to open 
the sea outside a thirty-mile belt to 
indiscriminate sealing would mean
the extermination of the seals, and 
in some quarters the British 
Premier’s proposal, containing aiso a 
suggestion that within the tbiry-mile 
zone round the Pribyloff Islands the 
catch should be limited, is consider­
ed unfair, and even as au insult to 
the United States.

A  Berlin Correspondent tele­
graphs that the Grand Duke of 
Hesse was seized while at dinner ou 
Friday by an attack o f paralysis 
affecting bis right side and the 
organs of speech. The doctors found 
cause for the gravest apprehensions, 
and the Hereditary Grand Dake wqs 
telegraphed for. According to tho 
latest news received yesterday, the 
condition of the Grand Duke was 
sowewhat improved.

Four International Football mat­
ches W ere played on Saturday, aud 
in tho chief of these, at Edinburgh, 
the English fifteen won a hard 
lought contest against Scotland by 
one goal to nothing. Under Rugby 
Union rales, too, Ireland beat Wales 
at Dublin. The Euglisb Association 
teams were successful against Ireland 
aud Wales, and curiously enough by 
two goals to none in each case. 
There was much other football of 
note. Notts Forestand West Brom­
wich made a further fruitless attempt 
to decide who should go into the 
final for the English Cup. Preston, 
Bolton, and Sunderland all won 
their League matches.

Damages to the amount o f 1,0001. 
were on Saturday awarded by a 
special jury to the petitioner in the 
divorce case o f Hurley v. Hurley 
and Menzies. The petitioner was 
granted a decree nisi, with costs, and 
the custody o f the children. Major 
Menzies was allowed six months in 
which tc pay tho damages.

Sampson, the «strong man,» was 
again brought up on Saturday at tho 
Westminster Police Court, and 
remanded, on the charge o f stealing 
diamonds belonging to Mrs. Margaret 
Bernstein. The latter had written 
to her solicitor stating that she 
should not again appear, as she was 
unable further to undergo the ordeal 
of ceoss-examination, but was even­
tually induced to attend the court. 
Tho case tor the prosecution was 
closed,and thatfor the defence opened 
by Mr. Wontner, Sampson's solicitor.

Several persons were convicted on 
Saturday at the Lambeth aud North 
London Police-courts and the Strat- 
lord Petty Sessions o f infringements 
o f the orders o f the Board ot Agri­
culture, which, in view o f the pre­
valence of the foot-and-mouth 
disease, forbid the removal of any 
cattle out oí the county of London. 
Ignorance o f the ordets was gener­
ally pleaded, but the magistrates 
imposed pecuuiary penalties iu each 
cgse.

Sir John Bridge again had belore 
him at the Bow-street Police Court, 
yesterday, the four defendants, Mr. 
Bottomley, Sir Henry Isaacs, Mr. 
Joseph Isaacs, aud Mr. Dollman, 
who aie charged with conspiring to 
defraud the Hansard Publisliiug 
Union oí largo sums ol money. Evi­
dence was given of the sale of the 
paper mill at Coliumpton, iu which 
Mr. J. Isaacs was tüe chiei nego­
tiator, and o f Mr. Straker’s printing 
works at Eeduill, which was carried 
out, first in the name o f Mr. Bot­
tomley, and alterwards in that of 
Mr. Dollman as his nominee. The 
case was adjourned until tire 16th 
inst.

Bad weather, marred thd effect 
ot tho Battle of Flowers which was 
held at Nice yesterday. Consequently 
the carriages were but sparsely deco­
rated, aud the ladies were not gaily 
attired. Au enormous crowd was 
nevertheless present,aud the proceed­
ings were very animated. Up to the 
present, every outdoor function at 
Nice this year has been marred by 
rain.

The once famous Roman Carnival, 
has this season been still poorer than 
iu lormers years. The richer classes 
have not taken any part in the 
outdoor amusements, and the misery 
amongst the people being greater 
than over, owing to the number of 
the unemployed, the efforts o f the 
Committee to get up the usual Car­
nival amusemeuts have turned out 
a complete failure.

Goueral Booth, while very hearty 
in his acknowledgements of his 
cordial reception iu Australia, is not 
less frank iu his criticism ot his 
autipodean hosts. Iu his artiole in 
tho new «Contemporary» on «Social 
Problems at the Antipodes,» ho tells 
them that they want strong govern­
ment. The one danger that coni routs 
Australian politics.in his opinion,is 
the one that results 1 rom the fear in the 
miuds of tho legislators o f the people 
whom they— he does not say 
govern, but —«ought to govern.» Ho 
finds the Australians hearty, friendly 
ont-spoken, aud far more English 
than the Atnericaus. In common 
with other visitors to tho Australian 
colonies, he has been impressed with 
the gambling propensities o f the 
present generation. He describes tho 
hold that gambling has upon tue 
Australians as «terrible.» Ho says, 
«Boys at school, servants iu families, 
aud every class of society from the 
highest to tho lowest are infected 
with this moral disease.» General 
Booth’s mosLimportant observation, 
however, is that iu Australia there 
is «the same deplorable centrali­
sation» going on iu the large towns 
os at home; and he actually advocates 
n transfer ol popul-iiou frum the 
crowded centres to the agricultural 
districts «by compulsion it all other 
means tail.· He pooh-poohs the 
practice of giantiug one hundred 
and eighty acres for nothing to on 
man with only 9 f e »  pounds of 
capital. Ho would found coinmu- 
tii'i- s of men with smaller holdings, 
and the opportunities for social 
intercourse which would diminish 
the temptation to migrate to the 
towns.
