POLITICAL NOTES.

The Representatives, convoked 
on Thursday to commence the dis­
cussion in detail of Electoral Re* 
foim, no quorumed once more, 
only 20 of the 69 Deputies deign­
ing to appear. This obvious un­
willingness of the Chamber to deal 
with so important a matter 
is provoking 8<une severe censures 
from our contemporaries, some of 
whom directly accuse the majority 
in the Chamber of having made ah 
agreement amongst themselves 
not to comply with this 
clause .of the peace compact of 
September last, or at all 
all events to delay it as much as 
possible. It is now over four months 
since the compact was ratified, and 
the question is still in the first 
stage though the Chamber cannot 
pretend that its time has been 
occupied by other matters 
If any thing were needed 
to complete the discredit of the 
Chamber belore the country it is 
such a gross breach of faith as 
this. At the same time it is 
hardly unexpected, for it has 
been said long ago, that nothing 
short of force would compel the 
«collectivity» to introduce electoral 
reform and thus place the govern 
ment of the country on a constitu­
tional and honest basis.

Sr. Cuestas did not attend 
at the Government House on 
Thursday, and for the moment no 
further changes are announced, 
though several are expected. In­
terest is now centred on the ap­
pearance of the Document referred 
to in our last, signatures to which 
ate still being collected among 
the latest signatories being the Cap 
tain of the Port and Col. Caidoso, 
Commandant of the Cerro For 
tress The «collectivist» papers 
already proclaim this Document as 
seditious and accuse the Govern 
ment and these signing it of being 
conspirators. W e  think that most 
people would be inclined to say 
that the sedition and the conspira 
cy were on the other side. It is dif­
ficult to imagine anything more 
subversive than the present atti 
lude of the «collectivist» majority in 
the Chambers, especially when it 
is remembered how impure are 
their claims to any authority what­
ever But it is an old trick of the «col­
lectivity» to charge the offences they 
themselves commit against their 
opponents, when in reality it is the 
latter who are on the side of law 
and order They did just the same 
in the times ol Herrera and Borda, 
and they pursue the same tactics 
still, though the sophism is worn 
out long ago.

As to when the cou p  is to be ef­
fected, we cannot say. Tbe general 
«xpectation is that it will take place 
on Monday or Tuesday next, but 
general expectations have suffered 
so many disappointments of late, 
that we will not venture to predict 
— not even to predict that it will 
lake place at all, notwithstanding 
pur earnest wishes that it may be 
so.

The alarm in the «collectivist» 
camp continues to be great, and 
they are all pulling the longest ot 
(aces at the prospect of losing their

1 position and their legislative sala 
ries The latest tale is that they pro 
pvw  to  evacMOto Ibo C8pital,arovip(j

to some city in the north of the Re­
public -they pretend that the north 
is all in their favor -where they 
will hold their sittings electa Pre­
sident. and defy Sr Cuestas and 
the people. W e do not think that 
game would last very long.

Yesterday was the last day for 
inscription in the National Guard. 
The number inscribed is said to be 
something under i5,UoO which 
cannot be called a bad result. 
The number enlisted for the V o ­
lunteer Battalions is said to 
be atill a little short ol 
the proposed 10'JO. Rumors have 
been current that in view of the de­
ficiency the Government will pro 
claim compulsory service, drawing 
lots to supply the missing number 
and closing the port to prevent es 
cape. W e hardly think it would 
go to this length to supply some 
200 or 3 X) men and in any’ case, if 
the law is strictly adhered to, two 
months have to be allowed for 
proving exemptions belore ser­
vice can be made compulsory. 
Mean while drilling of the volunteers 
proceedsactivel) and the battalions 
wbetner complete or not, are ex 
pected to make their first appear­
ance in the streets on February 1st 
which it will be noted coincides 
with the date popularly assigned 
for the co u p .

Rumors, once more of «collect­
ivist» origin, have been circulated 
of the resigna'ion ol General Casi- 
miro Garcia as Chief of the Stall 
These however, have been effect 
ually contradicted, and it is known 
that he is one ol the signatories to 
the Document mentioned above.

Colonel Abreu. Chiel of the 1st 
Chasseurs, has been accorded tern 
pnrary leave of absence, and for 
the present the 2nd Chief Com 
Gonzalez remains in command. It 
is hinted that Col. Abreu’s absence 
may become permanent, for politi 
cal reasons

Yesterday’s S ty  [to expresses the 
opinion that the «collectivists* in 
the Chambers are more firm 
and united than ever in their 
determination to oppose 8r. Cues 
las and that it is the vainest 
ot illusions to expect any evo­
lution on their part. «Obliged to 
choose between A o  d ^solution of 
the Chambers and evolution to Sr 
Cuestas, they will preter the former 
in the mad hope that Julio Her­
rera with his «men from the 
north» and from other quarters 
will replace them in power and 
deliver up to them the country 
bound hands and leet for ever.» 
The S iy lo  concludes by once 
more advising the «cuestistas» 
to abandon all illusions of 
forming a parliamentary majority, 
ami to resign t^eir seats as a inean9 
of enforcing the reconstruction of 
the • hambers.

According to a contemporary Sr. 
Cuestas ha- declared himself well 
satisfied with the financial and 
economical situation of the country, 
to which the splendid harvest has 
contributed. It is added that he is 
preparing a financial statement 
showing a surplus during his ad­
ministration, thanks to the abuses 
corrected and in spite of the diinin 
ished revenue. If this is the case, the 
Government might hurry up a little 
in the conversion of Treasury Cer­
tificates.

Great Britain, Germany, and 
Belgium an equal amount of Port­
land cement.

Great Britain all the jute.
Germany and Belgium have the 

importation of sheet-glass to them 
selves. (Here is a field for British 
trade.)

France is first with drugs, fol 
lowed by Germany and Great 
Br.tain, then the United Slates and 
Italy.

Great Britain leads in ironmon­
gery, followed by Germany and 
Belgium.

Kerosene is supplied by the Unit­
ed States entirely.

Great Britain has to her credit 50 
per cent, of all the porcelain and 
china wares that reach this country; 
Germany follows her.

Great Britain is but third in mer­
ceries Fiance second, and Germ­
any first.

Fiance is first in perfumery, 
Italy in brown paper, Qelgiqin in 
whitepaper and arms ammunition 
and steanne candles.

Germany supplies 50 per cent, of 
the starch which comes to Uru 
guay, Belgium 25 per cent.. Great 
Britain but little, but she sends 25 
per cent, ol the stationery Belgium 
an equal amount..

Great Britain is almost alone in 
canvas bags, iron safes, portman­
teaux, window glass, zinc plates; 
Belgium supplies bottles.

Brazil and Argentine supply all 
the live stock imported into this 
country.

1 will now proceed to treat the 
exports in the same manner as l 
have already done the imports of 
Uruguay But first I may remark 
that agriculture is doubtless still in 
its infancy in this country, though 
tanners are now beginning to real­
ise the fact that something more 
c$n be d"'ie in order tq make their 
farms yield more for the money in- 
veste 1 therein loan by mere stock

Uruguay becoming 9ome day. not 
far distant, a fairly large grain pro­
ducing country. At present how­
ever, the quantity exported is not 
larg \

The wealth of Uruguay consists 
principally in her flocks and herds, 
which are numerous. Both the 
cattle and sheep have of late been 
greatly improved bv crossings of 
Shorthorn and Hereford bulls and 
English sheep of Lincoln and 
Southdown breeds. The horses of 
the country have, to some exient, 
been improved Irom the original 
native b eeds by the introduction 
of English horses of various class­
es, from the race horse to the 
cart horse.

I have divided the exports into 
five classes, and have also given 
the figures of tne exports for the 
year 1895, in order that a compar­
ison may he drawn between the 
amounts for those two years.

A heavy falling olf is visible 
there from for the year 1896, 
amounting to 4 5.463/ , which 
can only be attributed to the unset 
tied political state of the country.

Under the heading—live-stock — 
which I ain now about to deal 
with, Great Britain tak s but lit­
tle

Certain efforts have been made 
to establish the exportation ol cattle 
and sheep by enterprising Brit­
ish stock farmers, but appa 
rently not with a satisfactory result, 
tor tbe business seems to have 
come toan end. This may be attrib­
uted to the want of a convenient 
port of shipment A c mcessi m has 
been granted to Mr. Edward 
Cooper, an English gentleman of 
this city, for the construction of a 
port on the north coast of Uruguay, 
at a place named Coronilla for the 
express purpose of exporting cattle 
and live-stock in general.

Great Britain takes but few 
horns, France most but she 
takes nearly half the bones and 
bone ash that leaves the country.

Brazil lakes all the «charque* 
(dried salt beef.) which is Hie tood 
with which ihe negro population of 
that country are ted. This article 
might, perhaps, be introduced into 
Central Africa with good lesults.

Great Britain takes all the dried- 
blood and one-fourth ot the salted 
hides. France takes an equal 
amount of the latter

Belgium. France, and Germany 
lake the dry hides between them. 
Portugal calf skins, France and 
Italy sheep skins.

France, Belgium, and Germany 
take the largest share ol wool, 
Great Britain not so much. The 
United States but a small amount.

Great Britain takes nearly all 
the preserved and dried tongues. 
Brazil grease, followed by Great 
Britain.

Brazil takes the larger share of 
flour exported from Uruguay.

Great Britain is the largest buve* 
of the wheat that leaves the coun­
try.

Great Britain takes all the seal 
skins.

Shipping is well supplied with 
excellent provisions of every sort 
and description at moderate prices 

(W e omit the remainder of the 
Report, as dealing with the finan­
cial situation and revenue of the 
Republic for 1896 and therefore 
containing matter already suffi­
ciently familiar to our readers.)

WRECK OF THE SS «MATAURI »
W e have to report the total loss, 

in the Magellan Straits, ol the fine 
steamer «Alatauri» of the New 
Zealand Shipping Co’s line on her 
way from New Zealand to Eng 
lane. Only a few dajs ago we re­
ported that the «Matauri»had been 
delayed by an accident to her 
machinery. This had been fully 
repaired and she was a^ain steam 
iug full speed when, on January 
12th, just outside the Magellan 
Straits (W est oast) off Desolatioq 
Island, she struck in hazy weather. 
This was about 2 p. m She struck1 
twice and began to make water 
rapidly, the carpenter reporting two 
large leaks. She was run into a 
little sheltered bay called Sealer’s 
Cove and the anchor d -opped As 
she was sinking rapidly, the boats 
were provisioned and all on board 
were landed safely. Too weather 
was rough and cold, with heavy 
ram. For the two follow­
ing days the rough weather 
impeded all in tvement, but on 
the 15th the five boats lelt, 
still in bad weather. The Captain's 
boat, which had the three passen­
gers on board (two ladies and one 
gentleman) parted and went.south, 
the other four boats were compel­
led to put back The Captain’s boat 
made the Sea Shell Channel and 
on the iQth entered tne Straits, 
passed them in safety, and 
was overtaken by the British 
steamer «H)Son» 25 miles from 
Sandy Point, where all were land 
ed safely. The other four boats put 
to sea again on the atternoon of 
the l7ih, in better weather, and 
made fur Cape P lar. but during the 
night were parted b> lug On the Hth 
the Chief Olficer's boat passed tne 
Straits in safety and was picked up 
by the Chilian surveying vessel 
«Toro,» which later on also picked 
up two more of the boats. T ie 
remaining b >at was picked up the 

inglher surveying vessel,

and on the 19th the whole crew, 
62 souls in all were once more 
united at Sandy Point all well but 
having suffered some hardship. 
They were brought forward by 
the P. S. N Co*s «Orcana» which 
arrived in this port yesterday. W e 
are informed that the men behaved 
excellently throughout, the Chief 
Officer, our informant, paying a 
high tribute to ttieir conduct.

The «Matauri» Capí. C. A. Mil- 
ward is a splendid vessel, recently 
built, of some 5764 tons. She had a 
heavy cargo of frozen mutton, wool, 
grain, hides and general produce. 
She is a total loss and was under 
water when abandoned. The «Ma­
tauri» was built by Barclay, Curie 
and Co. of Glasgow, in 1896.

The British Commercial Commission.

The 5. A .  J o u rn a l learns that 
the British Government has ap­
pointed Mr. Worthington, of Man­
chester, to proceed on a special 
mission to South America, with 
the object of inquiring into the 
conditions of the local markets for 
the information of the Board of 
Trade, which has now under con 
sideralion the desirability of estab­
lishing a Bureau of Commercial 
Intelligence Mr Worthington will 
be accompannied by Sir Vincent 
Barrington who will go out on be­
half of the Associated Chambers of 
Commerce, and botn commission­
ers are expected to leave tnis coun­
try for South \merica at the end of 
the current month.

The D a ily  M a i l , in making this 
announcement observes:--

«The preliminaries of the scheme 
the first announcement of which 
was recently made by Sir 
Courtenay Boyle at Nottingham, 
continue to make steady progress 
Not only has a considerable amount 
ol expert evidence been taken from 
a number of chambers of com ­
merce. but a quantity of informa­
tion of no little value has already 
been collected. This information, 
however, does not yet suffice to 
indicate what will be the 
final character of the proposed 
scheme. That, it is suggested, 
can be ascertained only wuen the 
members of the department com ­
mittee, appointed to cons der the 
p.oposal, present their report to 
urn President ot the Board ot Trade, 
who will then submit it, accom­
panied by his own recommenda­
tions, to the Cabinet, with whom 
the ultimate decision in the matter 
will rest.*

According to a telegram publish­
ed here, Mr. Worthington started 
from England a day or two ago. 
Whether Sir V. Barrington ac­
companies him and whether these 
two gentlemen constitute the en­
tire Commission is more than we 
are able to say.

Terrible Explosion in Buenos Airrs

At half past three on Wednesday 
afternoon the inhabitants ol Flore9, 
Villa Catalinas, San Martin and 
the vicinity were thrown into a state 
of great alarm by a concussion 
and what appeared a slight oscilla­
tion of the earth, and it was at first 
reported that the national powder- 
magazine near Flores had explod­
ed. Later in the alternoon it was 
known, however, that a terrible ex 
plosion had occurred in the 
powder factory of Luis Fontana, 
at Villa Crespo near the Chacarita.

It appears that the accident was 
caused ny the bursting ot the boil 
ers of tlie engine that drives the 
machinery, and at a time when the 
operative“ were engaged at their 
work. It is estimated that there 
were no fewer than 700 cases of 
powder of 10 kilos each in the 
deposit and the whole place is a 
complete wreck. Up to a late hour 
it w h s  known that the following 
persons had been killed besides 
several others more or less serious­

LONDON NOTES
T h u r s d a y , D e c e m b e r  30.

At tbe National Liberal Club last 
night Mr. F. S. Stevenson, M.P., 
presided over a dinner that had 
been arranged at short notice in 
celebration of Mr. Gladstone’s 
birthday. Several speeches were 
made in eulogy of the great states­
man. A message was received 
from him from Canoes, and in the 
course of the evening the phono­
graph was brought into play and a 
reproduction given of part of his 
great speech in the House of Com 
mons on the House of Lords. Cele­
brations were also held at Chester, 
Ripon, Brighton, and other places.
In the course of the day a number 
of congratulatory messages were 
received at Hawarden.

Speaking at Ripon last night, at 
the local Gladstone anniversary 
dinner. Lord Ripon criticised the 
policy of the Government with re­
gard to India. The Liberal leader 
was, he reminded his hearers, re 
turned to power in 1830 to reverse 
«the forward policy » There was a 
great deal more to be said for that 
policy then than there was to-day. 
Lord’ Ripon ridiculed the idea of 
an  invasion by way of the North­
west frontier. India could not, he 
declared, bear the vast expense of 
the present campaign, the greatest 
tribal war in the history of that 
country, and the English rate­
payer would ultimately have to 
come to her aid,

A Canea Correspondent states 
that the admirals have informed 
the local authorities that they will 
rot allow the landing on the island 
of the troops which the Porte pro­
poses to send, ostensibly to relieve 
the time expired soldiers of the 
garrison.

The Indian National Congress 
yesterday passed a resolution con 
damning in strong terms the Iron- 
tier policy of the Government, 
another praying that the cost of the 
present war should bo defrayed by 
Great Britain and a third protesting 
against the gagging of the native 
Press.

Damodar Chapekar, who con­
fessed to the murder of Lieutenant 
AyefSt and Mr. Rand at Poona, 
has been committed for trial at the 
sessions there,

The death is announced of M 
Carvalho, the well-known French 
impressario and operatic manager, 
at the age of 70.

A disastrous fire occurred at 
Port-au-Prince, in Hayli, on Tues­
day morning. Eight hundred budd­
ings were burnt, including» num­
ber of warehouses, a church, and 
an hotel, and three thousand 
persons have been rendered 
homeless.

A special meeting of the Emer­
gency Committee ol the Federated 
Employers, held yesterday, had 
under consideration the result of 
o f the mon’s ballot. Their decision, 
■which lias not boen made public, 
will be placed belore a lull meeting 
o f  the Executive Council to-day. It 
is stated on high authority that in 
all probability the masters will not 
■seek further’ conference with the 
men, hut will post their present 
terms of freedom of management, 
and will throw open their estab­
lishments with the intimation that 
the men may return to work upon 
agreeing individually to the sug­
gested conditions.

Reports to bund from various 
p3l*ts of the country testify to the 
widO area of yesterday s gale. The 
storm seems to have originated in 
iho morr.ing in a c\clonic disturb­
ance off the flortli of Ireland Thence 
R travelled to Scotland, and finally 
became general. The sea in the
