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THE NATURALISATION OF 
FOREISNERS.

The oft agitated question of the 
naturalisation of foreign residents 
has suddenly come to th9 front 
once more, and, in the absence of 
more immediate political topics, 
is occupying our principal 
native contemporaries, and also 
seems likely to engage the atten­
tion of the Council of State, to 
which two Bills tor that effect have 
recently been presented.

The question is not a new one; 
on the contrary, it crops up at al­
most regular intervals, though 
it has not yet made much 
progress. Under recent govern­
ments it fell through because it 
met with tacit or open obstruction 
from the official party, who looked 
on the foreign element with no 
friendly eye, and had good reason 
to dread it's intervention or influence 
in political questions, knowing that 
the dislike and mistrust were re­
ciprocal. The «collectivity,» who 
dreaded, and not without good 
cause, the verdict of their own 
countym-n, and who employed 
every means to suffocate their voice, 
were hardly likely to be more 
liberal towards foreigners. That 
however, is completely changed. 
The foreign element has played no 
inconspicuous part in the political 
revolution oi the last nine months, 
and has done so, in every esse, at 
the express invitation of national 
elements. Sr. Cuestas in accepting 
his candidature to the Presidency, 
invited the confidence and support 
of the foreign element, at the 
same time making a generous re­
cognition of the important part 
played by that element in the wel­
fare and progress of the Republic. 
The opinion of a foreign paper on 
local political questions, instead of 
being deemed an intrusion or an 
impertinence as once would 
have been the case, is now lis­
tened to with attention and 
respect, as witness the repro 
duction of several of our recent 
articles in so prominent a journal 
as the National. And lastly, Dr. 
Ar6chaga, in introducting the Bill 
to the Council of State pays the 
following liberal tribute;—«The 
intervention of foreign resi­
dents must be highly advantageous 
to the country Amongst us, fo 
reigners constitute the conservative 
element, and the intervention of 
that element in political struggles 
is a guarantee ot peace and order. 
Foreigners will incorporate tllitn- 
selves in our parties, but devoid 
of the traditional hatreds and 
passions by which we ourselves 
are preoccupied, and consequently 
will prove a dignifying element 
. . . .  Every power is naturally ag­
gressive and requires the restraint 
Of impassible barriers; but am­
ongst us. whilst the gov­
ernments dispose ° f ‘h0
social forces, mainly created by 
the foreign element, and converts 
them into means lor consolidating 
its power, the people can only 
count on our very scanty national 
population, impotent to struggle 
against tho powerful elements 
held by tho State. This un­
fortunate disequilibrium of for­
ces can only produce, and con­
stantly hasproduced despotism,and 
for this there is only one remedy, 
that is the incorporation in the 
national sovereignty of ihe great 
number of foreigners resident 
in tbe country. Without this 
reinforcement of the popular 
lorees, the country will never see 
establis ed and dominant the long 
desired reign of Iree institutions.» 
These words have been quoted with

approval by most of our native 
contemporaries, and not one has 
been found to gainsay them

There is every reason to believe, 
then, that the old jealousy of fo 
reigners has disappeared, and its 
place is taken, at all eydnls for the 
present, by a distinct desire 
to accord them the rights and 
privileges of citizenship, within 
certain reasonable restrictions and 
conditions. Discussion, therefore, 
no longer turns on the advisability 
of admitting foreigners to citizen­
ship, but on the means of doing 
so.

As regards this, however, there 
is still great ditference of opinion, 
and the method which will 
satisfy all requiremenls does not 
yet seem to have been found. Arti­
cle 8 of the Constitution, which 
applies to the- matter, is vague and 
indecisive, and it is absolutely 
necessary to complement it by 
some legislative enactment. Two 
Bills for that purpose have been 
presented, one by Dr. E. Acevedo, 
editor of the Siglo, and the oth9r 
by Dr. Ar6chaga, but neither is 
satisfactory,as shown in a masterly 
analysis in the Razon of Tues­
day and yesterday. Least of all 
is that of Dr. Ar6chaga—we may 
say this without diminishing 
our appreciation of his liberal sen­
timents which we have quoted 
above-w ho would make natural­
isation an automatic process for 
all toreigners who, fulfilling 
the necessary conditions, do 
not make a legal declara­
tion that they wish to preserve 
their original nationality. The ob­
jections to this are obvious; and it 
is difficult or impossible to conceive 
of a change of nationality except 
by the express and voluntary act of 
the person interested. Perhaps, 
however, some more acceptable 
formula may yet be brought to 
light.

So far, the debate ha9 only 
touched one side of the question; 
namely, the best and simplest 
means of converting a foreigner 
into an Uruguayan citizen. 
Whether the foreigner is will­
ing to be thus converted and 
whether the conditions and 
methods offered to him will prove 
acceptable, are other sides ol the 
question ot no little importance, 
and these seem to be overlooked 
On a luture occasion we will have 
something to say about these.

POLITICAL NOTES.
Matters remain very quiet politic­

ally, and once more there is next 
to nothing to report. The Commit 
teesof the Council ol State are busy, 
and some important Reports are 
expected shortly. W e also soon ex­
pect to hear of the Port question 
being laid before the Council 

The Executive has issued an 
administrative Decree regulating 
the conditions under which a public 
employee may claim difference of 
salary when temporarily occupying 
a higher post than his own. The 
details would not interest our read­
ers, but the object of the Decree 
it is to put a stop to abusive 
claims.

From the statement issued by 
theOfficeof Public Credit, it appears 
that after meeting the quarterly 
services of the Consolidated 
Debt and Railway Guarantees due 
May 1st, the fund arising from the 
45 °/0 ot the Customs Revenue as­
signed to these services, leaves a 
balance to be carried forward to 
the current quarter of no less than 
$278105. We believe this is 
the largest balance carried forward 
since the present arrangement of 
the Debts,

Mr. Lessa who went to Lon­
don in connedion with the 
arrangement of the Western Rail­
ways, is expected back at tho 
end of the present month.

A furtheir modificatibn of the 
•electoral acOrd* with respect to 
the distribution of seats, has been 
the matter of frian<J!y arrange­
ment betweon the Oqmmittees 
of the parlies and is now 
practically settled. According to 
this the nationalists or «blancos» 
willhave sixseats in theSenato,cor­
responding to the six Departments 
in which tljeir predominance is 
acknowledged, and one Represen- 
ijjive lor each of the Departments 
except Sisldonado, so that no 
Department is left without «bianco» 
representation.

Dr Camps, the Postmastai Gen­
eral, has, with the acquiescence of 
the Government, taken a new and 
laudable departure in admitting lo- 
male labour into the Post Office, 
as is now done in many Euro­
pean countries. The new branch 
P. 0 . shortly to be opened 
in Calle Uruguay will have 
female clerks. I he departure is 
noteworthy, as the openings lor 
female labour in this country are 
so far lamentably few, tjnd this is 
the first instance in which females 
have been admitted to employment 
in a public olfiee.

The post of Commandant of 
Marine, vacant by the removal of 
Col Casalla, is still unfilled, and 
our contemporaries have mention­
ed five or six names of probable 
camiidates for the post which at 
first it was assured would be given 
to Col. Robido The latest candidate 
mentioned is Dr. Carlos E. Lenzi, 
a civilian.

It has been slated that a motion 
would be brought forward in the 
Council of 8tate to authorise a 
subvention—though not a wery 
large one—to enable the Ferra­
ri Opera Company to pay its 
usual visit to this capital during 
August. Several of our contempo 
raries strongly oppose tho idea, 
pointing out that the national finan­
ces are still in too critical a condi­
tion for money to bo applied to 
such a purpose. Much as we 
would like to see the Opera Com­
pany here, we feel bound to agree 
with them. Even in more flourish­
ing times, such a subvention is an 
unjust and immoral application of 
money raised by public taxation, 
for the opera only benefits - o r  
rather amuses—the privileged few, 
and it is, in effect, taxing the poor 
for the benefit ot the rich who 
ought to be able to pay for their 
own amusements. Let those who 
want the opera, subscribe to pay for 
it, and let the public moneys be 
reserved for their proper use, or, 
if fétes are neccessary, let the sub­
vention be given to popular ÍOtes 
in which the poor can join as well 
as the wealthy.

Tho French, Football and Feasting.

When the French do the hon­
ours, they do them well. The 
Parisians have given the Rugby 
football team from Edinburgh a 
great banquet. M. Casimir Pórier, 
an ex-President of the Republic, 
was in the chair. One of the great­
est of French preachers. Father 
Didom, raadea speech in favour of 
physical education. At the toast of 
• Queen Victoria,» the whole com ­
pany sang «God Save the Queen » 
Really, it is hateful to think that we 
should ever have apolitical differ­
ence witu a people who carry the 
supreme art of making themselves 
agreeable to such perlection. How 
are we to stand up against them in 
West Alrica if this goes on? Ad 
rail that these honours were, ultim­
ately, for «physical education,» 
which knows no country, still, the 
association of the tribute with the 
entertainment of a British team 
must leave us largely in their debt. 
If the French only «catch on» at 
football, they will prove most for­
midable competitors. Their sup 
pleness. their address, their quick 
ness of eye and limb, have given 
them a lead in the physical 
exercises that happen to be 
to their taste. They are the 
acknowledged kings of fence—at 
any rale, of the most graceful varié 
ty of it They are about the finest 
players at tennis—the «old origin­
al» game— in the world They lear 
no rivalry on the cycle track. One 
day, it may be hoped, all our con­
tests with them will be confined to 
sport. The Hanotaux and Salisbu- 
rys will then have to expend all 
their ingenuity on the question of a 
disputed kick-off, or of a point in 
golf. In the latter case, the Premier 
may, with still greater confidence, 
leave the direction of foreign affairs 
to his nephew. —Daily News.

Legend o f the Orange Blossom.

Like all familiar customs whose 
origin islost in antiquity, the wear­
ing of orange blossoms at a wed­
ding is accounted for in various 
ways, says an exchange. Among 
otaer stories is the following pretty 
legend from Spain:—An African 
king presented a Spanish king with 
a magnitioent orange tree, whose 
creamy, waxy blossoms and won­
derful li agance excited the admira 
lion of the whftle court. Many beg 
ged in vain for a branch of thq 
plant, but a foreign Ambassador 
was tormented by the desire to 
introduce so great a curiosity to 
his native land. He used every 
possible means, fair or foul, to 
accomplish his purpose, but all 
his efforts coming to naughi, lie 
gave up in despair The fair daugh­
ter of the Court gardener was loved 
by a young artisan, but lacked the 
dot which the family considered 
necessary in a bride. One day, 
chancing to break olí a spray of 
orange blossoms, the gardener 
thoughtlessly gave it to his daugh 
ter. Seeing the coveted prize in tbs 
girl’s hair the wily ambassa 
dor offered her a sum sufficient 
for the desired dowry, providod 
she gave him the branch and said 
nothing about it. Her marriage 
was soon celebrated, and on her 
way to the altar, in grateful remem­
brance of the source of aii her 
happiness, she secretly broke off 
another bit of the lucky tree to 
adorn her hair. Whether the poor 
Court gardener lost his fie»d in 
consequence of his daughter’s 
treachery the legend does not state, 
but many lands now know the 
wonderlul tree, and ever since that 
wedding day orange blossoms have 
been considered a fitting adornment 
for a bride.

The Antiseptic Adulteration
o f Foods.

Some recent correspondence in 
a lay contemporary has* drawn 
renewed attention to the far too 
prevalent custom of preserving 
perishable articles of food by 
means ol adding to them boracic 
acid or other antiseptic drugs. The 
tradesmen who resort to this 
method of course do so only for 
their own profit. Milk, butter, 
bacon, among others, areespecially 
treated with boracic acid in order 
to make them keep, while clotted 
cream is almost invariably dealt 
with in the same manner. Herrings 
again are pickled in the drug. 
But another product is last 
coming into the market which pro 
bably in the end will supersede the 
use of boracic acid in this respect, 
and that is formaldehyde. As an 
antiseptic it is much more active 
than the former, and thus only a 
weak solution of it is required to 
effect the purpose io view. The 
whole question, however, of pre­
serving foods by adding to them 
some variety of antiseptic is really 
amosiimportantono Irom a hygien­
ic point of view. As matters stand 
at present, the public are at the 
mercy of the milkman and the gro­
cer. These purveyors of essential 
commodities of life make addition­
al profits oui of their business 
by chemicalising the food pro­
ducts which they sell. The 
public are thus compelled to turn 
themselves into chemical absorb­
ing machines, or perish from lack 
ot nourishment. All such adultera­
tions, of course, by means of 
antiseptics are quite illegal. Under 
the Adulteration Acts the offenders 
could be summarily dealt with 
upon each occasion of their convic­
tion. That chemicalised food is 
injurious to those partaking of it is 
now generally agreed.— Medical 
F rets .

T H E  W A R .
If the war were not such a se­

rious thing, we could have laughed 
heartily over yesterday’s telegrams. 
After have assured us for three 
days, and in at least a dozen 
Messages, that the Spanish fleet 
had encountered the American 
near Puerto Rieo, they now coolly 
tell us that the Spanish fleet has 
returned to Cadiz, which port it 
entered on Tuesday I Its arrival 
there seems to be fairly confirmed, 
though, lor the matter of that, so 
was its presence off Puerto Rico 
Perhaps tomorrow we shall hear of 
its appearance in some other part 
of the globe Anyhow all the 
tales of Spanish maritime victories, 
of which the Spanish papers here 
mqde so much, have vanished into 
their air, showfng how justified 
were our suspicons of their 
reliability. Even our native contem­
poraries are beginning to complain 
of the untrustworthiness of a tele­
graphic service which plays such 
tricks.

Equally contradictory notices are 
appearing about the expedition to 
Cuba, and beyond that it has not 
yet started, nothing can be 
said with certainty. General Miles 
has gone south to Tampa to 
take charge and to superintend 
the final arrangements. The num­
bers of the expedition are given as 
anywhere from 10,000 to 100,000 
men, no two telegrams agreeing. 
According to one telegram the first 
vessel has already left Tampa with 
a regiment of infantry on board. 
Com. Sampson's squadron, tired 
ot watting for the appearance of 
the Spanish fleet, is said to be pre­
paring for the bombardment of 
San Juan of Puerto Rico.

The sensational news of the day 
is the alleged assassination of A d­
miral Montojo, who commanded Vue 
Spanish fleet destroyed \q Manila 
bay. But even about this there is 
doubt One version says that 
he was murdered by his 
own countrymen in Manila, 
disgusted with his failure; and 
another version has it that he and 
his family were all killed by the 
Tagalas (Phillipine indigenes of 
Malay origin) in an assault 
on Manila, in which many Span­
iards were also killed There are 
alsosome entirely contradictory and 
unintelligible tales about slaughter 
of monks, sisters of charity and 
hospital nurses. The tolegramson 
this head want explanation as well 
as corroboration.

A comical telegram from Mobile 
(why Mohile?; states that in Ha­
vana the Spaniards are celebrat­
ing the taking of four Amer­
ican Ports, Mobile, Boston. Char­
leston and Pensacola.by the Span­
ish Ueet.and thatgeneral Blanco tias 
given a grand banquet to celebrate 
tho event. This is probably the 
invention of some American would 
be comic paper. On the other 
hand, General Blanco is said to 
have telegraphed to Madrid (how ?) 
asking urgently for provisions and 
munitions (how are they to reach 
him ?)

The internal situation in Spain 
continues most critical, and seri­
ous disorders are reported daily 
from one pail or another. The 
greater part ot the Kingdom 
is now under a state of setge. Sr. 
Sagasta’s Liberal Cabinet would 
seetns lo have resigned -though 
the telegrams are uncertain

on this point —and General 
Martinez Campo has been called 
upon to form a coalition ministry. 
There have been some stormy 
scenes in the Cortes. The pre­
tender Don Carlos continues to 
make a fool of himself by is­
suing bombastic declarations as to 
how promptly he would settle the 
whole business if he were in pow­
er.

SUNDRIES.
—A London telegram announces 

the death oi the Duke of St. Albans, 
in his 58th year. He was a pro­
minent official at Court.

—The Princess Louise of Saxe- 
Coburg-Gotha, daughter of the 
King of Belgium and heroine of 
various escapades and scandals, 
has had her career cut short by 
being sent to a private lunatic asy­
lum at Obersteiner.

—Several persons have been kill­
ed and some 40 injured by a de­
railment on the Pernambuco rail­
way line, on Tuesday.

—The British squadron in the 
north Pacific has left for Wei-hai* 
wie. which it will shortly occupy 
on its evacuation by the Japanese 
on payment of the Chinese war in­
demnity.

—The disorders and agitations 
in Italy continue, but although the 
telegrams are voluminous they fail 
to give any clear or reliable account 
of them It seems quite con­
firmed that the Government 
ordered the artillery to fire on the 
crowd at Milan, a most barbarons 
act which will always stand to its 
disgrace. It has also ordered the 
sternest military measures to be 
taken for the suppression of all fu­
ture disorders. The agitation seems 
to be mainly socialistic in origin.

—Ferrari’s Opera Company 
made its debut in Buenos Aires 
on Tuesday evening, in Ver­
di’s «Otello,» with Tamagno. 
According to the telegrams the 
representation ol the Opera was 
the finest yet given in the River 
Plate, and surprised the audience. 
The new conductor Sr. Mugnoni is 
said to be a wonder.

—The Passion Play will be giveu 
once more at the Solis Theatre this 
evening, atcheap prices. The Com­
pany seems to find this draw more 
than the ordinary drama.

—A Spanish Zarzuela Company 
is announced to appear at the San 
Felipe Theatre on Saturday next, 
under the management of Sr. Ar­
mando Larco, a new impresario,

—A serious rebellion is said to 
have broken out in the province of 
Souan Si, in China. The rebels havo 
burnt the Custom House and tha 
residence of the British Consul, and 
fears are felt for the lives of tha 
foreign residents.

—According to the telegrams. 
Major Smith, an U. S. officer who 
landed in Cuba to confer with tha 
rebels, was captured by the Span­
ish ‘ roops and had his throat cut, 
and Mr. Whigham, a correspond­
ent of tbe Chicago Tribuna and a 
noted golf champion, was taken 
prisoner and shot in cold blood. 
Yet the Spaniards howl out about 
being insulted when told that they 
do not conduct wac like a civilised 
nation.

—The greatest empire of tho 
world is the British Empire, extend­
ing over one continent, 100 penin­
sulas, 500 promontories, 1000 
lakes, 2000 rivers, and 10,500 
islands. It surpasses the Assyrian 
Empire in wealth, the Roman Em­
pire iu population, the Spanish 
Empire in power, and the Persian 
Empire in area. The population of 
the Empire =• 402.516,8 0 —is 27 
per cent, ol the population of tha 
world; the 11;339,516 square miles 
of Imperial territory is 21 percent, 
of the land of the world.

—The multiplication of motor 
cabs, says a London paper, is not 
proceeding so rapidly as their pro­
moters had hoped.' This, it is 
informed, is not aue to any lack to 
patronage, but simply to the delay 
in the building of them. There ara 
two and thirty on the streets now. 
Only two out of fifty more ordered 
have been turned out, but it is 
hoped that the rest will be finished 
in rapid succession, and it is confi­
dently expected that tha improve­
ments in the newer vehicles, sug­
gested by experience with the first 
batch, will ba found to bo very 
deci'led. The motor cabs are. not 
often seen on cab ranks. Toe Com­
pany say that the reason of this is 
that they are getting private orders 
for them in increasing num­
bers.
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BOENOS AI RES
_At 3 30 on Monday afternoon

the members of both Houses of 
Coneress met under the presidency 
of General Mitre. At 340 Dr Uri- 
buru, president of the Republic, 
entered the Chamber, accompanied 
by his ministers and a following of 
naval, military and civil officers. 
There were several members of the 
diplomatic body present. The 
Message was then read, the chief 
points of which were as follows: 
The relations of the Republic with 
foreign countries were satisfac­
tory. The subject that principally 
occupied the attention of the Go­
vernment was the demarcation of 
limits with Chili and Bolivia. The 
attempts to settle the question are 
well advanced and there was every 
reason to think that the mattei 
would be settled soon. The obser­
vance of the treaties already con­
cluded was the best guarantee of 
its solution. The past year had been 
a critical one owing to the 
bad harvest, and might have 
been disastrous to commerce 
had not the Government econo 
mised the demand for exchange 
by availing itself of extraordinary 
measures. Imports for last year 
had been $ 98 288 948 gold, and 
exports $ 101.169 209 gold, being 
a difference in our favour of $2.880- 
351 gold. From these figures it 
appears thataltho' the country had 
exported $ 15,632.717 less than in 
1896 it had economized in imports by 
$ 13,874 643 gold. The organiza­
tion of tie Army and Navy, which 
had been one of the principal mat­
ters that had occupied the atten­
tion of the Government, was pro 
ceeding satisfactorily. With the ex­
perience that had been acquired 
many deficiencies had been cor­
rected to bring both branches of 
the service abreast of the times. A 
scheme of reform was under con­
sideration with regard to promo­
tion, retirement and the organiza­
tion of the Head quarter Staff. To 
facilitate the instruction of the 
troops and give opportunity to 
general officers to handle large 
bodies of men. divisions and 
brigades of the three arms 
had been formed under the com ­
mand of superior officers. Manoeu­
vres had been engaged in, and the 
results had been quite satisfactory. 
At the conclusion of the Message 
reference was made to the hostile 
manifestation to Dr. Moreno atSan- 
liago de Chili and to the explana­
tions offered by the Chilian Govern­
ment

—According to report Dr. Pelle­
grini will shorten considerably his 
visit to Europe, which he had in 
tended should have been extended 
to a year.

—The anual Report of the Salva­
tion Army in this city has just been 
issued. It gives an account of the 
work done in South America during 
the year 1897. The accounts, which 
refer to the headquarters here, irre­
spective of the different branches, 
show that the donations to the gen­
eral fund amounted to $¿856 97,and 
that the week of self-denial brought 
$214010. As much as §4489.15 was 
remitted from thecentreoftheorgan- 
ization in London, in order to 
meet the expenses, which amount 
to over $10.000. The receipts for 
the Social W ork, which includes 
the maintenance of the Night-Shel­
ter, amounted to $9291.62. leaving 
a balance of only $132, after 
payment of all expenses. In 
the report accompanying the 
statement of receipts and expendi­
ture, Major Pearce says: «Dur­
ing the year we have open­
ed a new branch in the Boca, 
where the work is carried on 
in English. Our hands have been 
more than occupied with the 
unusual misery that prevailed last 
season. During the year we have 
accommodated more people in the 
Night-Shelter than in any previous 
year. Our books show that 19.100 
beds have been occupied, and 40,- 
210 meals supplied.— B.A. Herald.

LONDON NOTES
Wednesday, A pril 13.

Yesterday was spent by the For­
eign Affairs Committees of both 
Houses of Congress at Washing­
ton in considering the resolutions 
with which they should report the 
President s Message. General Lee 
arrived from Havana in the after­
noon, being at once driven to the 
State Department, and the Com­
mittee will not finally draught their 
resolution until they have heard 
him. A Correspondent telegraph­
ing yesterday said that the latest 
form of the Senate resolution dir­
ected the President, «if necessary,* 
to use the whole naval and milit­
ary forces of the country to restore 
peace in Cuba. Meanwhile, the 
President remains confident in the 
peaceful outcome of the negotia­
tions, and there is an opinion that 
war will be avoided, based on the 
belief that the European Powers 
will prevail upon Spain to yield.

A Beilin Correspondent tele­
graphs the Emperor, besides the 
telegrams of congratulation already 
mentioned on the victory on the 
Atbara, addressed on the <)uoen at 
Cimie/.. Her Majesty’s reply was 
in the most cordial terms.

The wounded at the battle of the 

Atbara who are being conveyed 
down to the base as rapidly as pos­
sible, are progressing favourably.

The statement is telegraphed 
from Shanghai that a formidable 
conspiracy has been discovered in 
the Imperial Palace at Peking and 
that the lives ol some of the highest 
personages in the Empire are be­
lieved to have been aimed at. It is 
now stated definitely that the French 
demands have been conceded by 
China.

Speaking at the annual confer­
ence of the National Union ot Teach­
ers yesterday, Mr. E. Gray, M.
