THE BUDGET ANALISED.-IV .
W e resume this topic from Sun­

day last.
W e  will now turn our attention to 

the Department of War and Marine, 
which is avowedly one of the sore 
points of the Budget, though we 
doubt if all its iniquities are 
fully recognised or even generally 
known.

This Ministry is scheduled in the 
Budget at $1,918,030, but as this 
does not include various pension 
and retired lists which are sche 
duled under the heading »Closes 
Pasivas ,» the real cost is much 
more. W e  work it out as fol­
low s:—

Tbe Military Department there­
fore costs the Repablic over $3,000, 
000 out of a total Budget of $15,- 
800,000 and an internal Budget 
o f $8 ,200.000 (round figures,) 
being nearly 19 % of tbe one, and 
about 36.5 % of the other, W e have 
heard terrible tales of the cost of 
«armed peace» to Europe, but we 
certainly doubt if there is any 
European P ow er— or any other 
country on the face of the globe— 
that devotes 36-5 %  o f its internal 
expenditure to its military organis­
ation.

Out of the $1,918 000 devoted to 
the Department, the Ministry itself 
costs $40,672 and the Staff Office 
$116630, so that it may be said the 
W ar control costs $157,202. This 
provides for a Minister, a Chief of 
tbe Staff, a Lieutenant General, t i x  
Generals of Division, eleven Gen­
erals of Brigade (this does not in­
clude sundry Generals on the Judi­
cial staff and otherwise employed) 
and som e 92 other officers, offi 
cials, clerks and other dependents, 
over 110 persons in all. This 
is staff enough to control the 
army of an important military 
power and it is absurd beyond 
expression when applied to a little 
State of Uruguay, of 850,000 po­
pulation, which has little or no ne­
cessity for foreign defence, its 
neutrality in case of war being 
guaranteed by treaty, This is 
«militarism,» sheer and simple, 
and has merely been devised to 
keep in uniformed idleness a body 
of men whose energies would be 
much better directed to useful and 
productive work. All these gener­
als, colonels, and other officers, 
are absolute superfluities, they 
render no useful or necessary ser 
vices to the country, they do not 
help its progress or development 
or prosperity in any way, they are 
merely a burden on the land— 
and, when they devote themselves 
to political intrigqes. as they often 
do, they become a positive obstruc­
tion ana a danger. For all the useful 
work done by these l* o  olfices, 
they might be reduced to a joint 
stall o f 15 or at the most 20 per­
sons, and the expense reduced

to one-fifth, and the Republic 
would gain thereby in every
wav.

The military force of the Repub­

We think it would be very dufi- 
cult indeed to justify the existence 
of these eleven regiments for this 
petty neutral State of 850,000 inhab 
itants. They may be regarded as 
the legacy of two bad things; a 
stormy history in the past which 
has left the country saddled with 
unhealthy traditions of militarism, 
utterly unfitted to its resources 
and needs; and a series of bad 
governments whose power has 
been based on military support 
instead of on the consent o f  the 
people. Up to som e 30 or 35 years 
ago, the army—then of much more 
modest proportions—was in truth 
the protector of the people, since 
then it has mainly been the protec­
tor of unpopular governments 
against the will o f the people. 
At the present moment, it is 
quite innecessary for protection 
against foreign enemies, for none 
such exist; and as regards internal 
matters experience has shown it 
be quite as much a factor of mis­
trust an 1 of unrest as of security 
and order. From the politi­
cal, quite as much as from the 
economical point of view, there 
is no doubt that the Republic 
would be much better if it were le- 
duced to one-fourth or one fifth of 
its present proportions. W e quite 
understand the difficulty o f  doing 
this— so disproportionate an army 
is the master much more than the 
servant of the Government, but 
there is no reason that the task 
should not be undertaken gradual­
ly. There is much more that might 
be said on this h ea d -th e  military 
question, in fact, involves the whole 
fate of the Republic — but we 
wish to avoid political considera­
tions in these articles, and perhaps 
it would be neither opportune nor 
wise to enlarge on the topic just 
now. W e will therefore content 
ourselves by saying that, in our 
opinion, that while the military 
Department is the most costly 
costly in the Budget, there is no 
Department in woicli the money is 
Spent with less public benefit, and 
none in which there is greater 
scope for substantial reduction 
with positive economical and poli­
tical advantage to the R epub­
lic.

Military Justice costs $37.036 
for a Superior Military Tribunal, 
$27361 for a Military Tribunal ot 
Appeal, $19,361 for a Permanent 
Council o f W ar. $8514 for Military 
Fiscals, and $13.166 for the Milit­
ary Judges of Iustruction; total

J105 438. Thus the Military Ju- 
icial P ow er costs nearly a third 

as much as the Civil Judicial P ow ­
er of the entire Republic, which 
does twenty times the work and is 
ol a hundred times greater im port­
ance to the public welfare- The m o­
ney is most unprofitably spent, 
forthere is very little or no necessity 
tor the maintenance of these costly 
permanent military Courts—in fact, 
they seem merely devised as an e x ­
cuse for giving salaries to officers 
and officials, and their work is for 
the most part trivial and unim 
porlant. They are mostly occupied 
— when they are occupied at all, 
which is not very often— with trving 
petty offences against discipline, 
which could be settled just as ef­
fectually and without expense by a 
court martial of the officers of the 
regiment where the offence occu r­
red or of tho numerous undetachod 
officers who pass niqe-tenths of 
their days in sheer idleness The 
criminal olfences which they are 
occasionally called upon to try, 
such as murder, robbery and as­
sault, could be much better tried 
by the civil courts—and this 
would further have the advant­
age of teaching the lesson, a very 
necessary one here, that a military 
uniform, however bedecked with 
gold trimming, does not exempt 
the wearer from obedience to tho 
civil law and authorities, and that 
the military are not a privileg­
ed class apart from the rest 
of the Republic. Finally, there 
remain the more important but 
rarer cases of treason or sedi 
tioh, and these would be better 
tried by a special court constituted 
for each case—there are always 
plenty of unoccupied officers to 
form such a court— for the exper­
ience ol this very year has shown 
that in permanent courts the 
Judges themselves are not al 
ways ubovo suspicion. Anyhow, 
tho'cost of these military courts is 
absurdly d'sproportionate to the 
quantity and importance of the 
work they have to do, especial­
ly when com pared will» the 
civil counts, and it is open to 
great reduction, if, indeed, it 
might not bo dispensed with en­
tirely.

There are many more points in 
the military Budget open to equally 
severe criticism, but we fear to 
make the subject tedious, ao we 
break oil here.

POLITICAL NOIES.
There is a minimum of news 

from the political world. Our con ­
temporaries continue to discuss the 
question of the interim presidency, 
which threatens to becom e tire­
som e. The Nacion expresses a very 
strong opinion that the presidential 
election should take place on March 
1st, but avoids the other question 
as to whether Sr. Cuestas should 
abandon the pipvisional presidency 
on Feb. 15 The Nacional is in 
favor of the latter, but at the 
same time regards it as a mat­
ter of indifference to the party 
it represents. The best way 
to settle the question will be 
to submit it to the Council of State.

The scrutiny of the voting for 
selection of candidates for the 
«Colorado» representation of M on­
tevideo has revealed the fact that 
so far only two. Dr. Salterain 
and Dr. Dufort y Alvarez, have re 
ceived the necessary two thirds 
votes to figure as candidates. 
Sr. Battle y Ordoflez was short 
of 6 or 6 votes to figure as 
candidate for the senatorship. 
Another poll will therefore have 
to be taken next Sunday. Mean­
while som e of the most pro 
minent candidutes are withdrawing 
from the competition, probably d is ­
gusted at the dissensions and quar­
rels in the party, which is more a 
congeries of rival cliques than a 
genuine political party.

W e  find nothing else worth men­
tioning in the political line.

TH E L AT I N W O U L D .
(B . A . Herald.)

Appearances are often very d e ­
ceptive, but if one were to look 
ahout the world to day with the 
view of obtaining a correct impres 
sion of tbe conditions of the various 
Nations, he would be struck with 
the apparent demoralization and 
degeneracy of the Latin race There 
is not one section of it which shows 
the least evidence of progressive 
wisdom  and energy. France, 
which has a preponderance of 
Latin blood, has fur years shown 
an unexampled degree of co r ­
ruption in high places, and un 
wisdom  has reached the point of 
recklessness in the administra­
tion of public affairs. W e  have 
witnessed the PanamA scandal, 
which show s that there is no plane 
o f life which the dry -rot o f corrup­
tion has not reached; and following 
that has com e the Dieyfus case, 
which is the most shocking and 
terrible indictment on officialism 
that the world could conceive; and 
civilization stands aghast at the dis 
closures which have been already 
made It is evident that justice and 
chivalry have parted com pany with 
the rulers of the French Nation, 
and that there is no depth of deprav­
ity to which they will not descend.

If we pass to Spain, the recent 
war has abundantly shown that 
she has becom e degenerate and 
may be left out of count when 
modern problems are proposed 
for solution; nor is there any rea­
son to believe that she can recover 
her place among the Nations. Italy, 
during recent years, has shown an 
increase of vigour, but present in 
dicalions are in the direction ofa  re­
trograde condition or policy. She 
has on hand as manv difficult prob­
lems as she can well manage; and 
her attempts at the colonization of 
the East, which, if successful 
would maintain for her a place 
among the great powers of Europe, 
have resulted in disasters and de­
feat. The nations which today are 
leading tho march of civilization 
are Russia,’ Germany, Great Bri 
tain and tho United States. These 
are the countries which are to give 
shape and direction to the trend of 
allairs for the com ing generation. 
How far this leadership will go, 
how long it will last, and what rel­
ation each of lho3e countries will 
bear to the other and to the politics 
of the world, remains to be seen: 
but without doubt thes9 are the gov­
erning races and are those only 
which are advancing in power and 
influence.

If this diagnosis of tho present 
situation and forecast of tho future 
are in any degree correct, the 
Latin race, we must admit, is in 
decadence. There is but one re­
gion where this race show s any 
signs of vitality, and that is in this 
part of the world. Here the Latin 
race governs and gives direction 
to events and shapes policies, and 
here there is a positive develop 
ment which, if slow, is certain and 
visible. Here there is to be built 
up a nation or people in whom the 
Latin element will be greatly pre­
dominant; but it will show a m od­
ification which is ever to be found 
under altered circumstances. The 
Argentine will be largely Latin, but 
he will not be Spanish, or Italian, 
or French. He will take on the 
characteristics of all mixod races, 
and out of this will com o a 
renewed life and vigour which 
are being shown nowhere elso 
in that race. No oue will

claim that very much has been 
done or obtained in this way 
up to the present time; but the dir­
ection has been taken, and there 
remains only the development of 
the life of the Nation. A s fast and as 
far as it is made, these facts and 
characteristics will appear; and it 
may com e to pass that the former 
glory of the Latin people will be re 
vived in the New W orld under 
modified conditions.

Polioo and Public in Germany.
Berlin, Oct. 2.

Another secret rescript is pub­
lished here, of course by the Social 
Democratic «Vorw&rts,» It is ad ­
dressed by the Minister of tho In­
terior to the District Governor of 
Erfurt, and deals with the attitude 
o f the police in street dem on­
strations and riots. The con ­
tents are strange, to say the 
least. The police, the Minister says, 
ate too humane. They must use 
their swords and revolvers with 
greater energy. The document, 
which is evidently genuine, throws 
a glaring light upon the deplorable 
policy the Prussian Government 
has adopted towards Socialism. 
Any comment would only weaken 
its impression. It speaks for itself. 
The Minister says:

From  the reports of the recent 
street riots in that town, it is evid- 
eut that the police, after they had 
been compelled to make use of 
their arms, did not do so  at once 
effectively. It is to this that it was 
chiefly due that they did not sue 
ceed in nipping the tumults in the 
bud, but that further excesses took 
place, which, if energetically 
dealt with at the right time, 
could have been prevented. Such 
lamentable occurrences are cal­
culated to endanger the authority 
of the State and its functionaries. 
Under no circumstances should 
there in such cases exist any doubt 
that the police authorities are in a 
position and willing to mako use 
with full determination of their 
weapons lor the protection o f pub­
lic peace, order, and safety. I there­
fore take occasion to remind you 
that the police as soon as they are 
obliged to interfere with a crow d 
assembled in the public streets or 
squares are to make at once ef­
fective use of their weapons after 
the usual sum mons to disperse has 
been three times made. If firearms 
have to be used it must be done 
energetically, and above all things 
so called blank shots over the 
heads of the crow d are to be omitt­
ed. Policemen, as well as gendar 
mes, where interference becomes 
necessary in street riots or at pub­
lic meetings, must strike, not 
with tho fiat, but with the edge of 
their swords.

This monstrous decree becomes 
the more monstrous when the cir­
cumstance is known that at the 
trial in which these riots at Erfurt 
culminated, such impartial witness 
es as a clergyman and an aider- 
man gave evidence that the police 
had acted with ruthless brutality, 
which had caused the greatest in­
dignation am ong the on-lookers.

Prohibition in Canada.
A Dominion plébiscite taken on 

the 29th Sept., on the question of 
the prohibition of the liquor traffic 
show s, on a small vote, a majority 
of about 17,000 in favour of prohib 
ition. It is improbable that any le­
gislation will follow.

Standard, Oct 1.
The results of the poll taken in 

Canada on the issue of forbidding 
the importation, manufacture, or 
sale of alcoholic liquors show that 
there is no chance at present of le­
gislation on the lines desired by the 
Prohibitionists. The voling-through- 
out the Dominion is expected to 
disclose a slight majority in favour 
of this policy; but the figures re­
corded in som e of the large towns 
have yet to be made known. Ever) 
if they should bo what the T em ­
perance enthusiasts desire, the lead 
given to the Ministry by the popular 
vote will not be strong enough to 
compel them to act. A Statesman 
of the capacity of Sir W ilfrid 
Laurier is not likely to attack 
precipitately a problem so man­
ifestly unripe as this. The opi­
nion of Quebec, a Province in 
which the Prohibitionists have 
never been able to make much 
headway, is decisively expressed 
by a majority of fifty thousand 
against the proposal; and in a 
social question of this magnitude 
the views of so rich and populous 
an area can not be over rid den .. .  
The truth is that Prohibition, wheth­
er in districts or over large areas, is, 
and must be, a failure so long as 
human beingsehoose to drink a lco­
holic beverages. There is no race 
of mankind, however low  in tho 
scale of civilisation, which does not 
make an intoxicant ol som e kind; 
and there has never been a time in 
recorded history when wine was 
not regarded as among the bestgifls 
of Nature Though the world has 
become more teinperate.and drunk­
enness is every where decried as a 
vice no longer to be tolerated, there 
ia no real diminution in the dosire 
lor the rightful use of alcoholic li­
quors Until there is, Prohibitionists 
and all who would deprive others 
o fa  liberty wnich they do not thein-

selves wish to exercise - or dare 
not, lest they become drunkards — 
cannot hope for success. A  better 
knowledge of human nature would 
tell them that their elforts are fore­
doom ed to failure.

— News has been received thal 
the river steamer «Tridente» has 
grounded on the rocks at Cor- 
ralitos, in the River Uruguay, 
opposite Concordia, soon afior 
leaving Salto on W ednesday 
afternoon. The passengers were 
landed at once, and her cargo, 
mainly jerked beef, is being taken 
out in order to lighten her. W e be­
lieve that so far the vessel is not 
considered to be in any serious 
danger.

— Tbe German Emperor and 
suite will start from Jerusalem on 
their return to Berlin, to-day.

—A vast conspiracy against R us­
sian rule is said to have been dis­
covered in the city of Lodsi, 
Poland, and no fewer than 400 
persons have been arrested.

— Whilst leaving the Solis Thea­
tre on W ednesday evening, Sr. 
Julio Busto Sanchez, a visitor from 
Buenos Aires staying at the Globe 
Hotel, had his pocket picked of a 
pocket book containing notes and 
cheques to the value of over $ 1000. 
So tar the authors of the robbery 
have not been discovered. Suspi­
cion has fallen on two well-dressed 
men whom he observed to ba 
watching his movements during 
the day, and who sal near him 
among the audience.

— W hat is the proper way of 
making tea? Dr. Goodfellow, of 
tbe East London Technical College, 
in an interesting lecture on «Toa 
and Tea Drinking,» has been g iv ­
ing an elaborate answer to this 
question. There are three soluble 
bodies in tea, the doctor points out. 
The first, called theine, a nitrogen­
ous substance, is altogether bene­
ficial in its effects and a fine stim­
ulant; the second, an aromatic oil, 
gives the peculiar odour which we 
alwaysassociate with the cup which 
cheers but does not inebriate; but 
the third, tannic acid, is to be 
avoided as—and, in fact, is —poi­
son. Good housewives, therefore, 
must aim al obtaining the greatest 
quantity of the first, and the least 
ot the third, ingredient. Dr. Good- 
fellow 's advice is as follows: It is, 
of course, com m on knowledge that 
the teapot must be first warmed. 
But the pot, wo are told, must be 
warmed dry by the fire, and the tea 
is to remain in the heated teapot for 
half a minute with the lid on before 
the boiling water is poured on The 
ductor favours earthenware pots, 
long adopted by the initiated.

-The telegrams over the Fash- 
oda question are simply hopeless.
1 hey insist, with repeated prolix­
ity of detail, that Great Britain 
is making feverish preparations 
for war on a large scale, and at 
the same time say that the question 
is being settled peaceably and that, 
France, at all events, has no 
intention of going to war over 
it. They even quote leading 
French papers which recognise 
that France is not in a position to 
accept war with England. These 
statements are difficult to reconcile, 
yet there seems to be something in 
the tale of war preparations.for wo 
see that the Cape Government has 
voted an annual grant of £30,000 to 
the imperial navy, and that «there 
is great patriotic enthusiasm over 
the war which is considered immin­
ent.

— The telegrams are trying to 
raise a new alarm in the Far East, 
over the circumstance that the 
British squadron has suddenly 
concentrated at W ei hai wei, and 
the Russian at Port Arthur. This is 
interpreted as meaning that Rus­
sia means to take advantage 
of the preoccupation of Gt Britain 
with France to make another 
move towards the absorption of 
China.

— A Washington telegram stales 
that the Cabinet has approved the 
proposal ol Mr. McKinley to pay 
Spam ar.i indemnity for the aban­
donment of the Phillipines. The 
telegrams respecting the peace ne­
gotiations in Paris are as contra­
dictory as over, and state that 
they are on the point o f concluding 
satisfactorily and on the point of 
rupture in the same breath.

— Col. Parsons, in command of 
the garrison at Kassala, and at 
present with a force at Gedaref, 
has reported that 4000 of the 
Dervishes who escaped from Om- 
durman have surrendered and 
have delivered up their arms to 
him

They decided to fix slipp­
er-brakes, alroady ordered, in or­
der to satisfy the public, and to 
attach another sand-box. They de­
termined, however, to ’ take no 
action for stopping the cars in 
view of the reports as to the 
efficiency of brakes.

Five men were shockingly in­
jured yesterday by the collapse of 
a baulk of timber, holding up a 
tunnel in course of construction 
near Crewe.
