Holidays.

Monday aud Tuesday next being
kept as Carnival Holidays, we regret
to announce that The Montevideo
Times will not appear again until
Thursday morning next, March 3.

Parliament.

In the Chamber of Senators, on
Friday, various petitions respecting
pensions were referred to Comittee.

Sr. Alcides Montero asked to be
excused from serving on the Com-
ee of Accounts, as he bad been
Minister of Finance during part of
the period to be examined. This was
conceded, and Sr. Duncan Stewart
was named in bis place.

The Bill, recommended by the
Committee of Finance, granting aD
extraordinary credit of §24,000 to
tbo Rural Association for the repre-
sentation of the Republic in tlie
Chicago  Exposition was then
brought forward. Alter a very short
disoussion it was approved in ge-
neral and in detail.

The sitting then closed.

THE CONVERSION SCHEME.

The French mail delivered yester-
day morning brought us some Lou-
don and Antwerp papers of Feb. 1-4,
the intermediate dates from Jan.
23-31 we expect in the Royal mail
which was not delivered at the time
of writing. These will contain the
particulars of the famous Bank of
England «circular» respecting the
Conversion scheme. From the papers
referred to above we gather that
something of the kind had been issu-
ed, and had been received with great
surprise and the severest criticism,
as might have b en expected.
The Conversion business, up to
February 4, was still in a muddle,
the bondholders in Europe were ob-
stinately refused any information as
to the amount of bonds offered for
conversion, the opposition was not
conquered, and it is again only too
evident that the announcements
made here as to the success of the
scheme were false, and that the
business was being loaded with
double dealing and deliberate mis-
statements, both here and in Lon-
don. We ask our readers to restrain
their impatience until our next issue
when we will give them a more
complete exposition of this eminently
discreditable ’

Since writing the above we have
received a copy of this wonderful
«circular,» whichiilimited tothe few
lines produced below. We reserve
comment.-—

This company has issued i.s
account to the end of December last.

Call on the Shareholders.

Unpleasant, but not unexpected,
news arrived yesterday for the local
shareholders in the unfortunate
English Bauk, to the effect that a
call has been made by the official
Receiver of £12. 10s. per share. We
have been unable to find the official
announcement of the call, but the
following paragraph appears in the
Financial News ot February 2,—

«Shareholders in the English Bank
of the River Plate have beeu un-
pleasantly surprised by a call of
£12.10 sh. per share. MaDy ol them
were until recently under the im-
pression that the uncalled .;“10. p.
share on their ~20 shares was the
Iull extent of their liability. The fact
is, the ordinary creditors have a
claim against the uncalled capital to

its full extsut, until their claims aie
satisfied, but the note issue of the
bank must be provided for in full,
in any case. The issue of notes at
Montevideo has necessitated this call
ot £2 10 ashare in addition to the
balance uncalled on their nominal
value.»

The extra call of £2 10s, beyond
the nominal value of the shares,
seems to us very hard, if not unjuct,
and we expect it will be disputed.
The liability of the shareholders
being ed, it is certainly difficult
at first sight to understand how they
can be made liable for more than the
nominal value of their shares. Ac-
cording to the local law, notes have
preference over all other debts of
the bank,butneither thisnoranyother
law that we are aware of, converts
them into an extraordinary liability
for the shareholders iu addition to
the ordinary liability of their shares.
We know that local legal opinion is
coutrary to this extra call. However,
itis a delicate point, in which con-
flicting laws of two countries have to
be reconciled,aud therefore we do not
feel competent to offer an opinion.
The question, be it noted, is oua
that affects all shareholders in a
Bank of issue, and therefore we
trust steps will be taken to arrive ac
a proper legal opinion.

Quinine is
a good thing, and faith a better; but
the drug will probably beof more
use during convalescence. The main
thing, however, is bed, and then the
doctor. If he comes you will, of
coarse, follow his directions; but if
you manage without him, as you
very likely may ina simple case,
get uE when you feel better—say,
after one, two, or three days; butstay
in the house until you have recover-
ed your strength, and when you do
go out wrap up carefully and avoid
fatigue. Eat and drink whut you
please so long as it is good and

wholesome. It is impossible to
say more thau this usefully, and |
am aware of some unwisdom

in saying so much. Mankind may be
divided into those who take too much
care of themselves and those who
take too little. The former will grasp
at every excuse to jump Into bed,
and will experience the Symptoms of
iufluenza at least once a day; while
the latter will 9hy, «It is only a
feverish cold,» and will go about
their business when they have really
got it. But, eveu at the risk of
encouraging shirkers aud valetudin-
arians, it is worth While to try and
save others from a very real danger;
aud therefore | repeat, Go to bed if
yon feel decidedly out of sorts. A
feverish cold is not to be trifled with
in an iufluenza year. Nor is thero
any economy in fighting it; the
earlier you nurse it, the sooner you
will get over it.

In ordinary case* fairly strong
people will find the foregoing advice
quite sufficient. | have tried it on
my own corpus vilein a bad attack
with excellent results. At least it is
safe; aud | would strongly warm
people against trusting either to
powerful remedies whioh they may
see recommended or to their own
knowledge. And this warning applies
particularly to the weakly and
to those cases in which complications
arise. All talk about «cutes* and
«infallible remedies» p-oceeds from
ignorance or quackery, and embodies
a very mischievous delusion, to
which I have already referred.
No treatment of a drastic kind
can be universally applicable to
this or any other disorder, because
different people are so differently
affected that what suitsone case will
not suit another. The Duke of
Clarence aud the Khedive died from
nominally thesame illness—influenza
followed by pneumonia: but the
leading features of one casewere high
temperature, delirium, and collapse;
while those of those of the other
were paiu, inflammation of the
kidneys,and uraemio poisoning. How
can there be a routine treatment in
severe cases ?» The danger of relying
on it is shown by the extremely
unsatisfactory reportontheKhedive'a

One more poiut: how is influenza
to be avoided ? From the immense
mass of observations that bave been
collected it is clear that the disease
is infectious, but ouly formidably
so where numbers of people aro con-
gregated together, as in the Hous3
uf Commons, sohools, workshops,
factories, and so on. The poison
seems to bo bred under these cir-
cumstances in very large quantities
orinavery virulent form. At any
rale, crowded places are dangerous.
Therefore, avoid them if possible.
For the rest «take care of yoarself,*
live wholesomely, avoid fatigue, cold
and wet. Here again the shirker will
see his chance, but that oannot be
helped.

THE ENGLISH POETRY OF 1891.

English poetry has received two
curious accessions this year from two
eminent men, who have won distinc-
tion in other fields. The general
opinion has beeu that both Mr.
Ruskin and Mr. Lecky would have
done more wisely to leave their
verses to the decent obscurity of
manuscript. That Mr. Ruskin should
be able to write good verse would
surprise no one; but, asa matter of
fact, this master of splendid poetical
prose is not, and apparently has
never beeu, anything more than a
promising apprentice in verse As
for Mr. Leuky, che most indulgent
critic could only pronounce his
poems a harmless failure. The
more serious poets have, mean-
while, been dumb, aud, indeed,
the poetic harvest of the year
is altogether alightone. Lord Ten-
nyson aud Mr. Swinburne have con-
tributed nothing, or nothing of im-
portance; Mr. William Morris, still
giving up to Socialism what was
meant for mankind, writes in prose
a vapid and uninteresting romance
called «News from Nowhere», which
is only superior in its grammar to
the latest American versions of the
«Utopia » Sir Edwin Arnold, besides
translating Japan into the language
of modern journalism, has published
another of his metrical commenta-
ries on the great religions of the
East and West. Mr. Lewis Morris
has issued a blank verse «Vision of
Saints», which will not disapuint
those who like the poetry of Mr.
Lewis Morris. In «The Outcast» Mr.
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Robert Buchanan tried to treat the
story of the Flying Dutchman in
what is understood to be the «<Byron-
ic» vein, Lord Houghton's «Stray
Verses» were graceful, pleasant,
and refined, and not unworthy the
son of Richard Monckton Milnes;
and Mr.Walter Crane's«ltenascence,»
though unequal and over-ambitious,
showed some power and feeling. Mr.
R. L. Stevenson's Samoan «Ballads»
showed once more that this ac-
complished artist in prose is in no
true sense a poet. There is not much
connection, as yet, between poetry-
even modern poetry—and themodern
drama; jbut the drama, so we have
been informed rather frequently this
year, is steadily beooming more
«literary.» The chief tokan of this
change, so far as we have been able
to observe, is a steady shower of
lectures, essays, and articles about
the theatre, and a furious cult of
certain foreign «masters,» who write
in languages which their enthusiastic
disciples in this country do not as a
rule understand.— Standard.

THE LARGEST SHIPS AFLOAT.

The French five-master France is
the largest sailing ship afloat. She
was launched in September 1890,
from the yard of Messrs. D. W.
Henderson at Partick, tor Messrs.
Bordes et Fils, and her dimensions
ate as follows: Length 361 feet,
breadth 49 feet, depth 36 feet. Her
net register tonnage is 3,624, with a
sail area of 49,000 square feet; and
not long since shecarried an enor-
mous cargo of 6,900 tons of coal on
her maiden passage from Barry to
Rio de Janeiro. The largest British
ship is the Liverpool, of 3,330 tons,
built of iron by Messrs. Russell A
Co., on the Clyde. She is 333 feet
long, 48 feet broad, and 28 feet deep.
Her four masts are each square-
rigged; but she is far from clumsy

aloft, is easily handled, and has
run fourteen knots an hour for
a whole day. Next in size is

the Ralgrave of 3,078 tons. The
United States ship Shenandoah, of
Bath, Maine, built by Messrs. Sewal
& Co. of that port, is thelargest
wooden vessel in existence. She is
is 3,268 tons register, and carry about
5.000 tons of heavy cargo. She has
just left San Francisco, California,
with 112,000 centals of wheat, worth
176.000 dols. This is the largest
grain caigo on record. Another
woodent vessel, the Rappahannock,
also built at Bath, Maine, is 3,053
tons register, cost 126,000 dole.; and
706 tons of Virginia oak, together
with 1,200,000 feet oi pine timber,
were inused in her conttruction. The
largest British wooden ship is the
Three Brothers, of 2,063 tons register,
built at Boston, United States, in
1855. She is 323 feet long, 48 feet
broad, and 31 feet deep.— Chambers's
Journal.

PHYSICAL TRAINING.
TURMOBELL MACKENZIE IN THE «NEW
BEVIEW.»

When is it sale to begin training?
The answer is, when growth is so lar
complete as to make the body able
to bear the oxtra strain pub on its
resources by the increased work it
has to do under training. Before the
eighteenth year, the shafts of the
limb bones are not fully ossified,
and ibis not till asomewhat latter
period that the upper and lower por-
tions of these bones, which develop
separately, become firmly soldered
to the shaft. Even after that growth
still goes on, and the bony frame-
work of the body is not fully conso-
lidated till between the twenty-fifth
and thirtieth years. The heart, lungs,
and other organs do not attain their
full development till about the same
period, the greatest progressive
growth taking place between the eigh-
teenth and twenty-fifth year. From
thosedata it maybe concluded that no
sovere course of athlotio training
should be undergone before the age
ofeighteen at least, and no prolong-
ed el!# 1requiring ondurance as well
as mueoular strength, such as rowing
in the University Boat Race, or the
long marches and othor fatigues of a
campaign, should bo undertaken
beforo twenty. Even at that ago
rapid training for an athletic contest
of any severity should not be under-
gone without a warranty of sound-
ness having first boon obtained
from a medical man.

NEW STREET SIGNALLING
APPARATUS.

An apparatus for stroot signalling
has been invented by the chief of
the Glasgow Fire Brigade, Mr.
Paterson, and is about to be exten-
sively adopted in the streets of
Glasgow. Tho apparatus consists of
a post to bo fixed at tho curb ol tho

pavement; upon the post is a box'

containing n telephone. Tho box
is locked, but keys are to bo
liberally supplied to citizens who
may apply for them. The keys will
bo numborod, and once introduced
into tho lock cannot bo withdrawn
by the possessor, so that false alarms
will be rendered almost impossible.
Tho telephone will be in connection
with tho district and central polico
offices, and may bo used in caso of
fire, robbery, riot, or other emer-
gency. A eignal tor use by day or
night in order to attract tho attention
of policemen in the neighbourhood
is fitted on top of the box. The
apparatus has been patentod by the
Corporation of Glasgow.— Indus-
tries.

SCRAPPY READING.

The legion of penny prize-giving,
life-assuring periodicals that cover
our bookstalls in garmonts of divers
colours are not conducive to sound
brain growth or to intellectual de-
volopomenfc They are undeniably
amusing, generally puro in tone, and
full ot scrappy information, and
great helps in passing tho time in a
long railway journoy. Nevertheless,
though not un unmitigated evil,

tboy aro far from being on
unmitigated good. Tho jolting,
discordant sequcnco of detached

paragraphs inflicted on the brain
week after week produces by slow
and sure degrees a d sinclination at
first and a disability afterwards for
connected and useful reading. The
brain is continually jerked about
every minute or so from one titbitto
another, digests nothing though it
tastes all, and gets both impatient
and impotent when set down to any
serious and useful piece of work.
There can be no doubt the incessant
reading of this very light literature
undermines the mental faculties as
surely as small dram-drinking doe9
the bodily powers. Each one should
cultivate the steady reading ofgood
books, which is greatly on the de-
cline, and has now to be bolstered up
by Chatauqua Union and other de-
vices; while at the same time they
should use this light literature in the
same proportion as they do cayenne
pepper with their food.—Leisure
Hour.

THEVOICE OFTHE SLUGGARD.

In the present demand for an
eight hours* day we hear tLe voices
or many sluggards in a carefully
prepared concert. Wo do not, of
course, deny that other and better
elements may enter into this demand;
but that it is largely inspired by the
simple taste for inaction is shown
pretty clearly by tho opposition
which it encounters from the better
class of working-men. There is,
moreover, another aspect of the
question which should not be
overlooked. Hitherto, though indo-
lence has been recognised as a
constant factor cf human conduct,
it has always been condemned as
a weakness. Nowadays, under the
teaching of democratic aestheticism,
it is fast becoming consecrated as a
right. We are thus presented with
a curious subversion of thetradition-
al attitudes of the classes and tho
masses. The value and dignity of
work are far better appreciated
among the educated classes than
among the «toiling millions.» The
gentleman is now the worker the
working-man prefers rather to take
his ease— usually in his inn, so long
as the publican will serve him. The
supposed right of every man to a
certain amount of leisure must
always remain subject to the
necessities of existence. Life is
too strenuous nowadays for the
sentimental fooleries of eight-
eenth-century socialism. Criticism
has long ago torn the doctrine of
natural rights to tatters. A
man has no more an abstract right
to leisure than he hasan abstract
right to a thousand a year. Still
less is he entitled to put forward this
fictitious right as a justification for
interfering with the liberty of his
follows, by imposing upon them a
compulsory idleness. Recreation is
an honest luxury which no one need
be ashamed of desiring. But, (ike
most other relaxations, it is only
legitimate when it has been honestly
earned, and differs toto ccelo from the
selfish indolence with which it is
often confounded. Finally, though
the mere sluggard may be tolerated
with the indifference of contempt,
when he begins to assume tho airs ot
a tyrant it is high time that he
should be crushed.— World.

A GEOLOGICAL PUZZLE.

The Rev. Owen Watkins has been
prospecting in Mashonaland, in the
interests of the Wesleyan Miisionary
Society. In a recent letter lie says
he is presumably the first white man
to see tho Mount of Footprints,
which he thus describes:--«At last
we came to one large mount of rocks
on the top of the hills. Here are
thousands of impressions on the
granite rock. Hundreds of human
footsteps, thousands ot footprints of
animals -lions, jackals, wolves, and
antelopes. On the top of the mount
the appearance is as if acrowd of
animals and men had rushed togeth-
er in fright. At whatever period
these footprints were made, it must
have been before the outer surface
of the rock had hardened. The
distance from where the footprints
begin to where they culminate on
the mount is 200 yards.»

THE CHANNEL TUNNEL.

With reference to the Channel
Tunnel, a Bill will be presented to
Parliament in which power is sought

to oxecuto further experimental
works, vesting iu tho Lord of
the Treasury the sole right of
determining tho expediency of
continuing such works, sub-
ject to such conditions, restrict-
ions, and requirements as they may

prescribe. It is also provided that
in the event of such experimental
works proving successful, the
Channel Tunnel Company may be
required within ten years to sell
them to the Lords of tho Treasury.
Tlio Bill also provides for the
South-Eastorn and I ondon, Chatham
and Dover Railway Campamos
participating in the execution of the
work, whether experimental or
permanent.
