POLITICAL NOTES.

The second discussion in detail 
of the amended Law of Civic Re­
gister com menced in the Council of 
state on Thursday and had not 
concluded when the Council was 
counted out at 7.40. Som e moro 
verbal amendments were introduc 
ed. It was expected to conclude 
the discussion yesterday, when 
the Council would at once pro 
ceed to the naming of the E lec­
toral Boards.

The Dia is responsible for the 
following particulars respecting 
the Fort scheme with which the 
Executive is now busily occupied. 
— It is proposed to undertake the 
works without recourse to any 
loan whatever, thus avoiding any 
increase of the terribly heavy pub 
lie debt. Instead, the port will be 
constructed, though perhaps rather 
more slowly, with funds created by 
national resources. For this pur 
pose, the Government will rees­
tablish the 2 1/2% additional import 
duly and an equal extra duty 
on exportation, whilst toe period 
of construction lasts, believing 
that this tax will not be found 
objectionable in view of the 
great object and of the impulse 
which the building of the port will 
speedily give to com merce and in­
dustry. (It may be remarked that 
if a loan was obtained, a similar 
tax would probably have to 
be imposed to meet the 
service.) It is estimated that 
this tax will produce about a mil­
lion dollars the year(w e doubt this, 
especially if the Customs tariff is re­
vised) which will be sufficient to 
meet the expenses of the prelimina­
ry works. These works will 
be otfered to public tender, 
it being made a condition 
that material found in the country 
shall be used as much as possible. 
A s soon as the construction is suf­
ficiently advanced to be of service, 
port dues will be charged, the re­
sult going to increase the building 
fund. The cost of the complete 
port, estimated by Mr Gu6rard at 
thirty million dollars, has been re­
duced by tho Minister of Foment to 
fifteen millions. For the construc­
tion of certain important supple­
mentary works, an internal loan 
will be issued, guaranteed 
by the fees to be charged for 
their use The entire business will 
thus be in the hands of the Govern­
ment from first to last, and the pay­
ment of fees, interests and com ­
missions to financial syndicates 
will bo entirely dispensed with. 
W e reserve comment until more 
is known.

The news of the day ia tho 
bombshell which the Government 
sent to the Tribunals on 
Wednesday afternoon. In this 
note—the text of which we hope to 
see published —the Minister of 
Government makes definite and 
concrete charges against the 
administration of Justice, and 
gives warning that if the irregular 
ilies complained olare not promptly 
remedied, the Executive will make 
use of its extraordinary facul­
ties and intervene. Tho note 
is said to have caused no 
little consternation amongst learn­
ed members of the Tribunal, 
and they held a grave consulta­

tion, the results of which are kept 
in reserve, except that it is known 
that they have commissioned Dr. 
Fein to make a strict investigation 
into the affairs o( the 1st and 2nd 
Criminal Courts. (W e  venture to 
suggest the Correctional Court as 
a fit subject for investigation as 
well, for we have had some person­
al experience of its irregularities.)

The idea of taking a plebiscite in 
favor of the «electoral accord» 
9eems to gain ground, and 
according to the Siglo steps will 
shortly be taken to put it into prac 
tice.

DECLINING INFLUENCE OF THE 
PRESS.

N e w  Y ork  E vening P ost.
W hen one com es to discuss the 

causes of the decline in influence, 
they seem patent enough. Fifteen 
years ago it was discovered by 
some clever speculators that there 
was a great deal of money to be 
made in journalism by newspapers 
of the type introduced by the late 
James Gordon Bennett, which made 
no pretence of earnestness, which 
printed everything that people 
would be likely to read, without 
regard to private feelings, or accur­
acy, or importance, and which, 
above all things, startled people, no 
matter how, by invention, by head­
lines, or pictures. Their success 
had a gradually increasing effect 
on the older and more serious pa­
pers. It diflused through the whole 
newspaper world the idea that if 
you wished to increase yoar circu­
lation you must do it, not by im- 

roving the quality of your matter, 
ut by greater triviality, more per­

sonal gossip, more attention to the 
amusements of the community, 
less to its morals, or religion, or 
politics; more weddings, dances, 
lunches, engagements, more scan­
dals, crimes, offences, and more 
queer things generally

Every paper seemed to feel this 
in a greater or less degree. All 
«new features» were sure to be 
something childish or ijilly. At last 
there appeared on the scene papers 
containing nothing btit a hodge­
podge of pictures, sensations, lies, 
inventions bogus interviews, ridi­
cule of all the decencies and res­
pectabilities of human existence, 
which in appearance and matter 
would seem intended simply for a 
lunatic asylum, or a school of ill- 
taught boys. The notion that such 
papers are meant for sane adults 
would in most countries seem in 
credible. The most extraordinary 
part of the decline was the 
appearance of one paper which 
struck out the novel line of abusing 
and ridiculing e"erybody whom 
the community considered good or 
respectable, highly eulogising the 
persons whom the community 
considered criminal or depraved, 
and treating most of the subjects 
which the community considered 
serious as good jokes and fit sub­
jects for ridicule. The success of 
this was very great for twenty live 
years. The papor circulated among 
thousands of people passing for 
grave and decent, who enjoyed its 
paradoxes and its satire, and found 
its indifference to truth amus­
ing; and the editor was invited 
to at least one university to lecture 
to the students on «journalism,» 
and preserved until his death, 
among large numbers, a reputation 
for wit, scholarship, and general 
editorial «greatness.» A generation 
grew up under his influence which 
naturally learned to doubt the va­
lue of everything but money, the 
sincerity of all reformers, tho ge­
nuineness of all morality, and the 
utility of patriotism for anything 
but war.

The phenomena we are describ­
ing appeared most prominently in 
New York, but in some degree in 
every city. During the campaign of 
last year for sound money, tho 
newspaper of largest circulation in 
New England expressed no opinion 
on one side or the other, but oc­
cupied itself during the canvass 
solely with crimes, scandals, sen­
sations, pictures, and small gos­
sip That the press should after 
fifteen years of this movement, 
after a generation had become 
accustomed to look to it for fun 
and amusement, and hardly at all 
tor conviction, or persuasion, or 
discussion, exert its old influence 
on opinion is hardly to bo expected, 
and this old influence will not soon 
or easily be regained.

Plain Rules for Taking Food.

If I wore to specify any general 
maxims as to food preferable to 
others for distinctiveness and easy 
application, they would be the fol­
lowing: -F ir s t ,  that the stomach 
should never bo filled to a sense ot 
uneasy repletion; secondly, that 
the rale of eating should always bo 

' slow enough to allow thorough 
mastication, and to obviate that 
uneasiness which follows the hasty 
swallowing ol food, thirdly, that 
there should be no active exercise, 
either of body or mind, immedi­
ately alter a ‘lull meal. The sim 
plicity and familiarity of those 
rules’ may lessen their seeming 
value; but in practice they 
will be found to include, directly or 
indirectly, a great proportion of tho

dyspeptic cases and questions con­
cerning food which com e before 
us. And many such questions—as, 
for example, those which relate to 
different qualities of food— would 
lose great part of tieir difficulty 
were these maxims successfully 
enforced. W hen the quantity taken 
does not exceed the just limit, 
when it com es to the stomach 
rightly prepared by mastication 
and by admixture with se­
cretion of the glands which 
aid the first stage of digestion, 
and when no extraneous inter­
ruptions exist to the proper 
functions o f the stomach in this 
stage, the capacity of digestion is 
really extended as'regards varieties 
of lood. ft is certain that different 
temperaments require, whatever 
may be the causes of this diversity, 
different proportions o f  aliment, 
and,the same constitution alters its 
requirements at different times, 
both in health and sickness. No 
rules of diet, therefore, can be 
made positive as to quantity.— The 
late S ir H enry Holland , Bart., 
M . D.

Steaming instead of Cremation.

If we are to look forward to a 
time when the inspection of meat 
and other kinds of food shall be 
carried out with greater vigour and 
intelligence than is the case at 
present, we must also look forward 
to a time when large quantities of 
condemned food will have to be 
got rid of som ehow. To bury 
these things is ineffectual, and even 
dangerous; to burn them is waste­
ful, besides being by no means 
easy of accomplishment without 
causing a nuisance in the process. 
To destroy infection and to deprive 
these diseased and decomposing 
bodies ot all power ol doing harm 
the glow ing heat of a furnace is, 
however, by no means necessary. 
A steam heat does all that is requir­
ed. So at Essen, in Westphalia, 
instead of cremating all this refuse, 
they just steam it extracting the 
gelatine and the fat, and using 
the residue as a harmless and well- 
cooked manure. Nay, it is oven 
said that the pigs (poor p iggies!) 
will eat it; so it all com es in again. 
The process is simple enough. 
There is a jacketed, steam-healed 
cylinder, in which a perforated 
cylinder revolves. Into the 
inner cylinder the reluse is 
thrown, steam is turned into the 
outer jacket, and thus the whole is 
warmed, the vapours which are 
given off being pumped out and 
burned in a furnace. Then s'eam 
is turned into the cylinder where 
the revolving drum is grinding up 
and cenlrifugalising the refuse. 
This is thus thoroughly heated, 
the fatand gelatine (low away,and 
ultimately, the steam being turned 
off from the inner cylinder, air is 
passed through it, by which the 
well-cooked componnd is dried and 
any disagreeable exhalations are 
carried into the furnace for con ­
sumption. Thus all is well and 
everything is saved The evolved 
gases help tho furnace; the gela­
tine can be used for size, perhaps 
even may be made up into little 
packets for the making of «call’s- 
foot jelly;» the fat can bo put to 
various purposes—shall we sug­
gest margarine as a possible des­
tination?— while the residue is sold 
to the farmer to be turned by him 
into beans or bacon, according to 
his taste.— Hospital.

To itt. Zola.

A letter to M. Zola has been sign­
ed by Edna Lyell, Sarah Grand, 
Ellen Terry, M iss Brandon. Fan 
ny Davies, Mrs. Sydney W ebb, 
and others. The letter is in these 
terms:

To M. Zola .— From the W om en 
of England who appreciate cour­
age and intellect and love justice. — 
Sir, W e, the undersigned women 
of England, desire to give voice to 
the well nigh universal feeling in 
this country concerning the noble 
and disinterested part you have tak­
en in the cause of justice, and the 
position in which you are now plac­
ed. W e wish to express our deep 
sympathy with you at the unjust 
penalty you aro asked to pay for 
learless utterance of what you be­
lieve to be the truth. W e sincerely 
admire the noble courage, self 
sacrifice, and disinterested sin­
cerity you have displayed in a 
most unequal struggle. At tho 
same time we feel convinced that 
your powerful and clear intellect 
will find some way of overcoming 
the apparently insurmountable 
difficulties, and that you will be 
able to continue, while all the 
world looks on in admiration, the 
noble work you have commenced. 
This we can say without any bitter 
ness against France, since we feel 
morally certain that the good sense 
o f  your fellow countrymen will re­
assert itself when the clouds of 
passion and prejudice now blind­
ing them have passed away. Then 
they will recognise as we do now 
that you have been fighting almost 
single handed, not only as tho 
champion of justice and of a rea­
sonable regard for the discovery of 
truth, but also on behalf o f the 
honour o f  France.— W e are, es­
teemed Sir, yours faithfully, &c.

T II E W  A l\.
At last news has arrived of a 

real engagement, and the first 
point has to be scored to the Yan­
kees.

On W ednesday the three U. 8. 
cruisers «New Y ork,» «Puritan» 
(monitor)and«Cincinnati»bombard- 
ed the ports of Matanzas (on the 
north coast of Cuba and not lar 
from Havana) and in less than 
half an hour reduced thorn to 
silence and completely destroyed 
them. The U. S. vessels fired 300 
shells, nearly all of which told. 
The ports answered feebly with 
only som e twenty shots, none of 
which, it is said, took effect. 
There is supposed to have 
been considerable loss of 
life’ on the Spanish side but of 
this nothing certain is known, 
neither is it certain whether 
the bombardment affected the 
city. The ports had been annoying 
the torpedo boats by their continual 
firing, and accordingly Com. 
Sampson gave orders for them to 
be attacked.

It also seems confirmed that 
Lieut. R ow a n 'o f the U. S. navy 
effected a landing near Santiago 
and had a conference with the 
Cuban leader Maximo Gomez, ar­
ranging with him the details 
o f a joint attack on Havana. 
Lieut. Rowan is said to have 
reached the shore in an open 
boat and to have landed without 
impediment.

The Spanish squadron at Manila 
has sallied from the port to meet 
the U. S . squadron on its may 
thither from H ongKong, and an 
encounter is expected to-day. Ac­
cording to Spanish advices Ma­
nila is strongly fortified and 
delended and well able to 
resist attack American advices 
state otuerwise.

The Spanish cruiser «Temerario» 
loft Buenos Aires W ednesday 
night. A s she was seen to pass 
Montevideo early yesterday morn­
ing the statement can now be made 
without fear of contradiction.

There is a report, requiring con ­
firmation. that a Spanish cruiser 
has attacked and sunk a U. S mer­
chant steamer in the North Atlantic. 
This is supposed to refer to the 
«Carlos V » and the «Paris.» There 
were a large number of English 
and American passengers on board 
the latter.

Tolegrams assert that the pop­
ulation of Havana are already be­
ginning to sulfer from want of 
lood. (This is difficult to be­
lieve, especially as Spanish ad­
vices assert that two or three 
vessels have eluded the blockade 
and entered the port with supplies.)

Great irritation is said to be felt 
in Spain at the inactivity of 
the Spanish fleet, in fact no­
body seems to know for cerlaia 
where the majority of the vessels 
are orwhatthey are doing. A squad- 
dron is said to have been sighted 
crossing the North Atlantic, 
and others ar* said to bo lying in 
wait on the merchant routes 
between New York aod England, 
but we look in vain to the tele­
grams for definite information.

The «Nictheroy* is still at Rio 
Janeiro. A  telegram thence says 
that part of the crew enlisted 
have deserted, the commander 
has had to he substituted 
as he was continually drunk, and 
there is no discipline in board! This 
is probably the invention of some 
facetious friend of Spain.

Several more captures of mer­
chant vessels of more or less im­
portance, by the U.S. cruisers, are 
reported, but as ifie telegrams in­
volve themselves in their usual 
contradictions it is little use refer­
ring to them. None of the alleged 
captures by Spain have been con­
firmed.

An absurd telegram which no 
one can believe states that the U. 
S. cruisers «Columbia* and 
«Minneapolis» are crossing the 
Atlantic in order to bom ­
bard the Spanish coast towns. 
A still moro idiotic telegram from 
Madrid says that Great Britain 
would proclain its alliance with the 
United States tomorrow «w ore it 
not lor tho fear that the proclama­
tion would provoke the combined 
action of the European Pow ers 
against the Anglo-Saxon race!» 
What rubbish n ext!

Brasil has been tho first South 
American Republic to issue a 
proclamation of neutrality. It 
seems to be doubted here 
whether Argentina and Uruguay 
(which will follow the former's 
lead) will declare coal to he a con­
traband of war.

LONDON NOTES

J. MUDO &  CO.

T hursday, March 31.
In the House of Commons, yes- 

a,-day, Sir C. Dilke gave notice of 
i motion declaring that it was not 
q the interests of the country that 
he olfice of Prime Minister and 
hat of Foreign Secretary should be 
ombined in one person. Mr. 
Balfour stated that he could not 
five a day for such a motion. Mr. 
flavin moved the second reading 
»f the Land (Ireland) Acts Amend- 
nent Bill but, on a division, it was 
•ejected by a majority of 115. The 
Jreek Loan Bill and the Public 
3uildings Expenses Bill passed 
heir third reading.

President McKinley remains con- 
ident of the pacific issue of the ne­
gotiations proceeding with Spain 
lor the settlement of the Cuban 
troubles. He informed Senators 
and members of the Lower House, 
who visited him yesterday, that he 
was hourly expecting important 
dispatches from Madrid upon 
which much would depend. He 
asked the leaders of both Houses 
for sufficient delay to bring the ne­
gotiations to a conclusion, and 
gave them his personal assurance 
that he would lay the facts before 
Congress as soon as they could be 
positively stated. A s a result of 
this appeal, the Foreign Affairs 
Committee of the Senate later in 
the day adjourned without taking 
action on Tuesday’s war re 
solutions and the House of 
Representatives supported the 
Speaker in a ruling which 
sent a series of similar resolu­
tions into Committee. On the other 
hand, tho leaders of the two hous­
es warn Mr. McKinley against 
delay. They point to the growth of 
popular feeling unfavorable to the 
sending of relief to Cuba without a 
distinct understanding that the war 
will be put a stop to. A  Corres­
pondent says that unless the Pre­
sident can within a few days an­
nounce a settlement involving Cu­
ban independence in some form or 
another war seems inevitable. The 
«Neue Freie Presse» of Vienna 
learns that the Queen-Regent has 
appealed to the Powers to inter­
vene between Spain and the United 
Stales.

Tw o thousand Russian troops, 
including cavalry, have been land­
ed at Port Arthur. There are now 
nine warships at that port and at 
Talienwan.

A telegram from Pretoria states 
that the Treasurer-General of the 
Transvaal has been called upon Jo 
resign on account of alleged irre­
gularities in his administration.
