PEASANT FPROFRIETOLS IN RUZFIA,
Count Tolstei, the Ministerof the Interior,
without previously obtaining the sanction
of the Council of theEmpire, has submitted
to tho Committev of Ministers a bill pro-
viding that “peasant proprictors shall in
future be prohibited from selling their land.
On the abolition of gerflom in 1561, every
peasant had alloted to him a pieco of land,
which was to be reganded as lis absolute
property as goon as he had paid thoe price
by instalments, which wero spread over a
term of years. Count Tolstoi's new bill 13,
therefore, regarded as entitely at variance
with tho explicit declarations of the law
above mentioned, and as tending to yender
the peasants agninadseripti glebar,inasimuch
as it makes it alwost impossible for them
to leave the strip of land assigned to them.
A similar bill was submitted to the Council
of the Empire in 155, but was immediately
rejected by that body. Count Tolstoi has,
therefore, on this oceasion, submitted the
gcheme to the Committee of Ministers, in
the hopo of gaining the Czar's sanction for
putting its provisions into force—not in the
form ofa law, butin that of a provisional
administrative act.
