We can quite understand the necessity
of imposing proper conditions to ensure
the working of the land conceded, and
for the payment of money or valuo ad-
vanced and the value of the land, but we
do not think the conditions named above
at all proper for tho purpose, or calcu-
lated to bLe atiractive to immigrants.
There is no reason that the debt to Go-
sernment shionld be regarded as more
than an onlinary debt,recoverable at law
io the ususl manner, - And the failure of
onepaymentcannot be regardedasjust or
logal reason for the loss of all claim on
previous payments. It would be sheer
robbery to deprive a colonist of the
benefits of nineteen years' work because
ha failed to come up to time on the
twentieth, - Tho same arguwments apply
to the case in which a colonist dies
without capable heirs. The juster pro-
ceeding, in both theso circumstances,
would bLoto allow a longer margin for
the payment of instalments, and then in
the caso of fallure, abandonment or
death, to allow a claim for at least 80 per
cent of the payments male, after deduct-
ing the cost of values, such as passages
stock, implements, ete.,, actually con-
sumed. By dJoing this the Government
would stillbe on theright side of any
loss, and would make the conditions for
thie colonist far more equable and tempt.
ing. It would be a pity for a Bill of such
general excellence to be spollt by the
introduction of any clauses g0 harsh as
the ones referred to.
With regard to the financial portion
of the Bill, we think it best to say as
little as possible. Thereis a mystery in
all Uruguayan financial matters which
it is hest not to penetrate ton rashly, We
still bear in mind the fate of the pre-
vious Bill and the amMir of the two
million halance.
