BUENOS AIRES LETTER

(From our oicn Coreespondent.)
November 21.

The closo of the year 1838 will bo a
noteworthy epoch in the social history of
this Repullic, for it has demonstrated to
an astonished plutocracy the power of
the working classes. Hitherto tho supply
of skilled labour has equalled the de-
mand, but with the encouragement
atforded to manufacturers by a paternal
Government, which has freely tazed the
general community for their benefit, and
with tho creation of capllallsh out of
the plunder of the nation (by means
of coneessions of public property, by the
grant of monopolies and by the creation
of state banks which scatter the publie
money among needy political friends,)
there has been a feverish development
of industry which gives work to all tho
artisans who can be induced to' como
hero. In thé meantimo, the very mea-
sures which have caused this demand
lave greally augmented the cost of
living, while wageshave remained at the
level of the pre-indusirial period. But
the capifalists, the manufacturers, the
merchants took no hoed of this. \What
mattered it to them whetherthe duties on
imported articles were 10, 20 or &) per
centl Every addition of duty put meneyin
their pockels becauso they added the
same percentage to the price of their
goods, though they pald it only upon a
portion of the price. \Yhat does it matter
tothem thatthe premiumonigold is 59 ¢!
The whole of this, also, Isadded to their
selling prices, though they pay 1t only
in respect of the portion of the price re-
mitted to Furope. And so of municipal
taxesand of increased ronts, These are
distributed among the pricesof thegoods
sold, and the manufacturer or tradesman
will expect to receive the samo interest
upon his capital, whatever his outgoing
may be. All these additional charges
fall upon tho workman—the man who
works with hand or brain, He recelves
what is absolutely essential for keeping
him fit for work; and as much more as
he can forco his employer to give him,
Tho artisans strike and the masters have
to give whatis demanded, As regards
untkilled labourers, the hewers of wood
and drawers of water, there Is no such
necessity, becauso they are coming into
the countryat the rate of 10.000 a month

submit their goods to practical confls-
cation, or at least to fines which more
than swallow up the anticipated profits,
The fines thus levied are usually divided
among the officials concerned, who are
thus both prosecutors and judges, and
are impélled by self-interest to obstruct
rather than facilitate the prompt de-
spatch of goods,lesttheyshould overlook
any offenco on which the law gives them
a right to levy a fine. The object of the
system Is to make customs ofilclals
zealous in the discharge of their duties,
and to make It their interests rather to
levy a fine than accept a bribo. This
object it attains, but at the cost of haras-
sing innocent merchants, - But it_is
difficult to see how the purpose is
to bo olherwize served so long.as
the tarif¥ comprises 5i5 specific duties,
many of them equal to 100 and.

SHIPBUILDING IN THE UNITED.
KINGDOM,

It appears from the returns compiled
by Lloyd's Register of Shipping for the
quarter ending Septemter 30 last  that
thero were 400 steam and sailing vessels
of £93,905 tons gross under construction
in the United Kingdom
t
324,310 gross tonnage, at the close of the
corresponding quarter of the previous
year, A comparison ofthe present
returns with those for the quarter ended
June 20, 1868, shows a cousideralle
improvement in the ship-building indus-
try of the United Kingdom. Thereisan
increase of no less than 00,877 tons in
the tonnago under counstruction, and
there are now 167 vossels of 351,281 tons
for the construction of which prepara-
tions are belng made, ns against §2 ves-
sels of 130,581 tons preparing at the
close of tho previous quarter. Of the
vessels under construction in the United
Kingdom at tho cnd of September 330
vessels of 014,174 tons, or approaching
00 per cent., were being bullt under the
supervision of the surveyors of Lloyd's
Register with a view to classification by
that society.

ANTS AND BUTTERFLIES,

In the last number of the journal of
the Bombay Natural History Society, M.
Lionel Jde Niccville deseril.es the manner
in which the larvee of a species of
buttertly. (Tarvcus theophrastus, Fa-
bricius) are cultivated and protected by
the large common black ants of Indian
gardens and houses. As a rule antsare
tho most deadly and inveterate enemices
of butterflies, and ruthlessly destroy and
eat them whenaver they get the chance,
but in the present case the larvar exude
a sweet liquid of some sort, of which the
ants are Inordinately fond, and which
they obtain by stroking the larvie gently
with thelr antennw, Hence the great
care whichi is taken of them. Tho larve
feed on a small thoiny bush of the
Jungle, the sizuphue ju juba, and at
the foot of this the ants constructa
a tomporary nest. About the middle of
June, just beforo tha rains set in, great
activity is observable on tho tree. The
ants are Lusy all day running along the
branches and leaves in search of tho
larvie, and guiding and driving them
down tho stem of the tree towanls the
nest. Each prisoner is guanded until he
is got gafely into his place, when he falls
ofl into adeza and undergues his trans.
