The
Nicaragua Government alleges that the
Company took no stook no steps
tocarry out” the canal works and
therelore, declared that the coucession
had lapsed, and they have since gr'\nlcd

the «Niearagua Canal Association, \\Inch
has been incorporated in the United bh-
tes uniler a charter granted by the State
of .Vermont.

Thero scems to Lo somo foundation of
truth in the statoment I have heard that
Prado isa son of Louis;Napolcon by a
lady-in-waiting at the French Court.
