OFFICERS.
Under this head I have just read an
article in a cotemporary, to advocate
tho institution of aschool for tho non,
comimissioned oflicers of the army of this
Repubhc.

Thore is alveady a Military Collogo
through which all ofllcers havo to pass
beforo thoy aro cligible for a commis-
sion, and I am informed there is now no
othier means of obtaining ono, whether
by service in the ranks or any influenco.
Every person desirous of obtaining a
comimission must undergo a course of
Military education at this Collego. . Tho
system is a right one, oflicors must havo
scientific knowledgo in theso dn)s other-
wise thoy would - Lo nowhere  in
modern warfare. Tho samo argument
applies to tho sorgeants.and corporals,
but in a less degreo, as [ will show.
