" to which they are due. . Meanwhile
wo may leave one curious fact {o the
reader’s reflection. «I know nothing so
debasing,» . says ‘Lord ~ Wolseley, <as
eawardice.In a people.» Yet of the three
peoples whose courage hLe extols he

ajtributesthe possession of it in the first
to fear (the Ashantis), in the second .to

pride (Zulus), and in the third to bigotry
(Soudanese). We may divide what -Lord
Wolseley says under four heads dealing
respectively with (1) the West African
slaves, '(2) tho- Ashantis, (3) the Znlus,
and (4) the Soudanese. :

(1) THE SIAVB AS SOLDIER.

Of the old slaee-recruited West India
regiments Lord \Wolseley entertains a
high opinion, The African slave had two
‘great merits as a goldier—derived from
kis instinct a3 a savagaand his training
as a slave:—

The instinct of some breeds of dogs
renders it easy to teazh them their
special work, which other species,
though equally inteligant, cannot be
effectively taught. The wild trites depen-
dent upen hunting for their daily ford
posiess asort of intuitive knowledge of
wild animals, of their ways and habits,
which gives them in war an immense
advantage over the ordinary town-bred

s soldier, The trapper’s rude life of daily

bardship and privation fits him physi-
.- cally for the ups and downs and rough
“usage'which war lrings with it. The
hunter is already half a soldier, and not
" only accepts the miseries of war in an
uncomplaining spirit, but regards them
a3 the natural and ordinary incidents of
everyday fife.
THE GOVERNOR AY » Ti4 ¢COiRALY
The African in our West India regi-
ments has always displayed that child-
like affection for, and implicit reliinuce
upon, the oflicers who treated him well
which is markel a feature in the cha-
racter of the negro slave. Many umusing
stories on this point were current at
Government House when I was at Cape
Coast Castle. A previous Governor, find-
ing that his native servants wera giver
to robbing lhim by dailying carrying
away bundles of things from bhis kit-
chen, had orders given to the sentry
before Lis door that no one was to Le
gllowed out carrying any parcel with
him. Very shortly afterwards the Go-
vernor, in a hurry to consult his chief
justice, put some papers into a despatzh-
box to take with him to thejudee’s hou-
fe. Hareckoned without his host, how-
ever, for the sentry, standingin fiont of
him forbid him to pass with the offending
despateli-box. The tentry £3id that Lis
ccoprabhad told him not to allow any
one witha bundle to pass, and the
«copral’s» order was his law.,
THE BIBLE AS DRILL-MASTER.

Siuce the old slave dJays, the person-
nel of the West India regiments has,
Lord Wolseley thinks, declined. The in-

_fusion of white blood into the negro race
has weakened its strength—especially,
he says, since the abolition of the Con-
tiglous Diseases Act in the West Indies
—~and imwpaired his courage. The only
countervailing advantage is that «civili-
zation» has made the negro more tea-
chable;—

The man who has been elucatel in
Barbadoes to read his Bible—and they
are very fond of reading it—and who
has learned tosing Watt's hymus, ac-
quires a knowledge of Jrill more easily
than the releasel slave who came from
Equatorial Africa, and whose mental
faculties were little superior to the
ape's,

(2) ASHANTI COURAGE FOU...ED ON r.2i7.

Coming now to the Ashantis, whoi
Lord Wolsaley describes as «a fine,
brave, fightinz people,» we are told that
their courage is based alinost entirely on
fear:— L

If in battle the Ashanti turns to fiy,
there dre .men on the look-out close
behind him who have positive orders to
Kill him without any question; If these
men in the second line fail to do their
duty in this respect their superiors
again in the third line whom I may call
the subaltern 6Meers will kil both them
and the runaway coward. There are
several lines of several grades behind
the front fighting line each aving a simi-
lar preventive duty imposed upon it,
until tha general ¢ ommanding is reached
If hie fails, if e is defeated he answers
for his failuro with his head when le
returns to his king at Coomassie. Inthe
orzanisation of all civiliaed armies mnuch
stress is laid upon the chain of respon-
gibility that runs through privatasoldier.
In the Ashanti army or nation, for they
areone the emblem of that responsibi-
lity is the cxecutioner's knifo. The man
in front feels that under every circums.
tance he incur3 less risk by going
forward than by r1unning away for the
latter at lcast is certain death. The re-
frain of the Ashanti war-song whihe
they sang together in a shouting voico
when going into action, was,—

It 1 go forward I die, -
s Lgo backwand I die;
Botter go forward and die.
AN EXAMPLE OP ASEANTI HEROISN,

Yet this fear-begotten couragae is ca-
pable of great things as the following
story will show:—

After the Ashantis Jhad failed in their
attack on our post at Abracampa | sent
a party with some officers in pursuit,
The Ashantis had fallen back to gather
food leaving only a fow fsolaled men
to watchover theircamp. One of these
men quite alone who might casly have
esespel remained within five yards of
the road along which jour men were
advaneing with much noise. He coolly
fired into the party and unwalched by
any of his jecople facel aloae tho
pursuers.

AND 0P PAN[L COWARDICR
As an example of the cowardico of

«kings» with their umbrellas. But the
kings 'and people most ingeniously
evaded all danger, either from the
umbrellas or from the Ashantis, running
higher and thither in mortal fear, \
. In ono ofjthe regimenls raised express-
Iy for the war, there was a company
drawn from a savage and cannibal tribe
who fought exclusively with swords.
They were about . the most - diabolical-
looking flends I have ever. seen, They
were placed Lehind the cowardly Fantls
with orders todrive them forward, Tiese
sivages Lhad a fashion of clanking their
swords in a terrifying way, and of howl-
ing like fiends as they advanced upon an
enemy, When they approached the
rear of the Fanti lines, an overwhelm.
ing terror seizad those cowards, and to
ez -\pe the threatening capnibals they
rushed into the bush. Another curious
phenomenon is, that the boy is far
brighter, quicker, and cleverer than the
man. You can apparenily teach the Loy
anything until he react :s puberty, thea
he becemos gradually duller and more
stupid, morelazy, and mora useless every
day. The love of bloodshed and of watch-
ing buman bodily snffering in any shape
is a real natural pleasure to the negroes
of West Africa, | don’t Lelieve a son
would resist going to see hisown father
flogzed or hanged.
(3) ZCLU COURAGS FOUND™ ) ON PR'DE.
The courage of the Zulus on the other
hand is founded Lord Welsely tells us
on «pride of race intense spirit of natio-
nality and ardent spirit of loyalty»—as
well also it would seem as moral
virtue.—
The virtue of the Zulu women was
superior to that of any civilised people
I knosw of and it was rigidly enforced by
the severest laws. All the men telow a
certain age were formed juto regiments
and were forbidden to marry. As are-
ward the King would at times grant
permission to a whole battalion to marry
but until that permission was given
deatlh wa:z the punishment for every
infringementof \he law, Like the German
of to-day they felt so intensely that the
existence as a nation depend2l upon to
obey any and every law that conduced
to its etliciency.
It may be almost said that it was the
intolerable exactions of the Boore that
created Catewayo's power, as it was the
tyrannical oppresion of the great Napo-
leon that forced theeaasperated Pruszians
to adopt the military constitution upon
which has been gradually built up the
modern German Empire. .. It is ditfl-
cult toimagine anynation becoming great
without moral principle. Now the Zulus
liad no God; but the principle the elevat-
ing sentiment of true loyalty to a King,
has never been stronger or more ingrain-
el in tLe instincts of any people.
