Theso letters uddrossed to the <«Times»
aro of ‘inlorest to all English ‘poople
whotber at home or abroad, o’ attempt
the regular fortification of London is tho
most fulilo idea that over entered ’ into
an addlehcad.

Sir,—I observeo with dismay in to-day s
papers that there seems to be some pro-
jecet'on foot for the fortification of Lon-
don.

All such schomes ave, in my opinion,
uuworthy, reactionary, and dangerous.

During my whole term of oflice as
Inspector-General of Fortifications I set
my faco against all projects for the per-
manent defence of the metropolis.

There should be a completo schemo for
the field defences, which under a proper
organization, could be begun at once
without confusion or delay, and finished
in threo weeks; but no moro.

Theso wero _the lines 1 consislontly
followed, and when I loft offico not only |
had great progress been made in the
proparation of typo drawings, but, asan
experiment, a work of the charactor
which I considor will meet all require-
monts was aclually built at Chatham,
under a month, by a civil contractor.

Theso.wore tho lines advocated by Sir
E. Hamley in the Nineteenth Century of
May last, although he was unaware how
much had been already done.

To attempt to fortify London on any
permanont basis is to abdicate for over
tho claim of England to rulo tho seas,
and to proclaim this abdication to the
world. By so doing you confess your in-
tention to starve that Navy by which al-|p
ono you can hope to hold the Empiro to-
gothor in war, and you supply a ready
argument to the economists whoignor-
ing all the conditlons of our national
existenco, have kopt down Naval Esti-
mates to a dangerously low level.

Sir, if tho time should ever ariso when
invasion becomo3 a practical operation,
tho empiro will bo already irrotriovably
shatlered. Commouce will bo dead; food
will rise to famine prices. What will be
the two or three forts which we aro told
are2lo adorn the Surrey Hillsl—for I can
scarcoly beliove that any ono will se-
riously proposo to spend the millions re-
quired o giveany reality to tho perma-
nont defences of London,

This {3 merely playing with a great

question, but tho game is a dangerous
one, Thoidea of an actual visiblo fort
will doubtloss impress a certain class of
mind and bring with it a fallacious sense
of security, The defence of a small is-
land is a thing so much moro easily
grasped than that of a vast and scattered
Empire.
. Before embarking on moasures of this
class, cannot someone fako in hand the
organization for war of tho half-million
of men wo alrcady have under arms?
Thatis a task not unworthy oven of a
master mind, Thore aro also somo fow
railways nol wholly without a bearing
on homo defence.’ But above and boyond
all ‘is tho Navy'of England, by which
nlono {ho Empiro can bo preserved
intact,
