STATE OF FRANCE.

e

It is now neaily forty years since pro-
clamation was made that war was then-
ceforth at an end, yet thers have heen
at least five great wars siveo, then and
the greatest preoceupation of European
Statesmen is now lo delay as long as
possible thie outhreak of the sixth. Wo
cannot but feel that the heginning of
tne struggle must come, oven if invo-
luntarily, from the Nation which has
stffered such eruel humiliation and such
actual loss in the irmamediate past, In
Franeca alone thero exists, not perhaps
a general desive for war, but at least an
universal convietion that war mnust and
shall come, it may he in two years or
m ten, s but sooner or later itis to ba
undertaken with deliberato motivo.

Of course the Government, when there
isone,is always full of peaceablo profes-
sioas, but oven they would probably bo
unable to stand against ths fevoer of en-
thusiasm that would he provoked by the
immediate prospect of war.

One argument put forward by . the

peaco party is, that in a war with Qor-
many defeat must wean utter ruin ‘and
victory means absolutodespotism. Noth-
ing can bo conceived which wili ba too
great a rowanl for the man who can
win back Alsace-Lorraine: even should
ho bo without ambitfon, and of purez
patiiotic aimy, great powerin the State,
if not supremo power, will be forced
upon him,
" If there is a man capable of recovering
the lost provinces, the nation would be
only too glad to put him at tho head of
affairs. Indord the search fora leader
is carried at tho present time to the
strangest extremes.

Surely noneol the forlornost of hopes
could find a fitting leader in General
Bou'anger; yet such a man has a party
which has stuek to him through reverso
and ridicule, aud has madeo him for the
timo being pmcucalls the first man fn
France.
