peoplo ave aware, uro in an immense
number of cases obliged: by law to bo
inyested in consols, sa now, testators,
trustees and makers of setilements have
lid ¢ their  intontious correspondingly
frustrated. The proverbinl <swoot secu-
vity» Is compensated by a good deal of
bitterness; -tho nicho of consolsis of
course ng safoag over, but it has hecomo
uncomforiably narrow.
On tho other hand thero are numerous
sound and excellent investments which
wore they placed on the «safor list by
legislation would more than make up
what is ab present lost for the sake of
an almost absurd reverenco for cortain
sceurities, A committed of the Houso of
Commens hag ‘heen’ charged with thoe
daolicate, complicated aund individuous
duty of making a list of seeurltios sound
enough forthe investment of trust funds.
Wo do not envy them their task. That
an extension of authoriscd investments
is imperative nobady is likely to deny
and least of all thosa whose interests
thoy are appointed to guard.
The annual sum of monay (0 ho inves-
ted in Great Britain, under trusts, mar—
riago settloments ete., is so very large,
that wo have always cousidered it wasa
sound argument against tha rmluctlon
of interest upon the Nalimml Deobt. Quito
90 peent of the Debt is held in England,
thereforo allhongh the intarest is paid
by the nation, nearly the whole amoant
returas to the national pockot.
A consequenco of this reduction, which
is now obligatory, is, that the stream of
investment, not of trust money, has been
forced into other chiannels, therehy rais-
ing the prices of first cluss investments
to such a height, that they in thelr turn
have becomea very small dividend pay-
ing power,
Many people with small capital must
turn their oyes, even tho most prudent,
towards such csecurities as will bring
them a sufliciency to live upon, oven if
thero is o certain amount of risk, and
therefore second or third rato invest-
ments, that pay good  dividends will
moro and woro be sought for.
If this fecling of tho pulso of tho Bri-
tish money market, or rather of the in-
vesting public is the correct one it will
account for the engerncss with which
Argentine sccurities havo been taken up
and thecomparatively low ratoe of inte-
rest which hiai now to be paid on thom,
and since thoe final transfer of consols to
the lower rate of interest must take
place in July according to the last edict
of tho Chancello of the Exchequer, it
Las giren an oxtra fillip to those who
must place money somewhere,
This will probably prove to be tho
reason of the last rise in Uruguayan
Stock in London. They consider them-
selves very sharp on the Stock exchange
but sometimes it happens that a Stock
may beo neglected for varionus reasons,
when suddonily some one finds out that
it is cheap comparel with other stocks
of a like genus and then thero is a rasth
to geot in to this particular one.
Weo believe that Uruguayan Unifled
Debt is worth 80 making a just compa-
risen with the merits of certain similaa
securities, anld we venture, to prophecy
that this ttock will seo that prico before
very long taking into consideration the
abovo mentioned circumstances.

A TRIP TO THE ANTAO HILL, AT
SANTA CATHARINA.

With the purposo ol enjoying tho mag-
nificont naturs exhibited by  tho Island
of Santa Catharina to thoe oyes of those
who know how to appreciate -its splon-
dour, wo unidertook to asceml to the
summit of tho Antao hill, sitiated to tho
east of the city of Desterrvo. {
