LETIERS FROM ENGLAND.

Tho postal arrangements in the Uru-
guayan Republic seem to Lo fairly well
managed. It is not the fault of the Post
OfMice hero if wo get letters and’ papers
of ono date, sometimes only 21 days
from London and subsequently papors
and letters of from 10 to 15 days earlier.

The London . Post Ofiice is so managel
that overy letlor posted is sent by the
very next steamer, unless a particular
route isspocifled, whatever she is, whether
by Lisbon, which is the quickest mail,
or takes a round by Pernambuco and
Rio Janeiro.

Regular lines of steamers which would
come direct, touching only for coal at
St Vincent or Las Palmas would bs a
great boon,

The uncertainty of when an answer
can e received from Europe to aletter
written from Montovideo or vice-versa
makes an cnormous inconvenionco' Loth
for business and social correspondence:
Ifit was possible to have a weekly mails
direet, it would make a certainly of
what is now a very great uncertainly.
If it. was certain that writing, to London
say on the Ist June that the letter would
bo delivered there on the 21st or 22nd
June, and that an answer to that letter
it posted in London by 25th June, would
arrive here on the 15th or 16th of July,
personally it would -be an inestimablo
advantage: e have received ‘an
answer to letlers wriiten from here to
London and back in 45 days.:but by a
mero chance, what we should like te sce
would bo that {ho Great Steam shipping
companies should reduce - this: time for
tho return mails to a cerlainty.

Thero is no doubt that the timo is com.
ing if it has not arrived already when a
direct weekly service will pay. And both
ways. The dotails of arringement should
be well understood by those interested,
but the quicker and' moro regular the
mail servico is dono between Europeand
