M. Ro-
chefort said something in Frence at the
time, and followed M.Pilotell alone down
Glasshouse-street. A policeman camo up
and caught hold of M. Pilotell and led
lmm on ‘the pavement. M. Rochefort
again drew tho revolver from his pocket,
and jobbed M. Pilotell on tho arm with
it. In the strugglo M. Pilotell fell, and
M. Rochofori kicked him. The constable
went over to M. Rochefort and took the
vevolver from his pocket. He wastiicn
taken to the station.

The Magistrate: Did M. Rochefort make
any attempt to unfastén the revolves
casel—Yes; he scomed struggling to
undo the button. v

Police-constable Samuel story, 162 C,
said that he took M. Rocheforl into
custody on account of a complaint M.
Pllotell made. The revolver was loaded
in five chambers.

Mr. Lewis, for the defeuce, said he
could not imagine a more outrageous
insult than that committed on his client.
He submitted that M. Pilotell was the
aggressor and, in reality, brought all the
trouble on himself.

As it was, hewever, he. should
call upon M. Rochefort to find two sure-
ties in £50, or one in £100, to keep the
peace for six months, He considered the
fact clearly proved that M. Rochefort had
no intention of firing the revolver. e
thought it his duty to add that M. Ro-
chefort could have process against M.
