For a whole day and night thoy ex-
pectad to perish in the tremendous
breakers of tho sca againgt the ice rim.
After tho 12 days drifting, thoy at last
got ashore near Andretok, north of Cape
Farewell, at 61 degrees some min. N.
latitude. The rowed again northward,
and reached Umivik on tho 10th of Au-
gust. On tho 15th they began their ad-
venturous journey across the inland ico.
«Our diMcullies,p says Dr. Nansen,
«went on increasine, the snow becamo
looser, atul tho pulling was very hard
work. A continuous snowstorm blew
apainst us. We felt that if-no improve-
ment came wo should be unable to reach
Christianshaab in timo to catch aship
home. On~ August the 27th we were 50
miles inland, in lat. 65 deg. ata height
of 7,000 feet. We decided to mako for
Godthaab. \When we had altered our
courso wo got a £ida wind oand rigged
masts and sails on the sledges, made of
the tent flooring  and tarpaulins. The
wind abating we had to give up sailing,
and used our snowshoes and skates.
The drifting snow hampered our pro-
gross, but the surface was still even, liko
a floor, and tiie ground still: rose, till at
the beginring of September wo had
climbed to a height ot 9,000(t. \Vo wore
now on an oxtensive plateau liko a frozon
sea.  Wo were more than two weeks
passing over 'it. The cold was most
severe, tho-thermometer falling below
the scale, and as I calculate noless than
50 bolow zero Conligrade. One morning
I found thatin the  thermometer under
my pillow the spirit had receded below
40 into the ball. On September 7 a sovero
snowstorm nearly overturned our tent,
on tho next day we were overtaken by
an awful drift, ‘The tent was completely
buried, and wo had to dig it out.
On tho 10th thero was again a favour-
able wind, and we lashed sledges toge-
ther, and as wo used tho sails it was
unuecessary to pull. We lcld on to the
sledges, standing on our snowshoos as
wo rattled down the slope ata splendid
rate. It was tho pleasantest skating 1
ever had in my life. The sameafternoon
wo sighted tuo first hill-top on tho
\Vestern coast. It was already dusk
when weo noticed a dark ohject ahead,
and rushing on we discovered a fearful
crovico, which brought us to a suddon
