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THE CONFESSIONS OF ST* CRUMPET.
Mr. Ruskin has now reached a mystie
point—tho third chapter of the third vo-
lume of his «Prieterita,» This, liko a
celebrated French ma,v.'aziné‘, is a «serial
which appears sometimes;» and it conta-
ins Mr. Ruskin's Meinows, with roflec- -
tions on various topics. Some aut hors
prefor to keep their memoirs for ‘pos-
thumons publication; others do not ses
why they should not have the pleasure
of talking about themsolves publicly in
their lifetime. There can be no greater
literary enjoyment, and the wonder ig,
not that so many peopls write autobig-
graphies, but that so fow divert themsel-
ves in a manner which is often luérative
an-l always agreeable. »

Who does not sympathise with Saint
Augustine's revelations; «la neglectoth
sthecommandmentof his paronts thronigh :
«the desive he hath to play at ball»,
<aspiving proudlys he says to bo the vie—
tor ‘n the matches which 1 made.» Mr.
Ruskin has not many crimes of this cha-
racterinhis record, but he enjoys writing
it, and we all enjoy reading it, Porhaps
the very style, in its graceful current
and masterly unstudied ease, is better
than that subtle and Corinthian stylo of
«Modern Painters». It does not diminish
the reader’s pleasura that (unlike a fa-
mous character of tha stage) there is no
knowing where to have Mr. Ruskin.

Me regards himself as a master and

with little girls over perspoctive, and
was by them named <St, Crumpot.» But
what is the truth according to St. Crum~
pet?' Is he an Anarchizt is he a Tory? So-
motimes we take hum for one, sometimog
for the other, and we conclude, perhaps
unjustly, that his opinions are tho ex-
pression of moads and tastes rather than
of ideas and convictions. Tho disciples
of St. Crumpet, when he is no more
with us, will inleed be apt to split into
many sects, and each scct will find a
justification in soms texts from the
scriptures of tho master. \We known
indecd, that he is always on the side OE
zoodness, kinduess, industry, but amoag
his many volumes he finils these in many
diverse forms and condittons,

What shall we do to be Ruskinians of
the straitest seet? Shall we gi~eall to
the poor, and write autobiographies, or
shall we seck to establish curselves as
distinguished country gentlemen? It ig
not, of course, a choice tetween St,
Francis and Squire Western, but it is
rather & choice  botween the Baron
Bradwardine and St. Francis, But Mr.,
Ruskin, is not alone in puzzling while
he allures disciples. Disciples are always
quarrelsome; thero are schisms in the
schools of Buldha, of Plato, of Plotinus
of Hegel—why not in that of St Crum:
pet? «Saucte Crumpete, ora pro nobisi»

Ruskin thinks she expectod him to be
like Garibaldi, or the Thoseus in the Bri-
tish Museum, It is unlikely that Rosie
wasacquainted with these heroes, but
sho may have expected Mr. Ruskin to be
-«a fairy prince with happy oyes, and
lighter-footed than the fox.» Apparently
this was not precisely Mr, Ruskin’s per-
sonal aspect. However, he instructed
these young ladies in_«lho essential qua-
lities of triangles.» Did ever.a man of
his renown, and with his occupations,
atempt before to. interest litile girlsin
triangles?

In short, Mr. Ruskin becamo a familiar
friend, with the freedom of the school
room, and aflter being first called
Crumpet <for love and for <eupliony,»
was canonized as St. Crumpet for his
charity. He also reccived the more
heathenish and palicocrystalic name of
Archegosaurus, and then the childreu
went abroad, and Miss Rosie wrote to
Mr. Ruskin an immense child’s letter.
But if it was she, and not the maternal
mind of her mama, who invented
remarks on «the grand old pillars» of
Notre Dame, and the iniquityof painting
them, then there is nothingin the higher
criticism, nor in" internal evidence.

Perhaps there is not much; and yet it
would be a uselul exercise to discrimi-
nate the parental from the authentic
passages in the Epistle to St. Crumpet.
The advice not to wear a gold-laced
cap, but rather blue, is good, and to
some extent has been adopted by the
saint,
