THE NEXT POPE.

There 13 a very interosting letter from
Paris in the B. A. Standard of 9th res-
pecting the noxt Pope which comes very
apropos to the telegrams received here
durilig the last few days describing the
quarrel which is evidently becominy
accentuated between tho present Pope
Leo XIII and bignor Crispi tuo Halian
Prime "Minister, In'this lctter is venti-
lated the probability of Cardinal Man-
ning being - elected to the Papacy by the
Sacred College.

The letter suys: Y

<A decided movement is on foot to
eleet Cardinal Muanmng,especially among
tho non-Italian Cardinals, adding that
for the first time in -the history . of. the
Papacy the Italian element constitutes
less than half ol the Sacred Collvge. The
movement 1s much favoured by Cardiual
Lavigerie, who hupes that if Cardinal
Munning bLe mado Pope’ the African
sive-trado would' be at unce put down,
by his eflurts united with those of Great
Briwin, There is much to be smd in
support of Cardinal. Lavigerie's views,
«No man iu England 1s more highly
respected than the Archbishop of Weost-
unnster, or wmore deservedly, He is an
Englishian to the bac.bone, with'all the
nobler quahties of the race strongly preo-
dvmwmant, and freo frow the common
prejudices that are tvo olten found iu
s0mo of the Lest men, Ir ho were Pope
ne would pussess an imuense amount
of moral support from the Umted King-
dom, | uo notuean as regards the pos-
sibuity of recovering the Tewporal Power
Which uppears at present hopeless, but
in such matters as abulishing the Afri-
can Slave-tradgo,»

The remarks about Cardinal Manning
are much'to the point and by the large
majority ot Protestants 1n Gieav Britain
v 1> undouvloity <higiny respecteds,
Tue lotter gues on o say that the mo-
tive forelecung an Itwfan Cardinal is
gone with the Temporal power for whicn
much has to be said, but we demur to
the statemont that it is likely that the
next Pope may reside ina l'rolestam.

We believe that the Italian Govorn-
ment is waking an immense mistake in
driving the Pope lnom Rome, more than
hall the prestigoof Ituly 1s derived from
tne lact that the Héad of the Rowman Ca-
tholic Church lives at the Vatican,

It is quite certain that the infiuence of
the Pope has largely iuoreased since the
supprcs-ion of the Tempural Power, the
absenco of petty political squabbles has
given a higher tone to .tho ulmosphero
of the Papacy and we cannot but think
that the Italians, who aro the cloverest
politicians in the world, will como
round to the idea, that the Papal Sco ls
a great power which cannot be ignored,
although for tho moment they may Le
blinded by political prejudico so far as to
supposo that driving the Popo away
w o advantage to country.

TRADE IN MAY,

Tho official trade returns for May will
create disappointment in somo quarters,
It was anticipated from the goneral ap.
pcm‘ndco of buoyancy in theproduce and
mannfacturing markets that exceptios
nnlly largn increases, would bo shown
on both sides of tho account. This ex-
pectation is faivly fulfiiled in the caso of
lmportsg the augmentation being no less
thun 14 142 por cont. Bul exports have
only grown by 5 112 per cent., a dispar-
ity in which pessimists will sco a proof
of owrslocklng abroad. Even this figure
would bo moro satisfactory were it not
that the Whitsuntide holidays fell in
May last)o:u' causing the usual inter-
ruption to trtade, Making allowance for
that difference, it must bo admitted that
tho preséiit return is not noarly so good
as tho provious, wonth's record.’
