It ik per-
fectly true that in changing from muzz-
le-loaders with quick-burning pdwder
to -breech-loaders with ‘slow-buyrning
powder we had to fecl our way, and the
pressure for production  of guns \"l'as )
groat that the earlier designs did not in
all cases receive tho full’ e'i'perilﬁentnl
trial . which is desirable. The etfpct of
muzzle pressurcs was undervalued, and
the result is shown in the failure'of the
43 ton guns, which have now| been
strengthened. : i
But granting this, we reply to Admi-
ral Scott's three complaints. . Firs(ly, he
says the breech is too weak. Qut of
thousands of rounds fired by guns in
proof we have never yet had one failure
in tho brecch, We may therefore dis-
miss this count without more ado | Se-
condly, the muzzles are too long.! This
isa question open to discussion, and
opinion is divided upon it. 1t wab fully
discussed ten years ago,and it wak then
decided that the increase of power|which
is gained by 'length ef muzzle wt[s, n
the whole, worth the ‘prico™ that is paid
for it. To return now to shorter Inuzz-
les would besimply to ignore the fesults
of ten years' experience. f ;
Foreign nations who followed our lead
in longthening the ‘muzzles are 5o far
from regrotting tho step that the I-‘reuch.
the Italiansand the Russians are increas-
ing tho length still further. Krupp also
has lately made guns of 85 cdlibres
in length. lhirdly, as to tho method in
which tho rifling twist is impakted to
tho shot. Admiral Seott objects that the
hiead of the shot being loft loose btrikes
tho innor surfuco of the bore to the'in-
jury of the steel tube. Guus ard inva-
riably oxamined after proof firing, and
periodically during their life, and no
marks of such injury|have been|found.

Another stage was reached in the long
litization of Droyfus Brothers v. Peru-
vian Guano Company, an action which
was commenced in 1830 lLefore Vice-
Chancollor Bacon. It related to the car-
goes of eleven ships loaded” with guano
which wero despatched by the Peruvian
Government, at a time when Seior Pie-
rola was dictatory to the defendant
company; but a dispute having arisen
with them, their destination was chang-
od, and tho bills of lading were sent to
Messrs.: Dreyfus, the eminont French
financiers. A very large sum was due to
them from.the Government, and the
procecds of the cargoes were to be ap-
plied in reduction of it. The alteration,
howover, natarally led to difliculty. On
the arrival of the ships the company got
possession of them, and claimed to re-
tain them, and Messrs. Dreyfus com-
menced the present proceedings.

In 1881 a receiver was sppointed, and
partly by him and partly by the com-
pany tho cargoos were sold, and the
proceels ultimately paid into courl.
These amounted to over 200,0001., and
in 1885 Vice-Chancellor Bacon gave judg-
ment in favour of the plaintiffs, That
was aflirmed by the Court of * Appeal in
1886, and by the Honse of Lords in the
following year. The proceedings on Sa-
turday related t) the subsidiary question
of: the rdamages  suffered by Mossrs,
Dreylus through tho improper detention
of tho ships by the defendant company,
and on the other side thero was a largo
claim by the company for disbursemenis
fif respéét’of freight and landing char-
ges.: : The, damages for detention were
alleged to arise from tho diminished
prices obtained at the sales compared
with what the plaintifts themselves could
have realised, and from the loss of in-
terest upon ‘the whole amount of the
groceeds, y ?
Both these items, amounting together
to 34,0001, wero allowed by the, Judgo,
who held that no difference was caused
by the fact that the Court had taken
tho cargoes out of the c¢ontrol of tho
company and entrusted them to the re-
celver. Although the claiin made by the
company was a bondr fidé one, yot, as it
had failed, tho plaintiffs were entitled to
be ‘put fn just tho same \position as
though the ships had nover boon witheld
from them atiall, Upon the question of
tho disbursements, w:ich amounted to
44,0001., the company, on the otherhand,
woro .succossful, it appbaring upon a
prolonged  oexamination of the .accounts
between them and the Peruvian Govern.
ment, that this sum had not been already
allowed by the Governmont, as ' the
plaintiffs had alleged.
