succossful quartz veefers in Victoria,
died at Sydney, 'at the age of 64 years,
from heart diseaso, olnronlo bronchitis
and general breaking ‘up of the system.
The career of Mv. Walson' supplies a
fine illustration of tho oxtnorhmr;
fortune that awaited somo of thio early
colonists. Ho was born at Pni=lo), near
Glasgow, in 1825, and when quito a stri-
pling emigrated with his father's family
‘to Sydney, where the future uulllonalro
commenced life as a butcher. Thou"h
Sydney in tho for ties \\asfa largo ‘and
flourishing  settlement, it novortholoss
did not possess many’ attractions for
young Watson, who, learning of the dis~
covery of gold in: California, left ‘low
South Wales and proc edgl to the new
Eldorado in search of a fortune.
Alter Spondmg two or three years ln
that country Mr. Watson returned to
Australia "upon the first news of gold
being found. * Upon landing at Melbour:
no ho at orice made his way to S.mdj
hurst, and as far back as 1854 was known
as ono of tho gold diggers working at
the . Whilte Hills. Good lJuck attended
him at the outset of his diggmg careor,
Soon afterwards ho started a puddling
machine, and .in a foew years amassed
soveral thousand pounds, “which he
seemsto have had the poudence to retain
instead of di3sipating, as was the com-
mon practice amongst the enterprising
and hardy diggers of those «good old
days.» I
When the alluvial leads became ex-
hausted Mr, Watson turned his attention
with others to the quartz.reefs, which
have since made the Bendigo goldfield
50 famous throughout tho wide world.
He was ono of the proprictors of the
flrst crushing plants erecled at Bendigo,
and also ono of the original owners of
the cclebiated Golden Gully line of rce(
His partners retired one by one, exhaus-
ted by the weary call: pn)ing necessary
to prospect the mines, and oventually
tho wholo property fell into Mr. Watson's
hands. It isstated thata fabulous quan.
tity .of .gold (13 :tons_altogether) was
taken out of the mine, as, much as 0030
oz. being obtained In a clnglo week. Mr.
Watson was involved in several roma
kable law suits in conneclion with th‘
mino but he was successful in defoating
all his opponents and retaining tho
entiretitle to thisv ory\aluahlo proporty

Mr. Walson was also, intorested in
other mining ventures, - but: never nl-
lowed himsell to be carried away lnlo
indiscriminato spzculations by the invit.
mg tnles tol} of the «good things» going
n-bogging in mlnlng. Ho ¢onfined his
attention to' some 'half dozo mines fn
which ho held a Iorgo interest. In the
Kentish mine, of which he remained tho
solo proprlo(or up té hls death, another
important discovery ‘has been made
within the last fow days.
