Tho Naval Roview

- Portsmoul, Aug. 5.

Tho general aspect of afMairs at Ports-
mouth this morning was almost as dis-
mal as it had been on Saiturday morning.
But for once in a way the wisdom of an
ancient saying was demonstrated. It
had rained before 7 and it was brilliantly
fine before 11, aud a Lright sunand a
fresh'anl invigorating breezo wero full
of promise that the great naval spectacle
was at last to be viewed in_all its mag-
nitude. The prom’'se, as the sequel
shewed, was abundantly fulfilled, and
the naval authorities ' may congratulato
themselves upon having shown the Gor-
man' Emperor a sight of unique ma-
Jesty, i
"~ No more pleasant sceno could have
been witnessed than that which wae vi-
sibloe from Southsea Beach this morning.
Everything was full of life and bright-
ness. The water was dancing merrily,
with here apd there a white liorse on the
crest of a wave, and it was jyst the day
for the onjoyment of persops op hoard
weatherly eraft,

The huge fleot liad “lost somo of jts
grlm'nppearau'uo by virtue ‘ef the long
strings of (lags with which every vessel
was dressed from stem {o stern. Nor
was there much to complain of in the
appoarance ‘of 'Porlswouth  Harbour,
Tho torpedo boals, which coyld not hava
been expecled to add much to the seenic
eliect, had rup out of harboyr, but jeft
bchlnd were the Serapis, which pregon-
ted a very pleasant appeatance, and a

Tho sky was
overcast with gray clouds, but tho sun
penetrated them, and the result was that
upon a sea ruflied by a stifl breeze thero
were streaks of - sunlight, whilo the
smoke from the saluting guns added an
air of uust) illusion to the scene,

At last tho Gerinan l-‘mporor aceom-
panied by the Prince of Wales, Princo
Henry ‘of Prussin, Prince George of
Wales. and, as a matter of conrse, by
the Commander-in-Chief.at Portsmouth,
hal embarked on board the Alborta,
from which ho went on board the Vie-
toria and Albert, and ‘was on his way to
insp ct the stupendous fleet. With him
on board the Victoria and Albert were
also the Lords of the  Admiralty, Lord G.
Hamilton, Admiral Hood, Mr, Forwood,
and Mr. Ashmnead-Bartlett, The Trinity
yacht Galatea led the way. She was fol-
lowed b) the Victoria and Albert, which
flew the Prince of Wales's flag on the
mair, the Union Jack on the wmizen, and
the Admiralty flvg sn the fore. On her
bridge, of whick a good view could be
obtained from the Seahorse. whose
course was directed by Captain Oshorna
in the most judicious manner possible,
was as distinguished a group of specta—
tors a3 the eye could wish to rest upon.

Amongst them was the Emperor, who
wore the uniform of an Eunglish Admiral
which he has recently beeome entitled to
wear, and around him w ere n number of
our own illustrious personages wearing
the yellow sash, which, I believe, repre-
sents the Order of the Black. Eagle, 1le
Hohenzollern followed, and then came
the Osborne, then the Enchantress, and
then the Magdalena, the vessel chartor—
ed for the conveyance of the Mayor and
Corporation of Londo*, which flew at
the fore tho City of London flag. The
Galatea hand a whito ensign at the fore
amd a German ensign at the mizen.
Harily had the little flotilla of distin—
guished visitors started before an un-
expected evont, and one of whicb tho
oflicial proyramme had given no intima—
tion, occurred. The German squadron
s1|uted,nnd asa matter of course man-
ned ship.

Then, afier a sho:t inlerval, began
the iuspection’ of. the fleet,- and to
those who looked as the G-rman Em-
peror did it was a sight ncever to be
forgotten. There lay at anchor a triple
lino of ships of war some two miles in
length, all dressed rainliow fashion, with
their flags streaming out biavely before
the still breeze. Opon cach the German
and the English cnsigns flew side by
side. At the main the yards wero not
manuel, possibly because it was thought
that the wind w's strong enougzh to
render the observance of this ceremony
dangerons, but tho blue jackels manned
the rigging. It was not for any long
spaco 'of timo at the outset that this
sceno was clearly defined, for as the Ro-
yal vesstls eame within tho line there
Lroke forth not enly the noise, but also
the smoko of a Royal salute all along
the line, above which nothing could be
scon oxcept the masthends, and the
streaming flags.

Simlillaueously. though they wore
hardly audiblo at first, came the strains
of the bugle from each ship that was
passed, in obedionce to which the mari-
nes presented arms, and then came thoso
licariy and well-timed elicers which nono
but British blucjackels can give with
(rue effect. So the luspectinn began at
first in the midst of a thunder ol guns,
for even saluting canaon are capable of
producing a very considerable noise,
and amid clouds of sinéke which gavo
to the peaceful procession much of the
appearanco of an action. Then as tho
smoke cleared away, afer the salute

was oyer, it becamo possible to hear the
ringing cliecers and the-blasts of the
hugle, to sce thoe blucjavkets waving
their caps, and the marines presepting
arms, : it

The Emperor carried out to the lcltvr
the progiamme which had been arranged
for him. One liner of the A squadron
extended rather further to the eastward
thau any of tho other vessels.and incon-
sequence tho Jmperial. and  Royal loats
passed first aJongs|de of 8 single line of
ships, 'keeplng them on (he starboard
side. The first ships the Emperor saw
wero the Spider and Sandily, long and
low gunboats of lhe’ first class, built so
regently as 1888 at a cost of little short
of £50,000 apicce.

Opposite them were the flagship,
the Howe, the Shannon, nn(l the Cun-
queror; nest on the port side came the ¢
squadron, - consisting - of ‘tho Plover,
painted ‘white*for Eastern service, tho
Hearly, Hee ate, Gorgon, Cyclops, Hols-
pur, and Balleisle, fram the last of which
came a particularly hearty cheer, Oppo-
site them were- the Warspite, the Her-
cules (which is not unlike some of tho
German ships), the Black PUrince, “he
Northumberland, the Invincible, tho
Ajax, the Neptune, anl the Rodney,
Boetween tho € Squadron and the
mainland lay the torpelo flotilla in two
divisions.
