Vessels of the 2nd class from a
clean port and under sanitary condi-
tions, attested by the sanitaay inspector
on board, may touch at Rio d¢ Janciro,
Montevideo or Buenos Aires during a
period of epidemic to discharge passen-
gers, mails and cargo, provided thisis
done under prescribed conditions as to
isolation, without incurring quarantine
at the other ports.

Yessols of the Ist class are not obliged
to carry n sanitary inspector, but the
ship’s doctor must rizorously observe
the International Regulations as to the
responsibility he assumes towards the
sanitary authoritios at the port of desti-
nation, in referenco tothe information
which uader lhis professional oath he
must furnish the authorities as to oc-
currences during the voyage. Vessels of
the 2ud class will only Lo favored under
preceding paragraphs where they have a
sanitary iuspector on board with a gra-
tuitous first-class round-trip passage
and strictly vbserve the recommendation
of this inspector at the port of departu-
vo, and during the voyage.—IRio Neuws.

Milford Haven, Aug. 10.

All steam tactics aud evolutions at
soa difler so slightly from each .other
that detailed descriptions of them aro
apt toappear like wearisome repetition,
It one could only watch their manau-
vres from a balloon, they - would no
doubt present a delightful panoramic
spectacle as the great ships  changed
formation Irom columns of divisions to
groups on line abroast,  now moving
straight aliead oradvancing ‘ in columns
direct or obliques then changing frant or
rotiving all by signal from the flagship;
all keoping regular intervals, and overy
ship answering hier helm as,readily as a
troop-horse bends to'the lightost touch
of its ridet’s hand on the reins, That is
tho perfection which battleship are sup-
posed to attain, but unfortunaltely their
peculiarities of construction aro at times
more dillicult to overcomo than the tem-
per of the most obstinate horse. That
anlmal’'s wilfulness generally runs in
the direction of connected action with
his fellows, but an fronclad when she
refuses to answer her helm takes to in-
dependent courses "that cannot be fore-
scen, and her behaviour at times may
creato  considerable confusion ln the
best regulated lines.

The Ajax, for iustance, has eeeenlllcl
tles whiclt take so many different forms
without any obvious reason that tloy
can nover be provided ngainst with abso-
lute confidenco, * One or two other ships
of the A squadron have during the vo-
yage down Channel and at soca off the
Cornith coasttaken to imitating her
example.
