Milford Haven, Aug. 10,

Only the avanis-couriers of Sir Georga
Tryon's f{lect havo yet reached the ren-
dezvous at this' port, the defenco of
which will form the chiet part of their
duties during, ‘the next threo weeks. The
swift torpedo-eatchers Mohawk and
Serpent, convoying a whele flotilla of
their swaller comsorts, arvrived hero
about seven o'cluck this morning in ad-
mirable order, and, considering the
rough ~weather they had to encounter
along -the southiern’ coast, their beha-
viour may be considered very satisfac-
tory. Roundiugthe Lizard and off Land’s
End, they found heavy seas still run-
ning, but sustained no dam.ge of im
portance, asud all will be fully fit for sea
betore a declaration of war can bo made,

Tho torpedo flotiila, consisting ol No.
59, under Licutenant Orpen; No. 5%,
commanded by Licutenant Carey; No.
59, by Licutenant Arbuthuot; No. t0, by
Licut: Dudley de Chair, known as ¢Ara-
bi's widshipman,» because ke was the
only navail piisoner who fell into the
rebel leader’s bands after the bombard-
ment of Alexandria; No. 66, under Lieut,
S. R. Fremantle; No. 71, with Lieut. Lo-
wis in command; No. 75, with Lieut. H.
Jones; No. 76, with Lieut, Boothby; No,
77, with Lieut, Charlton; and No. 81,
with Lieut. H. B, Jackson, are lying at
auchor off Pembroke Duckyard. The

SEREMY» AT QUEENSTOWN

The (vllowing nine ships of the B squa-
drown, or Achill leet, steamed inty Que-
enstown Harbour ‘last’ evening, -viz;—
Northumberland, the flagship of Vice-
Admirar Baird, Camperdown, Iron Duke,
Intlexible, Horo, \lolse). Ma"lcxcune,
Immortalité, and Australia. These ves-
sels parted company 1n the afternoon,
when south ol the harbour, with the
following nine ships, which have been
directed by Admiral Baird te make
Berehaven their headquatters:—Anson,
the flagship of Rear-Admiral D'Arcy Ir-
vine, second in command; Monarch, De-
vaslation, Collingwood, lrish, Calypso,
Arethusa, Nymph, and Grasshopper.
The Curlew Hecla, and Rattlesnake,
which had been in port for tho past two
days, will remain attached to Vice-Ad-
miral Baird's division, and Queenstown
will bo their headquarters. <Wars was
declared, says a Queenstown corrospon-
dent, just before midnight,. and to-day
tho nine ships which arrived last even-
ing, as well as the nine ships which arri-
ved last'ovening, as well as the nino
vessels which proceeced to Bantry Bay
yesterday alternoon were to coal, pre-
paratory to taking such action for the
deteuco of the south and east Irish ¢oasts
as Yice-Admiral Baird may direct.” Que-
enstown and Bantry Bay are, 1t appoius,
according to arrangement, regarded as
heavily tortitled against a sea attack,

WITIE ADMIRAL TRYON

In bright sun'and -glassy, calm water,
Admiral Tryon's squadron anchored in
Miltord Haven yesterday morning, not
without the occurrence: of a vexations
fncident, - :\When ' tho ships- wero about
three-quarters of a milo from their ap-
poiutod stations a schooner made ler
appeatancod tacking, 'or rather drifting,
for she nd barely $teerage-way on, right
across the line ol mnarch, and the whole
column of 23 ships bad at great incon-
venienco to alter its course and pass
under her stern,  This is the second timo
that the inopportune presence of boats
whero they had no business to bo ‘has
deranged the squadron’s movements, As
the Hercules, which “was of courso the
leading ship of the line, got nearly op-
posito tho town of Milfurd, there was ob-<
served, immediately over the spot mark-
ed out for her to anchorin,’a group of
three more schooners, also drifting,

Tllcm was no room (o pass on either
sido'of ‘them. To have stopped or have
gone astera would have been fraught
with' extreme 'danger to tho - irenclad
next astern of tho Hercules as well as
to that ship herself, so there was nothing
for it but to disregard ,ono of tha schoo-
ners that was most immediately in the
way, Tho result was a collision, but ‘ne
damago of any cuusequence occurred,

New York Aug. 10,

The shooting of ex-Judge Davil S.
Terry, of California, by Deéputy United
States Marshal Nagle, in the railway
station dining-room at L%threp, in Cali-
fornia yesterday, after Terry hail slap-
ped in the face Justica Stephen J. Ficld,
of the United States SUpleluo Court,
ends one of the most sxorm) careers in
American politics.

Terry was a typical produgor the sla-
very régime in a frontier comunity. He
was a man of ability and foree of charac-
ter, having been Chief Justice of Califor-
unia in its early days, but he was always
a blackguaid and u rowdy. He was a
clever luwyer, and bullied his way into
the position of tfiief Justice.

Ho made himself notorious by stabbing
a member of a vigilanes committee while
one of his friends was being arrested,
and for this act he came very near being
hanged to the nearest tree, but escaped
with a short imprisonment{ Terry’s
wrath at losing the Chief Justiceship in
the following electien led to aduel in
1859, in which ho Killed United States
Senator Bro .erick. A few years ago ho
becameo counsel for the notorious ad-
venturess Sarah Althea Hill, who brought
a suit aganst William Sharon, ono of
the mining millionaires of California.
She claimed to be his wife and entitled
to share his great preperty. His own
wito dying, Terry married Sarah lill,
and from that the time acted as much
like a fool as like a knave, He and his
wife lust year insulted Justive Field in
open Court, and were comnnitted to gaol
for contempt,

Six weeks ago Justice Field went to
California to discharge his duties on the
Boneh. Before he leit \Washington he
said to a friend, «lam well aware that
wy life has been threatened by Terrvy,
aud knowing as 1 do the spirit of that

class of man my life is probably in dan-
ger. 1 do nob by any means under-esti-
mate threats of that kind, but 1 am p.c-
parad to go there and s8it ns usual upon
the Bench, It would be pireposterous in
this couniry with its free institutions if
a judge were to be deterred frow sitting
on the Bench by the threats of such ru-
fllans as may desire to intimidate the
Courts. |y do ndt thivk Terry - will carry
out his threats.»

Tho Attorney-General of the United
States 1ecognising the danger which
Justico Field ran hud him attended by a
warshal, and it was this ofllcial who
shot Terry after the latter hal attucked
Justico Picld who had heen travelling in
the same train,but did not meot until the
scene touk place in tho dining room,
when the train had stopped for break-
fast. The Coroner's Jury roturned a
verdict that Terry came: by nis death
from the effects of gunshot wounds in-
flicted by Marshal Nugle. It is expeeted
that Nugle will be acquitted on the
ground ot self-defence.

Mrs, Terry was greatly excited by her
lusband's death, and tried to get at
Justice .Field, who went to the rallway
carriage ailer the shooting and conti-
nued his journey to San Fraucisco. Mrs,
Terry Is a desperate woman, and the
Government has ordered another depu-
ty to act ns a bodyguard for Justice
Field: Tno' wholoe' incident is rathior an
anachronism than an illustration of ci.
vilization - in the United States to.day,
Terry himself was a survival of a poli-
tical methods which have disappeared as
completely as tlavery, and the school of
firc-caters wlnlch slavery developed,
