Since
then hie has been deposfting anddrawing
money at frequent intervals, thus fami-|.
liavizing himself with the practices of
tho bank and making himself known to
the cmployés, On the 12th he presented
a cheque for 1,0003 (um conjo) which
was vizéed by the bookkeeper, but befo—
ro presenting it to thoe paying teller he
skiflfully changed the amodnt to 70,0003
(selenla cortos) which sum was promptly
pai in cash anild two cheques he left
5% on the counter. which tho leller
l\opL'Tor ‘him until later in the day
whon an inquiry as to his place of busi-
uess aud an examination of the cheque
exposed the swindly. In the meantime the
swindler had cashed his two chcquea,
aud had' disappear ‘ed.

On the 11tha raised
cheque of 14, 4003 was paid, and on the
12th, in addition ‘o tho fraud above des-
cribed, three other raised chequos of
200603, 15,2003 and 30,0003 rospectively
wera cashed—and all by iho sune paying
tcllor. Francisco Alves Barroso. Tho to-

talt amount of these raised cheques is
160 603, Barroso was examined' on ,tho
14th and was then placed under arreost
as an accomplice of the swindlers, Ano-
ther individual, named * Manogl F, de
Lima e Silva, whose record is somewhat
queslionablo, has boen arrésted on sus-
picion. Both deny all comnoction with
the frauds. Wo are informed that the
bolbok-keepor of the bank is about a
week belind in posting his books, and
this has made tho prompt detection' of
thoso frawls impossible, If the Banco do
Brazil wishies to avoil theso frauds, its
directors will have to revisc its staff
very throuroughiy and omploy men who
