We understand on good authority that
tho Argéntine Government has aceepted
the offer of a loan of nearly ten millions
sterling. Tho. exact {erms are not yet
known but it-is rumoured-that the len-
ders; Messrs, Baring Drothers, insist on
the condition that the Argentino Govern-
ment shall bind itself to the promise not
to issue any moro paper money or cadu-
1as for somg years to come,

Tho D. A, Slandard says;
" ‘«We, for our part, feil to seo what
nocessity | there -bo for the Argentine
Qovernnient to necept either tho loan or
such conditions, it matlers little whether
thoy are peramptory or not. If the aim
of tho bankers be to induée tho Govern:
ment to put tho curroncy on the sound
basis of specio paymeunts, these bankers
are wise, rince there appears to bo no
other moans of persuasizn to effect that
dosideratum. But the Argentino Gov-
ernment, if it wore wiso, need not 1ccept
the loan on tho conditions of tho bankers,
sinco with a fow strokes of tho pen,
with the consent of Congress, it can
oblige all the banks of issue in the coun-
try to return to specie payments or go
into liquidation. However, sinco he
Government Is now willing to accept the
responsibilily of tho situation, a respon-
sibility it has waived up to tho present
in ministerial declarations Lefore Con-
gress, it may bo betler for all round
