cers’ quarters and make another stand.

But we had not gone 20ft. beforo they
saw us and attacked us from every
direction with axes, knives, stones,
razors, and clubs, at the same timoe utter-
ing flendish crios. Each man was soon
overtaken and disarmed. Mr, Foster was
the first todrop his weapon, a small
rile. Hv was atonce batclered with
Knives and other weapons. Fales was
the next victim, and  ho was chopped to
pieces with an axe after he had surren-
dered his weapon. Shea, when last seen,
was within a few (eot of the cliffz, with
a number of negroes in hot pursuit, one
of whom was firinz at him with a re-
volver, H:s body has never beon found.
