This machine is dasigned ospecially
for the use of the daily press. and will
enable our newspapers to produce ac-
curate and excellont pictures of ovonts
in the issuo immediately following. in-
stead of, as now, waiting a' day or two
for the arlist. You can readily under-
staad how such an instruwent could be
applied on a leased wir», where volumi-
nous press reports have to be sent dai-
Iy or nightly. Every reporter could then
Lo his own operator. The delay in filling
dispatclios weuld by obviated, and ths
slow-going Morse trasmission superse-
ded.

FFear and Fovor

In a Now Orleans cantempora\r}' thereo
recently appeared the following: «Somo
of the medical faculty havo yet to learn
that the moral troatment of tho yellow
fever Is vastly more imporlant than tho
administration of drugs.» All who have
had experience in that terriblo discase
must have recognized thoe fact that the
condition of the minds of the patients
woighs heavily for or against recovory.

In one epidemic on shipboard—abouta
hundred victims to the discase—Ltho
wriler mado close observations on this
point, which satisflel him that he who
takes yellow fever and keeps up hopeand
courage is protly certain to .recover;
while, on the other hand, he who is tor-
rorized and feels hopeless Is quito suretq
succumb to tho malady. This influenco
of the mind is well i!lustrated by two
cases which occurred during that epi-
demic,
. Ona was a corporal of marines; the
other ilio chief engineer. They were
men of about the same age, and appea-
red to bo cqually strong and enduring,

tack, while the corporal had a most se-

vere eno. The former, ‘being a ward
room officer, was, of courze, tho most
fortunate in thp way of quarlersand
nyreipg. Tho hammoek of qhe latter
swung in tho larecastle. {Ie was a styb.
