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The Road
communications

Tho Municipality of Montevidéo deser-
ves great credit far having undertaken
the making of national roads,.asa be-
ginning, in this department at least.

..'They have resolutely set  to work and
lnuo begun the roads, :

Hitherto the impracticability of the 50
called roads in bad weather and conse-
quently the almost complete isolation of
the neighboring- townships beyond the
limits of the paved streets has almost
been a scandal, but this should now
disappear under the regime instituted
on the 24th Inst by the Municipality.

If theso roads are well made, and
with the material at hand thero is no
reason why thoy should not bo, all com-
piaints of * want of communication
should disappear and if there are cor-
tain engineering dificulties, they can-
not be insurmountable and {ransit over
the whola department should be rende-
red at least possible,

Although it may not seem a groat
afTair; yet due praise should be _given to
the municipality for this really great
step in the progress of the country.

We have always up held the system
that road communication is the real
road to riches.. Make the railroads as
numerous and perfect as possible, sup-
ploment them by tramways whorever
practicable;but even then common roads
must be made, to feed the trunk lines.

This may be taken as a beginning, but
tho remainder of the country should also
as soon a8 possible bo covered witha
net work of good roads. Tho outlay will
be amply repaid if judiciously managed.

As it is now, groat sections of the co-
untry are impassable for a considerable
part of the year, which really renders
communication with the Capital, if not
an impossibility, yet a serious work and
unnecessary labour. 7

The making of theso roads must ne-
;_‘ossnrily bo attended with great expense,
ana-Wwhether the Departmental Councils,
are in a Josition to raise money for tke
purpose is acuthtful, but if the Executivo
power would enxublo them to issuoroad
bonds at a fair. rate of_interest, onthe
security of tolls, ths money required
would be soon forthcoming.

The examplo of the Mudicipality of
Montovideo is a good one and should bo
followed by the various departnients;
and if necossary a government board of
construction for roads and bridges
should at once be established.

This board could place the system to
bo introduced over the whole country on
a practical foeting and would not allew
private interests to interfere with the
public welfaro.

El?ctrlo Acoldonts.
Frem New York are telegraphed par-
ticulars of another fatalfaccidont dué to
the dangerous practico of carrying ¢loc—-

f|tric light currents on non-insulated

wires, In this caso twe shopmen were
carrying a show case into a shop, when
it came In contact with the wira of an
arc light which was not insulated. One
of tho men strotched out his hands to
remove tho' obstacle, and instantly fell
dead, the electric current having passed,
in all its force, through his body.

it is clear from this, and from the
other accidents we have already repor-
ted, that there is great danger in ‘pas-
sing an electric current at high tension
over an unprotelced wire. The danger
is very much increased whero different
kirds of unprotected wiresare carried
overhead upon the same telegraph po-
les. The Grand Jury in New York has
now made a presentment on tho subjoct
which is identical in substance with our
own observations of some weeks ago. /

As we then pointed out, where mes-
sage wires aro carried side by side with
lighting wires any breakage may bring
the two into contact, and the former
will at once become a conductor of tho
fiuld from the lighting wire. If lighting
wires aro ever to bo carried overhead,
they should be carefully insulatad,* but
it would bo much betterto insist on their
always running underground.

Stanley and IZmin Pasha.
The intelligence that Mr. Stanley and
Emin Pasha had safely reached German
territery at Mpwapwa, on their way to
the East Afrinan coast, has been quickly
followed by the recelpt of lotters giving
an account of the trials which'tho relief
oxpedition had invelved, and of tho dis-
coveries - ‘which’ have been incidentally
mado. . Tho story of thoso splendid ad-
ditions to geographical knowledgo has
yet to bo fully told. and, for the present,
wo havo mainly to dcal with Mr. Stan-
loy’s efforts to carry out the task which
was intrusted to him by the Relief Com-
mitteo. In April, 1€88, he mot Emin
Pasha on tho Albert Nyanza and arrang-
ed with Mim and with Mre. Jephson,
whom ho then Jleft with tho Pasha, that
they were to bring off tho Egyptian gar-
rison from tho positions still held by
them for tho Khedive, and toappear at
the rendezvousat Kavallis, on the south-
west sido of tho Albert Nyanza, where
Mr. Stanley was to join them, when he
had plcked up, as he hoped, his rear-
guard, by a direct march across country,
<Emin and his. companions, howover,
wem engagod, in the first place, to march
to Fort Bodo, on Stanley s line of march

from Yambuya, and to bring back the
garrison he had left there with them to
Kavallis, Unfortunately, tho Pasha was
incapacitated from. performing his pro-

;| mise by a series of events which he had

cortainly not anticipated, and which al-
togather falsified thoe impression ho had
conveyed to Stanley of his resources and
freodom of action. It is now clear that
Emin's authority was shattered by a
rovolt of the Egyptian oftlcers and troops
undor his command, and that, while he
was practically a prisoner in the hands
of tho mutinaors, the forces of tho Mahdi

1| coming from the north foll upon these

lattor, drove them southward, compelled
them to a cerluln extent to look again to
tho Pasha for guidance, and, what is
most important, induced them to aban-
don their projects 'of enirapping and
destroying tho relief expedition. As soon
as the fear of the Mahdists began to
abate, the insubordination of the Egyp-
tian soldiery oncoe moro gained the upper
hand, s0 that Emin was unable in any
degreo to assist Stanloy’s plans,

Meanwhilo the ‘latter had resolutely
carried out his own scheme for the res-
cuo of theremnantof his rear column,
and striking backwardsin the direction
of the'Albert Nyanza, by a more northorly
route than he, had previously followed,
he passed through a torrihle ordeal,
which be narrates with impressive Sitli—
plicity. It was, hiesays, «thenearest ap-
proach to absolute starvation in all my
African exporience; twonty-one persons
altogether succumbed in this dreadful
camp.» Nevertheless, fearing that Liout.
Stairs and the garrison at Fort Bodo had
beon loft to their fate, ho turned out of
his way in that direction and found, in
fact, that Emin Pasha and his party, as
we have explained, had not besen able to
got within roach of them.

Bringing off this’ garrison with him,
Stanloy now mado for the Albert Nyanza
but was alarmed to lhear no news of
Emin's arrival at Kavallis. While he was
moving on, as rapidly.as circumstances
permitted, messengers reached him with
lotters from Mr. Jephsen and Emin him-
self giving an account of the events we
have already mentioned. It is hardly sur-
prising that Mr. Stanley folt s0me voxa-
tion at the disappointment of the hopes
ho had been led to form. Of course he
could not hold Emin Pacha responsible
for the mutiny of the troops, the advan-
co of the Maldists, and the consequent
collapse of the Pasha’s power of mo-
vement, but he was apparently, irrita~
ted, and it must be admitted, not with-
out reason, at the impossibility of dis-
covering either from Mr, Jeplison's let-
tersor from Emin's notes, what wero
the . purposes and intentions of the
Pasha. It was certainly rather proveking
after all the efforts that had been made
and all the cost that had been incurred
not only in money, but in life, to fIlnd
that the person for whose relief the ex-
pedition had been organized was not
clear in his own mind whether Lo wan-
ted to bo relieved or not.

Yet the situation, as described by Mr.
Jephson, was serions enough. Mr, Stan-
ley’s languago was very blunt and em-
phatic. <l could save,» ho .wrote, «a do-
«zen Pashas if thoy wero willing to bo
«saved,» but ho added, Here I am, after
«4,10) miles of travel, with the last ins-
«talment of relief. Let him who is autho-
«rized to take, take it. Come, I am roady
«tolend him all my strength and wit to
«assist him. But this time there must bo
«no hesitation, but positive «yeca» or
«nay,» and home we go.» Mr. Jephson
soon afterwards came down himself to
Kavallis, and his report was not calcu-
lated to allay Stanley’s anxioties. «Senti-
ment,» said Mr.Jephson, «is tho Pasba’s
eworst enemy; no ono keeps Emin Pasha
«back but Emin Pasha himself.» _It sce-
med, indeed, that the Pasha and his
peoplo were waiting “upon oach othor,
as they had been for some time, and
that nobody wag willing to accept tho
responsibility of a move which had, no-
vertheless, becomo imperatively neces-
sary.

At the same time, Mr.Jcphson bore
witness to the fact that he had heaml
unanimous praise of Emin Pasha’s <jus-
tico and genorosity,» though it was sug-
gosted that ¢ho did not hold his people
with a sufMciently firm hand.» \Vantof
firmness is not ono of Mr. Stanley's
faults,and his peremptory request that
a decision should be.taken, since ho
could not wait for an indefinite period at
Kavallis, brought about a solution of the
difliculty moro speedily than boexpected.
0n tho 13th of February last Emin ar-
rived with two steamers near Stanley's
camp, desiring to mako arrangements
for tharescuo of the rest of his peoplo,
or of those, at least, who were willing to
be rescued.

At this point Mr, Stanley's narrative
breaks off absuptly, though his letter is
dated tho 5th of August, and was writ-
ten at Kafurro, in Karagwd, a distriet to
the west of tho Victoria Nyanza. A furt-
her letter oxplaining the important geo-
graphical discoveries which will give a
pormanent value to this expedition may
bo expected without delay, and Mg,
Stanley's letter to Mr. Marston, dated
September the 3d, though * it does not
entar into details, holds out the hope of
very remarkable and valuablo additions
to our knowledge of Africa. Hardly
anything, éven in the leroic annals of
African oxploration, ison a par with Mr.
Slanley’s march back from Yambuya,
whoro ho found hiscamp a total wreck,
through an unknown country, famlno-
stricken and covered with denso forest,
to Fort Bodo, and thence in a south-
weslerly direction by tbe southern end
of tho Albert Nyanza,and ﬂ'nnllythrough
tho Lako reglon which ho traversed

at tho southern ond of the Vlc.torln
Nyanza,

The great sheet of wnlor lying to the
south-west of tho Albert Nyanza, and
formerly supposed to bo an extension of
that lake has now been recognized un-
dor the. distinct namo, of Lako Albert
Edward and as the truo sourcs of the
south-western branch of the Nile. Theso
facts, as well as the , reporte: extension
of the Victorin' Nyanza.to a -great dic-
tancoin a south-wosterly direation to-
wards Lake Tanganyika, will -compel us
to reconstruct not only our maps of
Africa but all our ideas ’of Afcican geo-
graphy. Mr. Stanley will have much to
tell us of the regions ho has explored
and the races he has hud to deal with,
It is to be hoped his unlquo oxporienco
will not be wasted, but will in some
manner bo made nvnllﬁblo for the ad-
vancement of civilization in the «Dark
Continont». Meanwhile 'ho has gallantly
and successfully carriod out the imme-
diate object of his cxpedltlon and his
achiovement, not less tlmn Emin Pasha’s
faults, it is clear, wore thoso of a gone-
rous nature, and his touching letter to
tho Relief Committes at Berniin will bo
read by Englishmen as woll as by Ger—
mans with sympathy for his high ideals
and regrot that his nobl¢” work has been
nullified by the forco of circumstances
and the folly of man. f
