'p\'»«?> less average education and in-
telligence, they are less adaptable to new
customs, they are notoriously bachwanl
in their civilization, their habits and
traditions are tlhe worst that could be
imported into a new country, and tley
are the least probable to” embrace and
fuliil the ideal Republican Government by
which th e country is supposed to be rulad,
Inall Europe they are the very ones we
should last select for the fatlers of a
future race. Yet, so far as encouragement
has been given to any nationalities, these
have been the ones prefered.

In the Argentine Republic, matters have
pone o far and the Halian element gained
such predominance, that it would now
be a diicult, alinost a dangerous, matter
totring about adesirablechonge. Certainly,
it waore possible by judicious but stringent
measures, gradually to eleeh the jntluy of
Italians and Spaniands whilst promoting
that of the Northern Furopean  vaces
whose Saxon blood would make such an
advantageous minture, but  even if this
could be done without giving offence to
the two nations to whom they arenow
most nearly allied, it is very doubtful
whetler the authorities are sufliciently
courageous or disinterested to take mea-
sures the effedt of which would only te
evident in future generations,

But in Urnguay the situation is so far
ditferent that we are still perfect masters
of our future. The real tlow of immigra-
tton has yet to commence, and our pre-
sent population is so small  compared
with the receptive powers of the land,
that no race or blood has yet assumed
such predominance as  to overshadow the
others. Five years steady immigration
from any  one  particular  country  at
the rate at which  either Spaniards or
Italians have been tlowing into - Argentina
would serve to changze the wlhole batance
ofnationality aud modify the future type
of the Oriental.
